So much is being said on the ab­
rogation of concordats that a word 
on their nature is seasonable. A 
concordat evidently means an agree­
ment, and the word is confined nowa 
days to agreements between the 
Holy See and tbe supreme civil 
authority concerning ecclesiastical 
administration. There are three 
possibilities regarding tbe relative 
condition of parties to an agree­
ment. They may be equals and in­
dependent, or one may be superior 
and independent, the other oom.

inferior and dependent, 
one may be superior and 

indendent, the other inferior and 
dependent in some respects, yet 
having its supremacy in others. 
Those who look upon the 
Church and State as equals and co­
ordinate, hold a concordat to be a 
strict contract in which each party 
acquires rights that cannot be ex­
tinguished except under conditions 
expressed in it or by new agree­
ment. Few hold that idea regard­
ing Church and State ; consequently 
this notion of a concordat is rare 

Some Catholics, it is true, regard 
it as a contract, but in doing so they 
add so many qualifications that they 
eventually do not differ practically 
from those who hold the more ap­
proved doctrine. Sachas consider 
the State as absolutely supreme and 
the Church as a subordinate society 
completely dependent upon it with­
in the bounds of its jurisdiction, 
look upon a concordat as a civil law 
by which the former controls the 
latter and which it can add to or 
change or abrogate at pleasue. This 
was the view of Napoleon I, who 
added to the concordat concluded 
with Pius VII his organic articles 
and proclaimed them part of that

is that each ia supreme in its own 
order, in purely spiritual things 
the State is inferior to the Church, 
and in matters in wbioh the spiritual 
and temporal orders oome into con 
fliot, the right of the former prevails 
in itself over that of the latter since 
the spiritual ia of its nature superior 
to the temporal. Honoe a concor­
dat from the Catholic point of vie v 
is a privilege or concession granted 
by the Roman Pontiff,

For a clearer idea of its nature and 
binding force several things must 
be noted. First, the power of the 
R imao Pontiff over spiritual things 
ie admi'-i.tiative only. He is con 
trolled in the exercise o' bis offio 
by the unchangeable constitution 
wbioh our Lord gave tbe Church in 
founding itf Hence he is not free 
to grant any privilege that may be 
desired. Secondly, as be only ad­
ministers an office instituted by 
Christ he can neither restrict the 
rights of that office nor the power qf 
its occupant to exercise those rights 
fully, whether such occupant be 
himself or a successor, Honoe he 
cannot bind himself or his successors 
irrevocably ; but he end they retain 
the power of recalling a concordat. 
Any expressions therefore jo a cop. 
cordât which seem to imply the con 
trary most be construed as express­
ing a serious will at the time ot 
making the concession, that it should 
not be retracted arbitrarily. Snob 
expressions are common in pontifical 
documents ; they are found in inter­
national treaties and are always so 
interpreted. Thirdly, the oivi 
power is bound strioily by the con­
cordat, and cannot free itself from 
its obligations by rejecting it, Such 
obligations, ordinarily speaking, are 
not things indifferent in themselves 
which the State was free 'o promi-e 
or to refuse, bat modifications or 
more extensive obligations freely 
granted by the Holy See. Tbe ex­
tent of tbe obligations is diminished: 
their intensity is not rededeej. More­
over, an inferior asking and receiv­
ing such a privilege from a superior, 
cannot reject it contrary to the 
superior’s will. Fourthly, should 
the civil power lawlessly withdraw 
from a concordat, it falls back into 
the condition it occupied before the 
privilege was granted, namely, 
general subordination ju thp matter 
of the concordat to the spiritual 
power. To suppose it to acquire an 
independence to which it never had 
a right is absurd .

Fifthly, should a modification of a 
concordat be desired the civil pqtçer 
must ask it, stating s noerely what 
it wants and why, without conceal­
ing anything, and, above all, with­
out any hostile intention of using 
new concessions to tbe detriment of 
religion.

Ejixtbly, we do not deny that a 
concordat may include matters 
purely temporal with regard to

The papers of Boston for several 
days recently were, in great part, 
given over to reports of the doings 
of the Convention of tbe Catholio 
Total Abstinence Union of America,
This national convention, the fifth 
to be held in Boston, assembled in 
historic Faneuil Hall, and under in­
spiring circumstances, was one of 
the most successful the Union has 
ever held in any city.

