'oes. It developed faster, of course, 
nd along different lines, because it 
vas called upon to pull a heavier 
oad, and to go farther in a day.

The possibilities of the motor truck 
ts an economy in time and money 
herefore, have but recently dawned 
ipon business men. Modern business 
las brought about a demand for labbr 
taring machinery, for speed In get­
ting goods from one place to another, 
ind the natural result is that the 
horse has been found wanting.
