The plucky little fellows perse­
vered, however, and After some twenty 
or thirty yards of ice had been broken 
away, the shivering victim succeeded in 
clambering out, and stood in safety on 
strong ice. T?he poor little fellow at once 
started off at full speed for home, his 
teeth- fib^Hjering like a solo on the bones.

decided the fate of the Island, The other 
London journals contain editorials of a 
similar tenor.

The Spanish loan reached its lowest 
figure this morning yet touched on the 
London stock market.

London, Nov. 16.—The Times this 
morning in a leading editorial says :—If 
the Virginias affair had occurred during 
the ascendency of the Democratic party 
Cuba would doubtless have been imme­
diately annexed. It draws a contrast 
between the conduct of the Spaniards in 
Cuba and the lenient treatment by the 
American Government of foreign blockade 
runners during the rebellion. If Eng­
land is called upon to act in eonsequenoe 
of the execution of any of her own sub­
jects there^ie no reason why she should 
not acknowledge the independence of 
Cuba, especially- if the act would check 
such outrages. It recommends the adop­
tion of that line of policy by the United 
States.

The Daily Telegraph contains an article 
similar in tone to that of the Times. 
Both journals concur in the opinion that 
Spain is powerless to enforce reparation, 
and the United States may possibly be 
compelled to interfere even though re­
luctant tordo so.

New York, Nov. 16.—Rev. Mr. Beecher 
in hie sermon to-day made a powerful 
appeal to the sympathies of the Ameri­
can people in favor of free Cuba and de­
nounced the executions at Santiago as a 
crime against humanity and civilization, 
proceeding from a cruel love of blood and 
simple ferocity. He thought, however, 
that the Government should act thought­
fully and not rashly, and if Spain cannot 
stop such abominations not only let the 

i hand of maternal justice tall upon the 
! perpetrators, but so act as to give know­
ledge and freedom to those who deserve 
liberty and the help of every honest heart 
on the globe.

The World's Washington despatch 
says an official confirmation was received 
to-night, Sunday, by the Government of 
the execution of fifty-seven more of the 
Virginias prisoners on the 12th inst. of 
whom 17 were British subjects. The 
British legation is in receipt of the same 
intelligence.

The Tribune's Washington despatch 
reports General Sherman as saying that 
it was absurd to talk of going to war on 
this Cuban question. He thought there 
was no danger cf war, and that indeed 
the United States could net go to war as 
the military force is entirely inadequate 
for our own purposes, a remark in which 
the Attorney-General concurs.

Providence, Nov. 12.—The Ossipee' is 
expected to sail from here to-uight with 
a supply of torpedoes for Cuban waters.

Havana, via Key West, Nov. 16.—The 
following account of events at Santiago 
de Cuba has been received here. On 
Friday morning 87 of the crew of the 
Virginias were brought on shore and tak- 
en to the prison. Captain Fry—a noble 
looking old man, fully a head taller than 
the rest of the crew—when he met the 
men on the wharf, saluted them all. The 
salute was returned with affection. At 
4:46 p. m., Captain Fry and the 36 men 
and officers were publicly shot, despite 
the protest of all the competent foreign 
authorities. The marines were seven 
minutes killing the wretched prisoners; 
At last the sailors marched off, and the 
troops filed past the long line of corpses. 
Then tho dead-carta were harried along 
and loaded indiscriminately with the 
mangled remains. The American Consul 
did all that could be done. The British 
Consul also made an ineffectual protest 
against the executions. It is reported-17 
of the victims were British subjects, 

Philadelphia, Nov. 16.—Seven hund­
red men are now engaged putting the 
Ajax aud Manhattan, both Monitors, and 
the sloop of war Canandaigua, in readi- ] 
ness for service.

New York, Nov. 15.—President Grant 
is represented as saying that our navy is 
not able to cope with Spam.

Paris, Nov. 15.—The report of the 
Committee on prolongation has been 
presented to the French Assembly. It 
says that to prolong MacMahon'à term 
of power to ten years would result in a 
more or less disguised dictatorship under 
the title of President of the Republic. 
France wants a settled Government, but 
it is impossible to grant President Mac- 
Mahon more than five years power. The 
report also proposes to so constitute the 
Republic that France may not become 
the prey of revolutions, aud concludes by 
appealing to the Conservatives to help to 
found the Republic now that the schemes 
of the Monarchists have failed, other­
wise the dissolution of the Assembly is 
inevitable.

Paris, Nov. 16.—The Moderate section 
of the Left has resolved to withdraw its 
amenidment on the prolongation of the 
President’s powers, and to unite with the 
Republicans.

Rome, Nov. 16.—The Italian Parlia­
ment was opened to-day by King Victor 
Emmanuel in person. In his speech 
from the throne the King said he hoped 
for a continuance of the work of internal 
organisation, amid order and safety. It 
has been shown that Rome might become 
the capital without encroaching upon the 
independence of the Pope or the exercise 
cf his spiritual functions, and his-rela­
tione to the Catholic world. We will 
reepeet bis religious sentiments and his- 
liberty, but will not permit attacks on the 
nation and its institutions. Testimonials 
of the affection of the Emperors and 
peoples of Austria and Germany Bad 
been given. The speech was enthusias­
tically received.
