LoxpoN, May 22.—A dispatch from
Buenos Ayres says 26 persons were kiiled
and 41 wounded in the recent rising at
Porto Alegre.

Turkish Excesses in Crete Continue.

Loxpox, May 22.—A correspondent at
Athens declares the raising of the siege in
Crete is merely nominal, and Turkish ex-
cesses continue.

She Could Fight.

ViENNA, May 22.—A young doctor of
this city recently offended a Croatian girl,
19 years old, and refused to apologize for
his conduct. The girl thereupon challenged
him to a duel and the pair to-day fought
in a room which had been hired for the
purpose. The girl, who was educated in
South America, and is a splendid fencer,
twice wounded the doctor, escaping her-
'self unscathed.

The Plot Against Ferdinand.

Sor1a, May 22.—At the trial of the per-
sons charged with conspiracy against the
Government, Major Panitza denied that
Russia was implicated in the plot. He as-
serted that Kissoff, formerly commandant
‘of Sofia, originated the conspiracy and in-
duced the witness to watch the movements
of Prince Ferdinand with the view of seiz-
ing him. After the conspirators gained
possession of Ferdinand they were to strive
to bring about the election of a new Prince.

Only the Beginning.

BerLIN, May 22.—Before the Budget
Committee of the Reichstag yesterday the
Minister of War, Gen. Duvernais, declared
that having once overtaken her neighbors
Germany must henceforth lead instead of
following the defensive development of
other powers. He wished it perfectly
understood that the present demand for
money for the army was only an instal-
ment. Complete detailed plans would be
later. If, however, it were possible to
effect a general disarming the Government
would welcome it.

The Strikes in Bohemia and Spain.

PiseN, May 22.—The engineers and
stokers of the pumping engines at the
mines here declined to work because the
strikers threaten their lives. All mine work
is stopped. The seven strikers wounded in
collision with the troops Tuesday have died,
swelling the number of victims to 12.

BiLeoA, Spain, May 22.—The miners
have obtained a concession of eight hours
from November to March, nine hours during
March, September and October, and ten
hours from May to August. They have also
secured the abolition of the truck system.

East Africa.

Loxpox, May 22.—The Post reasserts
that the agreement between Cardinal
Laugerie and the German East African
Company is in existence, although perhaps
it has not been reduced to writing. The
paper says the Cardinal has written to the
President of the Brussels Conference, urg-
ing the claims of his mission in Uganda to
exclusive recognition on the gronnd that
Uganda is outside of British influence. The
Post also says the Cardinal has made an
anti-British compact with Portugal, and the
Portuguese Government is reported to have
paid him £20,000 down, with a subsidy of
£800 annually, to establish a mission at
Mpondo, at the south end of Lake Nyassa.

0ld World Wirelets.

The Reichstag has adjourned until June 9.

Dispatches from Acheen say the Dutch
lost three killed and fourteen wounded in
a futile attempt to recover a position from
which they had been driven by the natives.
The latter lost fourteen killed.

A Fireman Killed — A Circus Train
Wrecked.

Coox Raripg, Ta., May 22.—A head-end
collision occurred last evening on the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railway
one mile east of Dedham, between the flyer
and a worktrain. The engines were dam-
aged, the baggage car wrecked and five
flat cars derailed. Fireman H. C. Davis, of
the work train, was killed, and Baggageman
C. H. White had his ankle broken.

ROBBINS’ CIRCUS WRECKED.

Nasuva, N. H., May22.—At 3 am.
Robbins’ circus train,-en route to Epping,
where it was to show to-day, was wrecked
near the junction of the Nashua and
Rochester and fBoston and Lowell roads.
One car full of carriages jumped the track,
and the rest of the train piled up in a total
wreck. The loss to Robbins will be heavy.

THE ENGINEER WAS KILLED.

Avrooxa, Pa., May 21.—A freight wreck
at Elizabeth Furnace, three miles east of
here, last night resulted in the demolish-
ment of seventeen cars, an engine and
many head of cattle. Engineer William
Boyd, of Harrisburg, - instantly killed.
Brakemen Hauser and Olemine and Fire-
man Baker, all of Huaivisburg, had narrow
escapes from death, but sustained serious
although not necessarily fatal injuries.
The accident was caused by the east-bound
train crashing into the west-bound freight
as the latter was crossing the switch from
cne track to another.

The suit of Actors Arthur Lottoand Jean
Williams against Fanny Davenport for $10,-
000 for alleged libel was begun at Minne-
apolis on Wednesday.

