GOT RICH MINES
BY BIG COMBINE

Experts Tell of the Enormous
Properties Taken Over by
Steel Trust.

New York, Aug. 1.—That the ore and
coal holdings acquired by the United
States Steel Corporation in the ab-
sorption of the Tennrssee Coal and
Iron Company in 1997 have a valua-
tion of $200,000,000 was estimated from
figures on the mineral holdings of the
Tennessee company given today to the
house of representitives committee on
inquiry inty the steel corporation by
expert engineers.

In acquiring the Tennessee Company
the United States Steel Corporation
exchanged 5 per cent second bonds
valued at $£29,000,000, the transaction
having been brought about to prevent
the collapse of the New York broker-
age firm of Moore & Schley because
of excessive loans with Tennessee
Coal and Iron stock as collateral.

Seeks to Show Real Motive.

Since the beginning of the inquiry
into the deal, Representative Stanley
and other members of the house com-
mittee, have sought to develop evi-
dence tending to prove charges that
the impending panic and danger to
Moore & 8Schley was not the prime
motive for the merger, but that it was
a desire on the part of the steel cor-
roration to acauire the Tennessee
company and the vast mineral de-
posits of the Birmingham district. In
furtherance of that idea, notwith-
stunding the determined declarations
of witness after witness who partici-
pated in the exchange that the sug-
gestion of conspiracy was preposter-
ous, the committee heard today the
testimony of C. P. Perrin, Walter
Moore ana W. M. Given, expert en-
gineers who appraised the deposits of
the Birmingham field in 1904,

These men declared that the ore de-
posits of that region, and their prox-
imity to coal deposits estimated at
nearly 2,000,000 tons, make that ter-
ritory almoest unparalleled from an ore
producing standpoint. Ore royalties of
35 cents a ton on more than 400,000,-
000 tons in that region acquired by the
steel corporation from the Tennessee
company and coal deporits aggregating
more than 1,600,000,000 tons were |

TEN ASYLUMS WITH

Hamilton lr:stitution Largest of
Its Kind in Ontario.
LONDON IS NEXT IN SIZE

Some Figures About the Others—None
Built Upon Fireproof Plans.

Toronto, Aug. 1.—The Hamilton Asy-
lum for the Insane was completed and
first occupied In 1877, being originally,
intended as an inebriate asylum. It
was from the beginning, however,
adapted to general purposes of an in-
sanity hospital and asylum. The maln
building Is a large red brick structure,
with a corridor running through the,
centre, dividing the building into twe,
wings, one used for men, the other for
women. An addition has been built,
to the men's wing since 1877—practi=
cally a separate “cottage.” A number
of such cottages have been subse=
quently erected on the grounds, on
the principle adopted at Mimico.

The Hamilton asylum is the largest.
in the Province, having an insang
population of 1,231 in June of this year.
The attendants In direct attendanc®,
upon the insane are calculated at the,
ratio of one to eleven. In the Unlteﬂ.
States one to seven or eight is the;
rule. Hamilton has 175 employees al-
together, including farmers and gar-,
deners for the large grounds culti-
vated, and mechanics. The medical
staff includes three doctors, an assist-,
and superintendent, and superintend:
ent, Dr. Walter Murray English. Dr,
James Russell, one of the acknowle.
edged leading scholars and mental,
allenists of America, was the first
superintendent, retiring after 25 years,,
when Dr. English came from London,
to take charge, s

ABBATEMAGGIO SCARED

8elf Preservation Caused Him to Ex-
pose the Camorrists.

Viterbo, Italy, Aug 2 — Marshal
Capizzuti, of the carabincers of Naples
who obtained the confession of Genar-
16 Abbatemagglo, was Interrogated
today at the trial of the Camorrists
for the murder of Gennaro Cuoccolo
and his wife. Capizzuti and Marshal
I'arris were the right-hand men of
Captain Fabroni, who conducted the
detective work in building up the case
against the Camorrists,

Capizzut! is a large, powerful man.
His testimony did not produce the
effect that had been expected by the
court for President Bianchi did not
permit him to give his own description
of the Camorra which the witness evl-
dently had prepared The president
sald that by this time the judges and
Jury had had enough ot such descrip-
tions

Accordingly Capizzut! contined him-
self to particulars of the Cuoccolo
crime, and of hls association with Ab-
butemmagio. He said that he had
known the informer as a criminal in
the past, and belleved that he had
been Implicated in the murders, this
suspicion being made gtronger by the
fact that he suddenly disappeared
Later he found Abbatemagglo In pris-
on. He cited the familiar story  of
Abbatemagglo’'s revelations, Caplzzuti
expressed the opinion that the fnform-
er was moved to confess not because
of a change of heart, but by an lm-
pulse of self-preservation.

lums are built upon the fireproof plan
of construction, most of them being
erected hefore steel buildings became
common. Kingston asylum, belng of
stone, is an exception to the red brick
buildings which have become the type
of Ontario’s lunatic asylums, as is the
insane hospital at Penetang, once a
reformatory.

The interior of the Hamilton build-
ing was arranged, for the most part
in small rooms, the staff offices occu-
pyving the front of the ground floor. The
top floor was reserved for bedrooms
for the attendants.

A few wards were maintained for
senile casex, though as a general rule
insane patlents cannot be put together
into large dormitories.

The sexes in the Provincial azylums
run about even, there being 603 men
and 628 women at the Hamilton asy-
lum at the time of the fire. The men's
wing was to the left of the corridor
as one entered the main door. Being
set close to the edge of Hamilton
Mountaln, the elevation gives & more
than ordinary draft of ailr, which no
doubt added to the difficulty of fight-
ing the fire.
