JOHN D. GIVES UP AGAIN

This Time Promises $10,000,000 to
Higher Education.

New York, June 30.—Ten million dol-
lars as an endowment for higher ¢d-
ucation in the United States has been
given the general education board Ly
John D. Rockefeller. The announce-
ment was made by Dr. Wallace
trick, of the board, at a meeting to-
day. The following letter to the Sec-
retaries and executive officers of the
board, from F. T. Gates, Mr. Rocke-
fel.er's representative, was given out:
New York, June 30, 1905.

So far as naval annals reveal it is
default to knowing the temperament.
The racial acceptance of the destiny
of the Russians to believe that mu-
t nies could occur aboard their ships
of war. They have played out in
France, notably in Great Britain and
to a degree even with Americans and
Germans.  The proscriptive right of
the seaman to growl is acknowlodged,
and unless it becomes offensive the
tendency is to pass it by.
