(Special to the CbLONiar.) By the Canadian Pacific steamship, 
Empress of Japan, which arrived yester­
day morning, late advices from China and 
Japan were received. Following is a 
biief summary of important news of the 
Orient : g

The community of Tientsin has been 
plunged ihtd sorrow over the death of 
the wife of Viceroy Li Hung-Chang, a 
woman who is known the length and 
breadth of the Empire as Lady Li, and 
who was one of the two moat remarkable 
women of the East, tjae other one being 
no less a personage than the Empress 
herself. Between Lady Li and the 
Empress, it is said, all the legislation 
which has within the past few years im­
proved the condition of Chinese women, 
has been secured. The flags at the 
various consulates in Tientsin and on the 
steamers in the river were put at half- 
mast, aa a mark of respect to., the 
deceased, and the Consular body have 
addressed a letter of condolence to Hie 
Excel'ency in his bereavement.

Information has been received that the 
Yellow River has again overflowed its 
banks but the full extent.of the loss 
tained has not been as yet ascertained. 
A number of villages have been carried 
away and a great many lives lost.

It is stated, says the Hyogo News, 
that the Japanese government have de­
cided to put Portuguese subjects in that 
country under Japanese laws, before 
long, owing to the withdrawal of the 
Consul-General pnd Charge d’Afiairs, and 
the rejection of the request of the Jap­
anese government for the appointment of 
a proper consul instead of an honorary 
one.

chairman proposed the initial toast, “Her 
Majesty, the Queen,” which wee drank 
with “God bless her,” while all joined in 
singing “God Save the Queen.”

Mr. B. Crowe Baker proposed “The Preei- 
He was pleased to see present the 

representative of the United States, Mr. 
Myers, who would respond. If there wpa 
one toast on the programme which 
more than another, next to that to the 
Queen, should be heartily, drunk, it wee 
this, to the elected president of sixty mil­
lions of people. (Applause. )

In replying, Consul Myers thanked the 
proposer for hie kindly sentiment as 
expressed in his speech, 
like patriotism, was the same the world 
over, and he could appreciate the senti­
ment of Canadians in the same way as they 
had expressed their appreciation of the 
President and people of the United States. 
(Apple ust). He referred in humorous 
language to the fact that the President 
was away at the present time fishing at 
Loon Lake, and, recalling the fact that the 
letter accepting the Republican nomination 
had not yet been written, said he was 
afraid the fishing wopld be somewhat in­
terfered with. (Laughter). Reverting to 
the more immediate matter of the banquet, 
he raid it had a bnsinesa aa well as 
a social aide. In his capacity as the 
representative of the United States—though 
living in Victoria—he would be always glad 
and pleased to see any movement advancing 
that would have for its object, as the Canada 
Western would have, the pushing forward 
of the beat interests of Victoria and of the 
province. (Applause.)

Mr. Blackman proposed “ the Provincial 
and Dominion Governments.” He said that 
while he felt proud of Chicago aa a city of 
wonders, he would remind those present 
that there were many other marveUone 
things, the deedse of the great men 
of the country of which he was proud 
(Applause.) Bat, notwithstanding this, he 
was not surprised to find the same spirit in 
British Columbia, when he found what 
had been done by the Dominion and 
Provincial Governments. In the starting of 
the Esquimalt and Nanaimo road, a great 
deal had been done. It started as a local 
line, it waa tree, bat in conception it was a 
great transcontinental route through Cana­
dian territory. (Applause). He was here 
to recognize that the Provincial Govern­
ment had done wisely and well, and merited 
an uogrndged honor therefrom. (Ap­
plause). He proposed the toast in the 
spirit of prophecy, as ..to what the province 
would be in the future. (Applause).

When Hon. Theodore Davie rose to re­
ply, he was received with applause. He 
raid he felt hurt—hie vanity was wounded 
—he would have to descend from flights of 
imagery, and come down to solid facte, 
where he was afraid he would not 
not succeed so well as those who had pre­
ceded him. Canada waa small, her popu­
lation Waa small, bnt a nation was being 
built np which would some day be, perhaps, 
a rival of the great nation to the eon h. He 
reviewed the history of the legislation, 
which had, four years ago, been obtained' 
for the purpose of bnilding another trans­
continental line. Many people at that 

the project was one that 
confusion to tho promoters. 

But others did believe that the promoters 
were not very far ont in their calculations, 
and were convinced that the pro­
ject would some day be made an 
accomplished fact. (Applause). There were 
at present some five transcontinental rail­
ways in the United States, whereas there 
was only one transcontinental road in 
Canada. As a matter of fact, great as was 
the United States in area, Canada was 
greater. (Applause.) Canada was a very 
long way from being a.seotion of the North 
Pole, aa tome supposed. It took in, for 
instance, the Peace River country, which 
those who knew what they were talking

Mr. D. Griffiths, of Wild Horae Creek, 
East Kootenay, ie just down from the north 
country. To a Colonist reporter he, last 
evening, opened up a budget of news re 
garding that section.

“I have been,” raid he, “spending the 
entire summer on Wild Horse creek, where 
I have been running my claim, the Grif­
fiths. Things on the creek are looking very 
favorable. Atwood and Hammond are 
sinking a shaft on the creek some three 
miles shove my claim. Thty are down 
about 25 feet in good ground, and were 
working about eleven men when I left.

“A Chinese company has three claims 
ilongside of my property, which are 
doing very welL They will average 
about *1,000 per man for the season. 
In all, there have been 125 men at work on 
the creek this summer. A number of new 
prospectors have oome in, and the result is 
that the country has been more thoroughly 
prospected this season than for a great 
many years.

“The country runs to placer, though some 
very good quarts has been found. In July 
a claim was located on Woolf Creek which 
assayed *100 silver, *12 in gold and 25 per 
cent copper. This was bonded for *20,000 
at once to Atwood A Hammond, and there 
are some 11 men now working on the claim.

“At Perry Creek some Chinamen are 
working the diggings and making a good 
thing of it.

“ There is a remor carrent to the effect 
that the Monta Cento tunnel will be started 
again this fall bnt I could not learn the 
truth of the report :

“ On the Maja river et what ie known as 
Palmer’s Bar. some 22 miles from Wild 
Horse, Capt. Tatlow of Vancouver, ie doing 
some work. There they have the old chan­
nel of the Maja river, which was deflected 
from it’s source. The bed of the river is 
liable to be very rich,

“ At the falls there are three men driv­
ing a tunnel in what looks like good ground.

“ At Weaver Creek, some 14 mites from 
the Maja, seven men are sinking a shaft for 
a Seattle company. From all accounts they 
will open np a fine property.

The general outlook has never been bet, 
ter, and all who have property inti) 
tion are feeling encouraged. We 
heard of the new cyanide of potassium pro­
cess, and are waiting to see how it will 
work on some of our refractory ores. If it 
is a success it will be a good thing for the 
country. The reporte from the other sec­
tions are all that could be naked, and min­
ing men, aa a class, are feeling very well 
satisfied. I came down m connection with 
the sale of my claim to Griffiths, and will 
remain here until that matter is concluded 
in some way.
