How @ Chinese Interpreter En-
deavored to Victimize the
Chinese Here.

Has Been Arrested in Spokané
—Accused of Imperson-
ating Officials. ,

About five weeks ago, with the flotsam
of travel which passed through Victoria,
came Arthur L. Spencer, a Chinese in-
terpreter, from Saun Francisco. His vis-
it was not for his health. A prominent
Chinese resident yesterday etated . that
while here Spencer made a proposition to
a number of Chinese, offering to get
them across the 49th parallel into the
United States, on the payment of $75.
Fifty dollars down was to be paid, or it
they had not the funds, $5 wonld do. Af-
ter the advance was made, Spencer saig
he would go across the line and send back
the certificates with which they could ger
into the United States.. As far as could
be learned, his visit here was an unpro-
fitable one, for on being approached, the
Chinese asked. the advice of a local Chi-
nese interpreter, and acting on his ad-
vice, they had no money for Spenecer.
The visiting interpreter came here at the
beginning of December and stayed at the
Dominion. While there he made his pro-
position to one of the Chinese employees,
to get him and friends into the United
States on the payment of $75, but the
Chinaman did not come in.

I'rom here Spencer went to Seattle, and
u couple of days later, aften two days’
courtship, married Mrs. F. King, a dress-
maker of that city, notwithstanding that
he is said to have another wife at San |
Erancxsco. After marrying her, accord-
ing to an interview given by the lady to
a Seattle paper, he at once importuned
her for money, having married her on
the belief that she was wealthy. Failing
to get money from hig bride, he left her
and came here again, but still there were
no Chinese anxious to come into his pro-
position to get them over the line, and he
went on.

He did Seattle’s Chinatown, and then
passed on to Spokane, where he was ar-
rested on Wednesday, charged with im-
personating a United States official. He
was preparing to seek new pastures when
arrested in company with Maud Markley,
a wayward girl from Montana, who is
helgl as a witness against him. At Se-
attle, Spencer 'posed as an interpreteg for
1}19 enumeration of the populatiofi of
Chinatown, and, according to Chinese
there, he collected several hundred dol-
lars, although the Chinese refuse to say
why it was given him.

According_ to a despatch from Spokane,
Spencer defies the authorities to convict
him of any criminal charge. He denies
impersonating a governmental official,
)‘1‘.“ says he is acting as an agent for the
Six Companies of San Franciseo in tak-
m%a census of the Chinese on this coast.
. Despatches from the San Francisco po-
hge authorities say that Spencer, who is
42 years of age, the son of a Portuguese
father and Chinese mother, has served
three terms in the prisons of that state
for the following crimes: August 3,
1889, convicted at San Francisco of for-
gery and sentenced to five years in Fol-
som; May b, 1895, convicted at San Jose
of perjury and sentenced to three years

Chinese
Immigrants

Additional Troubles Which the
New Year Brought for
: Them.

Besides the Educational Test
There Is an Increased
Head Tax.

These are uneasy times for those in-

terested in the immigration of coolie
terested in the importation of coolie
labor. There is no telling what the
result will be of the attempt to enforce
the British Columbia Immigration Act,
which provides for an educational test.
Certain it is not one in a hundred of the
Chinese and Japanese coming here will
be able to comply with the provisions of
the act. The two Northern Pacific
steamers due this week aré not bringing
passengers, but the C. P. R. liner due on
Tuesday next has a large number. 8o,
far the agents of the company have not
received any instruction as to how they
are to act, but it is presumed that a test
case .wﬂl pe arranged for, to secure a
judicial opinion a® to the act.

There is still another trouble for the
Chinese to face. Yesterday the new act
of the Dominion government increasing
the head tax on Chinese to $100 went
into force. There is no way of evading
this—the amount must be paid—but, hav-
ing paid the Dominion government $100
for the privilege of entering Canada, can
they be prevented from landing in Brit-
ish Columbia?

The Chinese merchants of the city are
agitating against the fumigation at the
quarantine station on incoming steamers
from the Orient of their consignments of
Chinese bulbs, Chinese vegetables and
other goods imported by them, such as
eggs packed in soil, ete.,, which in the
opinion of the quarantine officials may
carry plague germs, and therefore have
to wundergo fumigation. The Chinese

| complain that the bulbs, vegetables, eggs

and other Chinese eatables which they
import by the steamers from China are
injared by the process of fumigation;
while, on the other hand, the quarantine
doctor says that the process does not
injure the merchandise. - The Chinese
have consulted a Jlocal lawyer in the
matter and will probably forward a peti-
tion to Ottawa ‘complaining of the fumi-
gation of their goods.

