Privy Council Is Prompt.

*The Privy Council does not keep you
waliting for its decision,” said Mr. Mac-
‘Lean, It usually gives judgment at
once, and - even when judgment is res-
erved the delay is very short. The ar-
tguments in the Watt & Watt case, for
instance, took one day and part of an-
other. The court reserved judgment, it
is true, but delivered it before it rose
for the day. We had the benefit of
Mr. Justice Martin's judgment in_the
Shepherd divorce case and it was in-
corporated in the brief for the prov-
inee, It received the highest enco-
miums from court and counsel alike, Tt
was most Jearneéd and exhaustive and
was considered on all sides one of the
ablest judgments that has been brought
to the notice of the Privy Council for
some time.

Alderman Norman Claims City
Is Not Acting Fairly With
the Ratepayers

That the city should be in no hurry
to purchase ' water meters which, hel
claimed, would not be necessary until
the city’s permanent source of supply
is decided upon, is the contention of
Alderman  Norman, who  at last
night’s- council objected to. the adop-
tion of the recommendation of the
streets, bridges and sewers committee
that the purchasing agent ' be in-
structed to call for, tenders for the
supply of 3500 water meters as recom-
mended by Arthur L. Adams, the city’s
water expert and provided for in the
Water Works Loan by-law. .

When .the report of'the committee
came up for consideration Alderman
Norman objected: to- any haste in the
matter. - He was  natsopposed. to the
idea.of. métering thesystem. but: until
the permanent source of supply is de-~
cided upon and the propesed re-adjust-
ment of the water rates made, the city
should not go to the great expense of
purchasing meters. It had been claim-{
ed by some that Mr. Adams had ad-
vocated the meters but so far as, he
(Alderman’ Norman) could see from a
careful perusal df" Mr. Adams’ report
the . expert had done nothing of the|
kind. . He had merely _stated . how
many meters waould be needed should
it be desired to put them in. !

Alderman Norman did not like the
idea of purchasing meters the life of
which would be only ten years out' of
the proceeds of the loan which will
run for fifty yvears. He thought ‘that
before the meters were installéd the
Present source of supply should be ful-
ly tested as he, for one, would like to
See just how far the city could depend
on that soyrce. He felt that the coun-
cil is not acting fairly with the rate-
payers. If Elk lake is to be the pera
manént source . of: supply .the rate-,
payers are entitled .to know it. But
the city has several propositions be-
fore- .it. = Last year the people ~ had
given the council a ‘mandate to go to
Sooke lake- but sherever the ultimate
source it will mean that the city must
expend a great deal of money and he
thought that not a _cent should be un-
necessarily  spent.
