finest ever held in this city.

No 1 by Mrs. Schreiber, entitled “ A

of a group of beautiful children who have
evidently been early at the Christmas
stocking. This picture and o, 6, ¢ Pris-
cilla and John Alden,” by the same artist,
though thinly painted, are still stronger
than any previous work of Mrs.
Schreiber’s, and show improvement.

No. 2, **A Montreal butcher’s shop,” by
A. Boisseau, the vice-president of the
academy, is a faithful and realistie thing,
but it is hard to get much poetry out of &
leg of beef. The ficures are well grouped,

Nos, 3 and 4 are by Allan Edson, a
painter well and favorably known. It is to
be hoped that his residence abroad will not
sffect his originality, as these two paintings

No. 5, ““The Meadow,” by Paul Peel, is
weak and ineffective, and the same could
almost be applied to No, 9, a winter piece
by the same artist, but his No. 10, a large
painting called *‘ The Sardine Fishery off
Cape Finisterre,” shows that he has taken
a long step in advance. The canvas isabout
the largest one in the room and is fuil of
sunlight. The oxen are painted admirably
and the drawing excellent. Standing be-
side them are a tall, gracefal, peasant
woman, and a figure of an old fisherman,
while sitting on the sand is another female
fignre mending ne's. The drawing of the
old man is mnigh perfect, but the figure of
the standing woman seems too tall when
compared with him or with the height of
the yoke of oxen, The beach is too
clean, mnot an object being seen save a
few baskets and belongings of the fisher-
folk, : ;
