As regards its players the Toronto base-
ball club is undoubtedly an unlucky organ-
fzation, Stemmyer having been brought
onat considerableexpense mustneeds goand
sprain his ankle. He recovers sufficiently
to hobble and then Smith, the only man
who can hold him, is taken sick. Horner,
another expensive man, goes to work nn'd
gets his finger so badly hurt that he' is
practically useless, and now M;ckh?,
probably the best second-base player in
Canada, is on the complaining list and was
unable to play on Saturday, having hurt
his leg in running on the pre-
vious day. - McKinley, who was very sore
from having already bad to pitch in two
hard matches during the week, namely,
against the Detroitsand the Philadelphiss,
consequently had again to be put into the
box, while Warner was called on to play
second base, Stemmyer being put into
right field and Horner in left, In this
crippled. condition the Torontos essayed to

play perhaps the best team in the league.
The result was almost a foregone conclu-
sion, Warner, who has hitherto acquitted
himself well, was sadly out of place and
played simply wretchedly. McKinley
certainly pitched creditably under the
oircumstances, but he was duutron,ly
punished. To &dd to it all the fielding
enerally was decidedly off, ‘She‘ﬂier,
ﬁinnning and Horver each making inex-
cusable errors. Then the woret kind of
judgment was used in ranoing bases, for
want of proper coaching, Manning seem-
ingly being tboroughly indifferent as to
_ how thicgs went. Warner dd a Ii!.tle in
this respect; but even he shared in the
general dgmoralization that set in after the
geventh innings, Up to that fa'al point,
although the tide of offairs was against
the home pine, their fielding had been
reasonably good, but in the eighth
ioniogs they went all to smash
sud the Clippers scsmpered round
the bases almont like kittens at play. If
this kind of thing was a rarity it could be
overlooked, but somebow or other the
Torontos invariably get rattled at a eritical
juncture, . Whether it is due to want of
practice, want of coaching, or too lax dis-
cipline, both on and off the field, it is rather
hard to way, but the fact remains that it
is so. -‘However, there is little use ‘in
faultefinding this late in the season, and
the best that can be hoped for is that the
club will profit next year by the mistakes
of this.

There were probably upwards of 2000

ople present on Saturday, including &
2ir sprinkling of ladies. At the beginning
of the game they gave the home players
every encouragement, but towards the end
they took, most improperly it muat be
confessed, to jeering and guying, and then
from sheer wantonness to liberally
applauding every little bit of play made by
the visitors. The game opened with the
Torontos in thefield. In their firat innings
the Clippers made a single. Rainey started
the ball with a base hit, Andrus foliowing
with a two bagger to left, which, being
badly fieided, let the first-named home.
Andrus attempted to follow suit, and
arrived at the plate all right, but he had
omitted the little ceremony of touching
second base, and Umpire Jeffers promptly
gave him out, Chamberlin and Moore
both retired on aasists by short. Between
injudicious base running and inability to
bat, the Torontos retreated with provoking
regularity for the first seven innings. In
the eighth Donald got ina base hit to right
field, got second on s wild pitch, stole
third and reached the plate on a hit to
right by Stemmyer, he latter stole
second and got' to third on the
catcher’s error, but there- he sfop-
ped for good. In the ninth War-
mer drove the ball to left for a single
bag, went to second on McKinley’s hit to
third, which the latter kindly fumbled,
took third on Sheffler’s sacrifice and got
home on Manning’s gentle drive to second.
The Clippers added to their score in the
seventh by Stapleton whacking the ball
over the fence for a home run, a feat which
he repeated in the succeeding innings,
This, the eighth innings, was a paralyzer,
the Toronto fielding, as before stated,
being insufferably bad. The consequence
was the Clips swelled their total from two
to half a dozsn,s Hard bits by Andrus add
Chamberlain in the ninth, and errors by
the home ba'tery, enabled those two to
score and then the Torontos being quickly
got rid of the curtain came down.

Of all the Clippers Jerry Moore was
the only one who appeared not to be him-
gelf, but fortunately his errore, though
numerous, were not costly. In the ninth
innings he was taken off and Hunter put
bekind the plate. Chamberlin, who, by
the way, haee not been blacklisted by the
Buffalos, as reported, never pitched a
better gamé. In faot the Clippers all
round played splendidly, with the single
exception named. They were evidently
anxious at first, but from the beginning
they went about their task ooolly and
determinedly. They knew the weak
point of their opponents and had brains
enough to make the most of it.

Teronte Bicycle Club Races,

Thé Toronto bicycle club races on Satur-
day afternoon were perhaps the most suc-
cesaful ever held in Toronto, with the
exception of the meeting of the Canadian
wheelmen's association during the semi-
centennial week last year, Owing to &
high wind that prevailed all afternoon, the
time made in no case was very good, bus
this did not seem to mar the gnjoyment of
the large number of ladies and gentleman
who assembled to witness the races, The
track was in exocellent condition.

