When the Provincial Treasurer rose to make
his budget speech, there was a flutter of ap-
plause f the Ministerial benches.  The
honorable gentleman began with a discussion
of the various items of receipts and ’expendi
tures in the estimates, ‘In the matter of
licenses the Govérnment expected a deetease
of revenue this year. Comparing the receipts
of last year with the former estimates an in-
crease in nearly every item was visible.

A CINCINNATI SENSATION.,

Why a Young Doctor Wishes to Dissolve a
Marriage Contraect.

CINCINNATI, March 15.—Dr. Ward L. Bond,
a prominent young physician, has sued A.
Hill and others iu the Circuit Court at Law-
renceburg to annul the marriage contract
which he made with Miss Jennie Hill about
six months ago. Bond alleges that he was
compelled t¢ marry the girl at the muzzle of a
revolver, and he seeks to vitiate a contract
made under duress, alleging that, there being
no cousent on his part, there was no contract.
The defendant, A. Hill, is-one of the wealth-
iest farmers in Dearborn County. His
daughter was a belle of Lawrenceburg. ‘The
brother who is said to have held the pistol is
the County Superintendent of Schools. All
the leading lawyers of Southern Indiana, in-
cluding Judge Holman and Jason B. Brown,
are engaged on one side or the other.

INCENDIARISM SUSPECTED,

A North Carolina Town Neariy Destroyed
by Fire,

RarrieH, N.C., March 15.—Fire broke out
in Johnson’s warehouse at Oxford at 1.30 this
morning. There was a high wind and the
flames spread rapidly in a southerly direction,
jumping Commercial-averiue and burning
houses on-both sides of the street for some dis-
tance. Half of the business part of the town
was destroyed and twenty-three firms were
burned out. The loss is about $100,000. The
general belief is that the fire was the work of
incendiaries and - great excitement prevails.
The white people think they can lay their
bands on those responsible for the conflagra-
tion and further trouble is feared. ¥
