ANNUAL REPORT OF THE AFFAIRS
OF THE CONCERN.

Increase: af Buropean

Business. -

The second anuual’ meeting of the share-
holders of the Bell Organ and Piano Com-
pany was held at the uffice of the company,
No. 4 Coleman-street, London, Engiand, on
Wednesday, April 6, 1893, at 2 p.m., Mr.
T. W. Boord, M.P., in the chdir. Mr\N. E.
Crane was appointed secretary.

The Chairman said: Gentlemen, we have
as far as possible, both in the report and in
the accounts, endeavored to make the state
of the business as élear as we could, so as to
economize the time of all concerned, but if
any shareholder desires to ask any questions I
sball be pleased to answer them to the best
of my ability, Iam sorry we cannot show
so good an account as last year, but I think
the explanation given in the last paragraph
but one of the report will satisly most of
you. The great point to be noticed is that
the output of organs was greater this year
than in the previous year. The number in
1800 was 4027; this year it has risen to 5208,
%0 that there is a perceptible increase in the
business. I will move the adoption of the
report and ask Mr. W, H. Cummings to
socond the motion. As he is a musi ex-
pert; he will be able to te]l you something
about the natare and qualities of the instru-
ments we manufacture.

Mr. W. H. Cummings: I have great
pleasure in seconding the motion. 1

The Instruments are as Good as They;
van Possibly Be in Every Way.
They are excellent in tone and manufac-
ture, and while they continue to be so I am
confident the company will have no difficulty

in maintaining its position and in meeting
the public taste, in matters of defeil. If you
go into our new premises in Bond-street and
look into the show-roogs you will fiad that,
so far as appearance is concerned, they are
all that can be desired, and as for tone
nothing better can be had. The great proof
of their excellent quality is that the instru-
ments stand well. 3

After some further remarks the report was
adopted, and the chairman moved that a
dividend of 8. per cent. be paid on the
ordipnary ‘and preference shares.

Ald. Pound, in seconding, said that his
opinion was that the next year would show
a satisfactory record. He did not base that
opinion on figures, but on bis experience as a
manufacturer.

This resolution was also carried.

Mr. Seton-Karr, M.P., in proposing the re-
election of the retiring directors, Mr. Sheriff
Foster and Mr. J, W. Phillips, M.P., said he,
was in America last summer and took the;
opportunity of visiting the factory at
Guelph and of making the aequaintance of
the members of the Canadian Committee.
He went over the factory and was very
much pleased with what he saw, and he
thought that the condition of the business
was a perfect justification of everything Mr.
Bell and his father had said on the subject.
One thing which struck bim was the} lar
aud wvaluable supply of lumber om the
ground. This was a very important matter,
as it was essentidl to always have on hand a
supply of the best possible material in the
best possible condition. There was also a
veriecomppm arrangement for drying the
timber by hot air, thus effecting a saviug of
time and enabling the company to have a
large stock always in readiness for manufac-
ture. He bad great confidence in the future
of the company.

Mr. John Gibbs seconded the 'motion,
which was unanimously carried.

Mr. Sheriff Foster in!acknowledging his
re-election said he was much obliged to the
sharehoiders for the mark of confidence they
had placed in him. He was one of the largest
shareholders in the company and had lately
increased his holding, which now amounted
to £10,000. This at all events would be some
pledge to the shareholders of the faith he
bad in the prospects of the company. [Hear,
bear.]

The resolutjon was unanimously carried.

The Chairman said he was glad the resolu-
tion had been passed, not because he was
personally concerned, but because it gave
the board am opportunity of expressing their
complete confidence in the management of
the business. The trade in England was
very large, although, from obvious reasons
he was not bound to say how large. In the
manpagers in London and in Canada they
bad most energetic' gentlemen, and Mr.
Seton-Karr bad told the shareholders what
his opinion was from personal observation.
The factory at Guelph was quite capable of
being extended to meet any increage of busi-
ness, but the Board would not nd any
money unless they saw a prospect?lon geod
return. He would now ask Mr, Bell, the
Lcndon mianager, to say a few words.

Mr. Bell said they had succeaded in dis-
posing of the Holborn premises at a satisfac-
tory premium, and he boped a great increase
of business would' result from their remcval
to Bond-street in the sale of a better class of
organ. They aiso had a piano manufactory
from which they expected an increase of
pusiness in the next yesr. The increase in
sales in the European business had been 15
per cent., and the proportional increase in
profits over 17 per cent. Next year’s results
would show, he hoped, even more than this.
Personally, bhis holding was something like
13,000 shares, acquired since the company
bad been formed, and the prospects were so
encouraging that be did not feel at all like
selling. He was quite satisfled with the in-
vestment, 1f apny of the shareholders visited
the establishment in Bond-street Lie would
be very pleased to see them.

A vote of thanks to the.chairman termin-
ated the proceedings.