Great credit is due to the officials 
of the Boston Arohdiooesan Union 
for tbe manner in which prepara­
tory details were handled, resulting 
in a smoothness in the work of the 
convention, which was commented 
upon quite freely and favorably by 
the delegates from all parts of the 
country. •

Perhaps the most striking feature 
of the convention was the presence 
in the city of tbe C. T. A. U. 
regiment—a military body of ffiye 
hundred stalwart young men, who 
attracted much attention both at 
their encampment at Castle Island, 
and on their marches through the 
city. This feature alone was a fine 
advertisement for the temperance 
cause, a fine exposition of its at­
tractiveness for young, hearty, 
vigorous lads.

Another spectacular feature of the 
convention, and one that helped 
greatly to advertise what the 
Catholio Church is doing for tbe 
young people in the way of temper­
ance, was the parade of children 
under tbe auspioes of the Holy 
Family Temperance League, and 
the great multitude of children that 
assembled at Franklin Park at the 
annual Field Day, Ang. 10.

Tbe Most Reverend Archbishop 
O’Connell, who was deeply and 
actively interested in making the 
gathering a success from the be 
ginning, preached the sermon at 
the solemn high Mass with wbioh 
the convention was opened. He 
began his sermon by cordially 
welcoming the delegates to Boston. 
Dwelling on tbe evil of drink the 
4rchbishop said it was hard to deal 
with the question of intemperance 
calmly and dispassionately. Bathe 
-showed that extremism on the 
temperance side is as misohieviotts 
as extremity (i> t^e other, He 
said that neither ex’reme.had ever 
wrought anything but mischief in 
the attempt to solve the question of 
intemperance. He continued 

“The rigorous tenets of a Puritan­
ism, which is impracticable because 
false, whatever its good intentions, 
leads always in the entj tq q radical 
laxistu which throws off all restraint 
as an intolerable burden.

“The woman, who, hatchet in 
hand attacks the bar and the ÿufiet, 
with jhp unrestrained harangues of 
a fury let loose, only succeeds in 
making herself ridiculous and in 
bringing the real question into dis­
repute,

“Two wrongs in tbe moral order 
never succeeded in making a right 
and never will. ‘No crime of in-a 
temperance will ever he remedied 
fjy a etiolation of order and justice, 
and if excess in drink is met only 
by excess and vituperation, the re 
suit ie sure to be nil.

“Tbe mao who does not realize 
that the perversity of the human 
will is the root of evil may wage 
grea1 battles but will never gain a 
moral victory. Intemperance is a 
vice, and there Is only one remedy 
for vice in a!j thq qniverse, that is 
the knowledge of God’s law and tbe 
will to observe if. And when 
everything else is saiij and done the 
Qnly power on earth that can con­
quer evil habits and transform the 
drunkard and control the use of 
liquor is the moral force of Christ's 
saving grace, enabling the mind to 
understand the gravity of its sin 
and strengthening the will to pnt 
aside everything that is a sinful 
occasion.

“Tbe Church’s divine, dootrio 
and the Church's divine sacraments 
are in this question as ip ever? other 
qtte touching human nature, the only 

ermanent key to the cause of tbe 
evil and its radical cure.”

In the course of his sermon, the 
Archbishop took occasion to pay a 
fine tribute to the Holy Family 
Temperance League, l-his he did 
jn the following words :—

"Counsel total abstinence as much, 
ae far and as often ae you can,

ly lie even in moderate drinking, 
and enjoin as yon must, upon those 
to whom drink is an occasion of 
sin, the moral necessity of ab­
staining altogether from intoxicating 
drink. Aim at the most yon can 
get, but at tbe same time be care­
ful not to place as a command and 
a precept what is only a Christian 
counsel. Denounce sin where it 
exists, but do not confound tempta­
tion with sin. Work as hard as you 
can to reclaim the drunkard, bat 
work even harder yet to prevent 
drunkenness. And in this con­
nection let me offer to your 00m- 
msndation and your imitation, tbe 
work done among the children by 
('one of your own good prieete in tbe 
’organization known as the League 

yof the Holy Family. Of all the 
methods employed to inculcate the 
virtue of temperance among onr 
people, none has my heartier ap­
proval and blessing than this, for 
it will raise up a generation of men 
and women bound by every tie of 
faith and charity to love and foster 
in the ever-growing circle of their 
influence, tbe virtue of self-denial 
which is the foundation of all virtue, 
and the hatred of that vice—in­
temperance and drunkenness, 
which is frequently the cause of 
nearly every other moral evil.”—