Geo. ' W. Roberts, who for many vears
has been the bookkeeper and confidential
manager of the Smith & Griggs Manufactur-
ing Company at Waterbury, Ct., has been
arrested for embezzlement. His embezzle-
ment is said to be about $10,000.

The Grand Lodge of the Ancient Order of
United Workmen of Iowa began its annual
session in Council Bluffs Tuesday. The re-
port of the grand recorder shows a member-
ship of 8,000 in the State. This is the
rebel grand lodge which seceded from the
national order in 1881.

Robert Teamon, colored, reporter of the
Boston Globe, was unanimously elected a
member of the Boston Press Club Tuesday.
He is probably the first colored man ever
elected to an incorporated white man’s club
in Boston.

WORK AND WAGES.

ToroxT0, May 22.—Fifteen journeymen
and apprentices employed by Allport &
Pearsall, manufacturing jewelers, went on
strike yesterday because of an alleged
order from the heads of the firm that em-
ployes may not speak to each other during
working hours, under pain of dismissal.

New York, May 21.—The Government
has signed the bill providing for weekly
payment of wages by corporations.

Paxa, Ill,, May 22.—When the non-
union men left Penwell’s shaft last evening
a number of them were set upon by the
strikers and beaten. The owners of the
mine were summoned, and on arriving were
stoned by the strikers. The situation was
critical for a time, as some of the special
officers drew revolvers, and only refrained
from firing at the solicitation of the mine
owners.

RoME, May —At Conselice yesterday
a mob of 500 women and 200 navvies who
had gone on a strike tried to force an en-
trance into the town hall, shouting “We are
starving.” The crowd stoned the troops
who were guarding the municipal building,
and the latter were compelled to use their
firearms. Several persors were killed and
a number were wounded.

Passed by the U. S. House of
Representatives.

Clese Voting on the Amendmonts—
! of E: t — Trouble
Ahead—The Bill Now Goes

] to the Semate.

WasnINoyOoN, May 22.—In the House
yesterday Mr. Baker, of New York, offex:ed
an amendment to the Tarift Bill providing
that all articles on importation into the
United States, whether embraced in the
free list or otherwise, shall be subject to
and pay no less rate of duty than is or may
be imposed by the country of export on like
articles exported into the United States.
The Tariff Bill was reported to the House
at noon by the Committee of the Whole.
The previous question on the engropsment
and third reading of the Tariff Bill and
amendments was ordered by a vote of 161
yeas to 143 nays. Coleman, of Louisiana,
and Featherstone, of Arkansas, were the
only Republicans voting in the negative.
Adams, of Illinois, and Butterworth re-
frained from voting. :

Tha House then considered the amend-
ments agreed to in Committee of the Whole.
The first amendment upon which a separate
veie was demanded was that of changing
the phraseology of the tin plate clause and
it was adopted by 150 yeas to 149 nays. A
committee amendment, to restore jute
yarns from 30 per cent. (as in the bill) to
35 per cent. (the present), was rejected by
144 nays to 143 yeas. The effect is to re-
duce the duty 5 per cent. by taking ad-
vantage of a point in the bill, and is the
first Democratic victory so far.

The Tariff Bill was passed in the House
by a strict party vote, with the exception
of Mr. Coleman, of Louisiana, who voted
with the Democrats in the negative. Mr.
Butterworth voted aye.

SCENES OF EXCITEMENT.

It is very rare that such scenes of excite-
ment and disorder are presented in any

reliminary body as were presented on the
goor of the House all morning. Hundreds
of pending amendments failed for want of
consideration, when at noon Chairman Mec-
Kinlev demanded the previous question on
the Tariff Bill, and the final question was
presented. For full fifteen minutes
nearly every member stood upon his
feet and yelled promiscuously all
sorts of propositions and denunciations,
without regard to the will of the
Speaker and without any attention to the
gavel. 1t was a scene that would have
put Bedlam to blush. Both sides were
equally responsible. It was only when
MecKinley called for the yeas and nays and
the roll call began that one could even
collect his thoughts. The roll call soon de-
veloped that every man stood solidly with
his party, and that the inevitable will of
the Committes on Ways and Means could
by no hook or crook be defeated or longer
delayed; the amendments acted upon were
doomed to fail, to be lopped off, as the
horticulturist would prune a tree, and the
bill passed as it stood.

MUSIC AHEAD.