New Year’s Morning Affair in Germania
Saloon Being Ventilated.

There are two charges arising out of
‘the. oceurrence. Thomas Netis, a Greek
fisherman, is charged by William Thiem-
son, proprietor, with robbery and threats
of vielence, the amount alleged to - be
stolen being $30. On the other hand.
Netis has sworn to an information,
charging Thiemson +with stealing $80
from his pocket, otherwise rolling him
when he wis asleep.. Only one side ot
the case was heard yesterday, Thiemson
giving his evidence. FHe said that Netis
was in and out ‘of the saloon 3111 night.
and that he had been drinking in a back
room with a woman. About 8 in the
morning he came out of the room and.
walking behind the bar, picked® wp 2
hammer and demanded that ’phlemson,
return his money, which he claimed had
been stolen. Being afraid, Thiemson
went to the safe, and drawing out the
money drawer, exhibited three $10 bills.
which, he remarked, was all he had. Net's
took the bills, but was not yet satisfied,
saying that he had had $80 stolen from
him, and that he ‘wanted it all back. The
saloon-keeper called one of the men in
the saloon to go for a policeman. Netis
waited for the officer, and when he ar-
rived -laid the three $10 bills on the bar.
and $27, which he took from his jpocket
and asked that Thiemson be compelled
to return the balance of which he alleged
he had lost. On the other hand, iem-
son charged Netis with robbery with vio-
tence. The fisherman was taken into
custody and was yesterday refused bail.
while the saloon-keeper was allowed out
sn bail, the magistrate saying that it
looked verv much as though the charge
against’' Thiemson had been made in re-
taliation.

After the arrest, an officer went
through' the saloon, and finding the wo-
man who had been with Netis. sleeping
in a ‘back room, took her in charge, as %'
neceggary witness.

THE POUND OF FLESH.

How the Northern Miner Contributes to
Profits of Trading Companies,

the way through Alaska contribute much
of their earnings to the companies with
whom they have to deal, for the reason
that they cannot get supplies elsewhere,
without taking them north themselves,
says Mr. Branderbury, who arrived from
the Copper River country a few days
ago on the ship Mermaid. Giving an in-
stance of what a large percentage of
profit the American companies operating
in the North require, he says that on a

check drawn by the United States gov-
ernment which he received while north
for $456.23, the company who exchanged
it for him at Valdez charged him 1215
per cent., and then'paid him in Canadian
money.

payment in the Canadian bills he had
just received from them. They refused
to accept these bills without 8 per cent.
being paid for exchange,

Mr. Branderbury brought out with him
some gold from the placers found on
Chestachina creek, in the Copper River
conntry. He says the country is rich,
and he will go in - again about  three
weeks hence. The mines are well up the
Chestachina, about 275 miles from
Valdes. . The Mulligan claim, in which
he has ;n ;xiterest,'}lg: secured a town‘-:
site at the mines, a _abou
125 people invthe distrfgti' ﬁmgﬂty
having come out to Valdes for the win-
ter. There were about 600 at Valdes.
On Miller Guleh the claims were yield-
ing from 40 to 62 cents to the pan.
Capt. Abercrombie had offered $20,000
for one claim ‘there. <

Quite a number of drownings had
occurred in the Copper River country,
and many men were lost, says the re-
turned miner. He saved the lives of
two who had a narrow escape while at
Valdes some months ago. The party,
which was crossing Valdes harbor in a
small boat, included More, McLachlan
and McFarlane. More was drowned,
but Mr., Branderbury saved the other
two with his sloop. Of this party
headed by the drowned Mr. More, which
totalled seven, two were drowned, one
accidentally shot, and one died from
natural causes. Of the H. 8. Smith
party, two were drowned in the interior,
one in the Klutina and another at the
head of the Copper river. Within the
month prior to his leaving, though, no
fatalities were reported. The worst
tragedy was that which occurred many
months ago, when E. Logan and a party
of eight were lost. Loganswas found to
have been frozen on the Glacier, but no
word was heard of the others. A Chi-
cago party of three who went up the
Klutina were also lost.

Mr. Branderbury says that not only
is the Copper River country rich in
gold, but there are large deposits of cop-
per. He says the whole district is 2
most promising one.

IN MEMORIAM,

There has lately passed _into eterngﬂ
rest, a gentleman, disti.ngulshed for his
jearning and brilliant intellectual gifts,
as well as for his fine conversational
powers and genial, cheerful temperament.
We refer to the late William H. Oliver,
Esq., who . came to Viptoria.m 1'858.
when a young man, bring}ng with him a
fortune, inherited from his gmm.ltather,
the late the Hon. Fluvius B. Oliver, of
Baltimore, Me. With this, he entered
business life here, and after a few suc-
cessful years, he retired, invested his
fortune ‘in real estate in Vietaria, and
thus identified himself with a place tha
he implicitly believed had a brilliant fu-
ture for it. 0 !