The first race was an open two mile
bandicap for which there were twelve
entries, The judges had some difficulty
at the end-of the race in deciding who had
won, but at last declared in favor of E. A,
Thompson, with F.S. Strange, Wanderers,
second and C. Langley, Torontos, shird.

For the half-mile jupior race, 16 and
under, there were two entries. Alex, J.
Baxter won handily from Arthur Brown,
in 1.451-5. ‘

Much intereat was  centered in
the open mile rage, in which F, Foster
of the Wanderers, and H. Clarke,
Woodstock, took part. The race
was close till the middle of the fourth
quarter, when the heavy wind proved too
much for Foster. Clarke won by 25 yards,
Time, 3.194.

The club race, one mile, in three heats,
brought out nine entries, The winners
were J.'S. Anderson and F.J. Brimer,
The times for the three heats were 3.23 4-5,
3.41 25 and 3.24.

The miletace, open to Toronto bicyclists,
for the championship of the city and o
medal presented by T. H. Robinson
was ‘'next on the list, Harry Davies,
Rota B. C., Fred. Foster and T, Fane ot
the Wanderers’ entered. From the be-
ginning the race was between Foster and
Davies, but again Foster was heaten on the
Iast round, and. Davies won in 3725.
This being the third time Mr. Davies has
won the Robinson medal, it becomes his
property.

M. F. Johnston and F. J. Campbell
en'ered the two-mile race, “for the olub
medal and trophy. The two kept together
till within an eight of a mile of the post,
when Campbell passed his opponent and
won in 6.45.

The next race was open only to mem-
bers of the Wanderers bicycle club for &
challenge cup presented by W. H, Beatty,
the cup to be won three times by a con-
teatant before becoming his property. The
five riders who entered were handicapped
in the following order : F. Foster, scratch;
T. Fane, 300 yards; F. J. Capon, 660
yarde; A. Daniels, 1100 yarde; E. A.
Thompson, 1320 yards, and F. S. Strange,
one mile. The distance was five miles.
Foster and Fane each made gallant
attempts to overtake their leaders, but
retired after about three miles’ hard riding.
Strange, with only four miles to go, rode
steadily along and managed to keep ahead
till ke crossed the line in 17.34 4-5.

The 100 yards’ foot race was won in 10
secs. by B. Field, Woodstock A. A. A,, J.
S. Robertson, Montreal A. A. A., was
second,

The most exciting a ely contested
race of the day was the open five miles, for
which Davies, Foster and Clarke entered,
The high wind had by this time considerably
abated. The men started off well together
— Davies first, Foster second and Clarke
last, They continued in this order for two
miles when the pace compelled Clarke to
drop out, Davies from the beginning rode
a bare length abead of Foster. It
seemed as if Foster was to be again
defeated, but at the south end of the field
Davies’ wheel wavered and Foster shot
ahead. Davies tried to make up his Joss,
but Foster increased hia lead, winning in
16.203%.

BRAINERD AT HAMILTON,

The Absconding Bank President Tells the
Story of His Escape from the Kid
nappers,

WinN1PEG, Bept, 18, —It is learned that
Brainerd, the Vermont bank defaulter, is
at Hamilton, resting at the Queen’s hotel,
and will come on hers/ and join his wife at
once, To a triend he told the story of his
travels, At Minn lis he escaped from
the Boston detectives through the unporior
ounning of Chisf Detective John Q'Conpor
of 8t. Paul, and Detective Saxe of Chicago,
who slipped him away from his captore in
the Minneapolis union depot. His trip
from St. Paul was first $o Omahs, thence
to Kingston, near Chioago, and from there
to Hamilton via Detroit, ferrylng across
the river to avoid the danger of detection.
Detective Wood of Wiggins & Wodod, the
Boston firm from whose special deteotives
Brainerd escaped, is now at St Paul
offering $10,000 for the recovery of the
prisoner, He still feels their man is
secreted somewhere not far from 8¢, Paul,
but he is undeubtedly mistaken.

[Lawrence Brainerd is 60 years old, and
was for years a prominent man in Ver-
mont. His father wss once president of
the Verment Central railread. * He is a
brother-in-law of ex-Governer Smith,
president of the Central Vermont railroad,
and was himséli once preeident of the
Lamoyle Valley railroad, the St. Albans
saving bank, and other concerns. He was
thought to be immensely rich, was hon-
ored highly, and was active in church and
Sunday-scheol work, He speculated with
the funds of his bank and wrecked it,
together with many business men an
farmers in Vermont. The Hamilton
police have no knewledge of Brainerd’s
whereabouts,]