Burraro, May 22.—A Washington dis-
patch says: ‘“There is going to be a lively
time yet over the tariff. For many years a
jealousy has existed between the Senate and
House. The former is unwilling for the
latter to have the credit of formulating a
tariff bill, and intends to substitute the
McKinley bill with either an entirely
new measure, but in general terms re-
sembling the House measure, or the bill
prepared by the Senate during the cam-
paign of 1888, amending it somewhat.
The Conference Committee will, under
the circumstances, have much to do with
formulating the bill which wili become a
law. The Senate, it is believed, will leave
about half or two-thirds of the present
duty on sugar. Very few Republicans in
the Senate are reported to be in favor of a
complete abolition of the sugar duty; first,
because they do not believe the revenue
will warrant such a reduction, and, second-
ly, because they think the beet sugor in-
dustry should be encouraged by a duty in-
stead of a bounty. The bounty is not
popular in the Senate.”

DOWN BY THE SEA!

A Liberal Tidal Wave Sweeps
Nova Scotia.

Complete Route of the Conservatives
—The Reformers Carry 28
Out of 38 Seats.

Halifax Wiid With Excitement—''The
Grits Are on the Run.”

HaLFAX, May 21.—The Liberals of
Nova Scotia to-day achieved one of the
grandest victories inits history. Out of a
House of 38 seats the Liberals have carried
at least 28. The metropolitan constituency
of Halifax city and county has returned
Premier Fielding, Hon. Speaker Power and
Wm. Roche by about 800 majority. Mr.
Fielding will have about 1,000 majority.
The defeated Tory candidates in Halifax
are: H. MecD. Henry (son of the late
Judge Henry), Patrick O’Mullin and J. J.
Stewart, editor of the Halifax Herdld.

Yarmouth gives Gayton and Law, Lib-
erals, an immense majority, they beating
their opponents nearly 2 to 1.

Antagonish gives Hon. Mr. MecGillivray
and Mr. Mclsaac, Liberals, 500 majority.

Annapolis surprised everybody by giving
the largest Liberal majority in its history,
returning Attorney-General Longley and his
colleague, Mr. Chute.

Cape Breton was redeemed by the Lib-
erals, carrying the county for McPhergon
and McDonald by 600, defeating the leader
of the Opposition, Dr. McKay.

Cumberland returns two Tories.

Digby, in which there were four Liberals
and two Tories running, elected the two
Government candidates by 500 majority.

Guysboro’, which is one of the safest
counties for the Liberals in the lrovince in
a straight fight, went to the Tories by a
small majority through the Liberals having
three candidates in the field and making a
three-cornered fight.

Hants returns one Tory, and probably a
second by a small majority.

Inverness returns Hon. D. McNeil, a

member of the Government, and McKinnon,
his colleague, by a large majority.
King’s give one of each party.

In Lunenburg the Commessioner of

Works and Mines and S. Perry, his col-
league, carried the county.
Pictou, that old Tory stronghold, returns

McGregor, Liberal, at the head of the

poll, and two Tories are probably elected
there.

Queen’s gives two Liberals and Rich-
mond two.

LITTLE HELEN KELLER,
Though Blind and Dcaf, Learning to
Use the Spoken Language,

* Bostoyn, May 2].—About two weeks ago
an account was published of a remarkable
child, Helen Keller, who came from Ala-
bama and was placed in the South Boston
Blind Asylam. She was blind, deaf and
dumb, presenting the same obstacles ta
teaching that Laura Bridgeman did. This
child showed a remarkable desire to learn,
and in the first year she had gained a
vocabulary of 1,800 words. Two years
before that she knew absolutely nothing of
language. Her efforts to learn showed that
she had within her a tremendous in-
tellectual force, that must either find an
outlet or make a wreck of the child. The
child was weli formed, physically pretty
and pleasing in her manners to an unusual
degree, and she aroused an unusual interest
among philanthropists. At the end of her
second year in school her vocabulary had
increased to 3,000 words. Now comes a
still more remarkable development. About
four weeks ago the child was placed in the
care of Miss I'uller, of the Horace Mann
School, and since then she has acquired the
power to express herself in spoken words
which are perfectly intelligible to every-
one. The wonderful progress made by the
child within two years after she had first
been placed in the South Boston Asylum is
illustrated by her ability to write. After
the words became familiar to her she be-
gan to use them in her writing, as shown in
this little composition which she wrote dur-
ing her visit to Boston:

“This morning teacher and I sat by the
window and we saw a little boy walking on
the sidewalk. It was raining very hard
and he had a very large umbrella to keep
off the rain drops. I do not know how cld
he was, but think he may have been 6 years
old. Perhaps his name was Joe. I do not
know where he was going, because he was
a strange little boy. But perhaps his
mother sent him to a store to buy something
for dinner. He had a bag in one hand. I
suppose he was going to take it to his
mother.”