He delighted in giving little supper par
ties to his choice friends, and an occa-

lsional evening party, to which all of his

large circle of friends were invited. It
was his intention to build a home here,
and he even wemnt so far as to have the
plans drawn and specifications made out,
when the sudden death of his idolized
mother prevented the realization of his
dream. He left Victoria in 1884, spend-
ing a part of each year therez}tter in Vie-
toria, until 1892, since which time he
bad not visited here, owing, we believe,
to ill-health. i

He had a large circle of musical and
literary friends in San Francisco, and to-
gether with his sister, gave nnmerous en-
tertainments.

For some years pag he had lived the
life of a recluse, spending the greater por-
tion of bis time in his library, among his
beoks, engaged in literary work. He was
greatly interested in psychical research.
and the study of occult sciences; and al-
theugh invited to join the California
Psychical Society, preferred to pursue his
researches into the regions of the un-
known alone.

Mr. Oliver had written three works up-
on these subjects, and was engaged upon
a fourth, when his pen was suddenly ar-
rested by that arch-enemy of mankind.
Death. It was his intention to publish
them this winter, and we believe that he
has left this labor of love in able hands,
Ag they were intended for the benefit of
humanity—the writer being a firm be-
liever in the “Fatherhood of God and the
Brotherhood of Man”’—they will be look-
ed for with interest by the literary world.

Mr. Oliver was abfe to trace his line-
age in a direct line—on his grandfather’s
side—to William the Conqueror. He was
a native of Newporte City, being the on-
ly son of the lute James H. Oliver, Esq.,
and Isabella Mollineux Pugsley, of that
city. He was also a cousin of the Hon.
William Pugsley, attorney-general of
New Brunswick, and purposed visiting
bis relatives in St. John last year.

More Wrecks

Reported

Another Vessel Has Been Sight-
ed Bottom Upwards off
the Coast.

Ship Andrada Missing — The
Dirigo Collides With an
Iceberg.

The tale of disaster as a result of the
recent heavy gales continues to grow.

Another wreck, in which many lives
seem to have been lost, is reported by
Capt. Johnson of the schooner W.F.
Jewett, which arrived at San Francisco
from Astoria on Wednesday. Capt.
Johnson reports that on December 21,
when southwest of Cape Mendocino, he
sighted an unknown vessel, bottom up.
It was about 150 feet in length, and
stood 10 feet out of water, This is
another vessel besides the upturned
schooner regorted by the master of the
schooner acramento, which was a
schooner of 50 or 60 tons, and which has
since been identified, as told in these
columns ~yesterday, as the schooner
Joseph and Henry. X

Another wreck  is reported -by the
Chilian bark Temuco, which has arrived
on the Sound from San Francisco. This
vessel reports having passed a wrecked
ship near the Vancouver Island shores
while en route to thé Sound. Shipping
men of San Franciscg, according to a
despatch from there, lieve the vessel
sighted by the Chilian Sghooner to be the
British ship Andrada, ich arrived off
the mouth of the Columbia river 24 days
ago from Santa Rosalia, and, after tak-
ing a pilot on board, was blown to sea
by the recent gales, and has not been
seen since. Fears are expressed on the
Columbia that she has been lost with all
on board. A similar fate happened the
ship Cadzow Forest five years ago. She
arrived off the"Columbia, and, after tak-
ing a-pilot on board, swas blown out to
sea. She was never heard of again.
The revenue cutter Perry has been sent
from Astoria to search for the Andrada.

Other overdues for which much anti-
cipation is held are the Castle Rock,
from Hongkong for Victoria, and tht
Rathdown, for Portland from Yoko-
hama. The latter is now out 93 days,
and very little hope is held for her. The
Castle Rock is out 70 days from Hong-
kong for this port, and re-insurance is
quoted at 20 per cent. on her.

The British ship Pengwern is fully
due from Liverpool. She is now out 132
days, which is a long passage. She is
looked for daily. The Pengwern is
bringing a full cargo of general mer-
chandise for Victoria and Vancouver

It was dark when the accident
occurred, and the Digigo was going
under a full head of steam, when, about
twenty miles south of ° the Treadwell
mines, where the tug Lorne was lying
awaiting her tow, she crushed into the
iceberg. The steamer continued on to
Juneau, where she was temporarily re-
paired, and was to sail on December 29

for Sitka and the south.
