The steamer reports that when she left the
Hawaiian capital the Provisional Govern:

_ ment was still in power. There was much
excitement in the city and great anxiety
prevailed regarding the fature action of the
United States. According to the advices
brought by the China the Provisional Gov-
ernment declared that it would ‘resist the
restoration of Queen Liliuokalani.

Fortifying Government House.

VaANCOUVER, Dec. 12.—The Australian
steamer Arawa has arrived. Queen Lil
;nd not been restored when she left Hono-
ulo. 4

The annexationists held & mass -meeting.
ot Nov. 25 and adopted resolutions ap-
pealing to to aid the movement.

" On the four days preceding the sailing of
the Arawa the tropps of the Provisional
Government were busy fortifying and bar-
ricading the Government House. The work
was being done with sandbags principally.

Probably 1000 people attended the mass
meetings, which, on call, were stated to be
for citizens favorable to annexation. The
Royalists claim the meeting was ked by

resentatives of the Provisional Govern-
ment, and that all the enthusiasm was of a
pre-arranged order. E. M. Hatch, vice-
president of the Provisional Government
and president of the Annexation Club, pre-
sided and made the opening speech.
Not ' ound by Cleveland’s Poliey,

He appealed to Congress against the
executive, and held that Secretary Gresham
did not understand international law. He
claimed that the Provisional Government
had never submitted its right to exist to

_the United States and was therefore not
boudud by the policy of President Cleve-

W. R. Castle, one of the annexation com-

" miassioners to Washington, made an argu-
ment to prove the authority of maes meet-
ings. Hequoted recent American opinion
thiat the revolution of 1776 was the work of
the minority. Hawaii, he said, was
surely trending towards the goal of union
with its mother country across the water.
Can Secretary Gresham stop the onward
progress of Hawaii, he shouted, Mr.Castle
said President Cleveland and Mr. Gresham
were trying to execute justice and do what
is right, but he said the enemies of annexa-
tion had stuffed their ears with lies, The
gpeaker claimed that the people of the
United States were against the President’s
Hawaiian policy. He claimed that the
President of the United States is nowhere
authorized to begin war.

Three Revolutions,

Mr. Castle attacked Commissioner Bloinc
in a sneering way, charging him with twice
inviting the supporters of the Queen to re-
volt against the Provisional Government.
He asserted that the veople of the ecountry
had ectablished a provisional government.
Mr. Castle concluded by moving the follow-
ing resolutions, which were passed without
dissent: e

Resolved, That we have read with sur-
prise and regret the recommendation of
the Secretary of State of the United States
to tho President to restore the monarchy

. lately existing in Hawaii.

Resolved, qﬂuc we condemn the as-
gumption of the Secrstary that the right
of the Provisional Government to exist was
terminated by hia refusal to re-submit to
the Senate the treaty of union pending
between the two countries, and also his
assumption that the Provisional Govern-
ment at that yery timo submitted the ques-
tion of its continued existence to the arbi-
trament of tho President orof any other

power.

Resolved—That we support to the best
of our ability the Provisional Government
to resist any attack upon it which may be
made contrary to the usage of nations.

The Castle Fortified.

The eastlo is barricaded or fortified, and
16 canuon are mounted in front of it. The
officera: of the Arawa are not disposed to
speak at length of the situation, Captain
Stewart said the town was peaceable
enough, although thereseemed to be great
excitement.

President Dole stated on Nov, 29 that the
Government had received two bona fide
offers of armed assistance from the coast.
One was for gervice here in defence of the
Provisional Government of 1000 men, and
the other for 4000 men. *‘While we do not
need this aid,” said the President, “the
fact that it has been tendered us shows
what the feeling is in the United States.”

Medical
aid was at once summoned, and when Rob-
ertson safficiently recovered he made a
statement saying that about 7.30 p.m.,
while he.was engaged in balancing up his
sccounts, someoue appeared at his
window -and asked him how he
was coming out. Robertson replied that
he, thought he was all right

stamps during the day and that Robertson
had given him too many and that he would
xeturn themif Robertson would open the door.
When the man gave a private rap used by
the clerks in the building the door was
opened. As soon’ as the robber was inside
the office he attacked Robertson and s
terrible conflict ensued. Money was scat-
tered all over the office, one pack of $300,
one of $500, and one of $800 being tound on
the floor.

Robertson was finally reduced uncon-
sciousness and the thief decamped taking
what money was in sight.

The Steer Had Not Contagious Pleuro,
The reports of Prof. McEachran and
Prof. Adam of McGill University, who
have for some weeks past been engaged in
analyzing portions of the lungs of the two
oxen landed from the steamers Lake
Winnipeg and Hurona, said by British
veterinary surgeons to have been suffering
from plenro-pneumonia, have been received
by the Department of Agriculture. The
reports are made separately from separato
examinations, but they both arrive at
the same conclusion, which is that the
British experts were wrong in their diag-
nosis and that the animals in question were
not suffering from contagious pleuro-
pneumonia, but from a non-infectious form
of pleuro, which has existed in portions of
the United States since 1890, when cases of
it were examined by Dr. McEachran. Both
professors agree that the cattle landed from
the Lake Winnipeg and Hurona did not die
from contagious pleuro-pneumnonia.

THE ARDLAMONT MYSTERY.

Monson Pleads Not Guilty—Scotf,
located, Declared an Outiaw.

The case is known as the
“Ardlan ont mystery” and  has excited
keen interest in ull parts owing to the pro-
minence of the prisoner and his alleged vic-
tim, ¢
Monson pleaded not guilty. His alleged
accomplice, Edward Sweeney, sliad Davis,
alias Scott, has not yet been found by the
police, and in accordance with the rule that
obtains in the Scotch courts he was pro-
nounced to be an outlaw.

The Boas Was Ous With a Knife,

Monson’s footman was the next witness
called. He testified that on the day of the
shooting Monson returned to the house
and informed him that Lieut. Hambrough
had shot himself and that his body had
been left in the woods. Witness searched
tor the body,but was unable to find it until
Monson took him to the spot. The body
was . lying on ‘its back. Witness
saw no guo.  On the night before Lieut.
Hambrough’s death he heard about the
boat of which young Hambrough had been
an occupant sinking in the bay. He saw
the boat. It had a hole in the bottom that
heid obviously been made with a knife.

Faurther evidence was given by wituesses
for the prosecution to prove that the hole
in the boat nad been cut with a knife
Monson has always since the boat incident
averred that it was due to the capsizing of
the craft.

Toronto’s Bx-Mayor Dies From an Attack
of Pnenmonia,

Mr. W. H. Howland, Mayor of Toronto

for the years 1886-7, died at the Arlington

Hotei st 1 o’clock yesterday afternoon from

pueuwmonia.

Mr. Howland wasattacked with la grippe
last week. Ho neglected attendsnce ahd
his numerous duties tempted him to expose
himself when he should have remuined
quiet. The discuse developed rapidly and
pneumonia set in.

Mr. Howland consulted his physician,
Dr. Hall, last Wednesday, who found thas
he wes suffering most seriously. The neglect
had had for its result a most aggravate
form of the dread disease, Dr. Hall says
that had he seen his patient sooner he
knows not whether his efforts would have
been successful.

Dr. Strange was called in to see his
friend. He came as well at the solicitation
of Dr, Hall. He verified the reports of Dr.
‘Hall. Dr. Palmer bad a consultation with
Dr. Hall on Saturday. &uz the power which
medical science can givé aided not the suf-
fering ex-mayor. Mr. Howland gradually
grew weaker, On Tuesday it was said that
his recovery was well nig impossible, and
he died yesterday av1.15 p.m. |

William H. Howland was born at Lamb-
ton Mills, County of York, in the year
1844, and was thus 40 years of age at the
time of his death.

He received his earlier education at the
Toronto Academy, Upper Canada College
and the Model Grammar School.: At the
age of 16 he took o place in the Targe busi-
ness institution of which his fatber, Sir
W. P. Howland, was head, and speedily
developed business talents that stibsequent-
Iy kept him « prominent and successful
member of the mercantile community.

fn 1872 Mr. Howland organized the
Queen City Insurance Company, of which
he was elected president, being the youngest
man who ever assumed such & position in
this city. Thenext year he married Laura
Chipman, sister of\the wife of Sir Leonard
Tilley, and & famWpof three girls is the
fruit of this union.

Mr. Howland was president of the Hand-
in-Hand Insurance Company and Canadian
Lloyd’s, vice-pregident of the Millers’ and
Manufacturers’ Com:pany, for iwo years
president of tne Toronto Board of Uader-
writers, executive officer of the Dominion
Manufacturers’ Association and of the
Toronto Board of Trade, und for two years
Mayor of this\eity.

Politically Mr. Howland was always re-
markably independent in his views, He
was a warm supporter of the National
Policy and with equal zealstood for Sir
Oliver Mowat’s Governmenti~Inf relation
to philanthropic work Mr. Howland was
pot an idle spectator, but devoted a great
deal of his time and means in helping to
make the world better. He- was a total
abstainer and a prohibitionist and always
played a prominent part i the furtherance
of the’ cause, The Mimico - Industrial
School is one of the monuments of Mr.
Howland’s enterprise and benevolence.

Mr. Howland always devoted a great
deal of his time. to church and mission
work. Socially he was a great favorite,

MAIL BAG IN NEW LANDS.

ENORMOUS EXPANSION OF
POSTAL SERVICE.

e

The Postal Union Stretches Clear Across

THE

Africa, Where Most of the Explorers

Made Thelr Fame—It Costs No More to.

Send a Letter to Victoria Nymnza Than
to Liverpool,

It is an interesting fact that all those
parts of equatorial Africa where a half
score of great explorers made their fame,
regions from which most of the sensa-
tions of African discovery have come,
are'now embraced in the Postal Union.
It costs no more to-day to send a letter
or & npewspaper far toward the head
waters of the Congo, or to the great lakes
of the heart of Africa, than to mail them
from New York city to Liverpool or 8t
Petersburg. It costs no more to send
mail matter to the nethermost parts of
Siberia, or the scores of Pacific %islands
that did not contain a single white resi-
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dent a few years a‘go. than 1t does to
Paris. Of course this vast extensiou of
the world’s mail service is not now, and
will not be for years to come, upon a
self-supporting basis, It is merely oune
of the agencies which the civilized world
has adopted for lacilitatin%. progress in
the great regions which is trying to
develop.

A five-cent stamp will take one of
our mammoth Sunday newspapers from
this country to the white stations on the
far upper Cengo. The probability is
that the actual cost of delivering one of
these newspapers at Stanley . Falls, for
instance, is twice or three times the
amount of postage tharged. It is’ car-
ried over the ocean about 7000 miles be-
fore it engers Africa. It is transshipped
three times before, at Matadi, ninety
miles from the sea, it is at last placed
on the back of the mail carrier who is
to q;;xppurz it 2385 miles around the cat-
aracts of the lower Congo, There
it is placed on omne of the steam-
ers of the upper river, and
the carriage ~becomes reasonably
cheap again, Every pound of mail that
goes to the upper Congo is encaséd in
waterproof Wwrappings, and for more
than two weeks it is carried up hill and
down, under the scorching sun and
through the tropical rains, on the
backs of porters; and when it finally
reaches Stanley Pool the mail is sorted
for shipment by one or another of the
little steambéats that drop the mail
packages gt the Government stations or
the commercial posts as'tfiey thread
their way among the islands, for 1000
miles up the main river, for 800 miles up
the great Kassai and Sankuru tributaries
of the south, or for 500 miles up the
Mobangi affluent of the north.

All these upper Congo stations, some
seventy-five in number, isolated as they
are from the rest of the world, have most
of the conveniences of the modern postal
service, When white men among the
cannibals and the dwarfs write to their
friends at home theé have the neat post-
age stamf)s of the Congo Free State to
affix to the envelopes. If they wish to
send money home they may procure
money orders at any of the stations of
the State, where, also, the orders thoy
receive from abroad are cashed. The
only respect in which ‘the service is
deficient is that the mails are irregulary
for the white pioneers often wait davs
and even weeks for the arrival of the
mail steamer, which is not only to bring

. them tidings from home, ‘but also the

stores which they need in carrying on
their work.

Our map shows very clearly the_enor-
mous development of the Postal Union
since this great convenience to the civil-
ized world was forméd at the Conven-
tion in Berne in 1874, The territory
which since then has acquired the privi-
leges of the union is about two-thirds as
large as the original area, The most of

this territory is found in the newer parts |

of the world, which are now being devel-
oped by various Governments. With
tlrx’e consent of all the States that were
original parties to the agreement, its ad-
vantages have been extended to ax
their newly acquired territories, Whe
Brazil entered the Postal Union, notonl
its coast towns, but also its most insigni-
ficant hamlets, nestled among the Antles,
on the upper waters of the Amazon,
were included in the arrangement.
Some countries require at least a part of
their colonies to bear the cost of the ser-
vice, whose expenses much exceed the
direct charge upon thé public; and as
gome of these colonies are not willing to
bear the cost they do not have the privi-
Jege of cheap postage. Natal and Cape
Colony, for instance, are not willing to
make up, out.of the public treasury, the
considerable deficit which the cheap
rates of the Postal Urion would involve.
We tlierefore see the anomaly of postage
rates to the coadt towns of Natal and
Cape Colony two or three times as great
as those to the neighboring ports of Por-
tuguese East Africa, The uth Afri-
can Republic has not chosen to enter the
Postal Union, The great mass of the
Boers receive very few letters from
abroad, any way, and the theory of the
Government is that the thousands of
Europeans who have come to their gold
mines-can pay extra postage ; and 8o it
bappens that though _one railroad from
the sea has reached Pretoria, the capi-
tal, and two others are approaching that
town, it costs about three times as much
to send a letter ihere as to the laie re-
gions of Central Africa.

Most of the  inhabited world except
China and Corea now enjoys the bm -
fits of the Postal Union., China declives
to come in, and the thousands of letter,
passing mionthly between her sons 1n
foreign lands and the friends at home
are handled in most dilatory fashion ‘and
at high postage rates. The only lerge
area in Africa not included in the union

is the Sahara Desert and the fanatical
Soudan, To be sure, the ‘“King of
Kings” who rules over Abyssinia has
not yet applied for admission, but he
has racently wolke up to the importaunce
of postal facilities, and steamers touch-
ing at any of the four coast towns that
are connected with the King's capital by
caravan routes nover fail to find, nowa-
days, a rolyal valise, all ready for the
King's mail.

There is nothing that more vividly
illustrates the wonderful progress now
making toward the utilization of the
bitherto neglectsd parts of the world
than the growth of tal facilities,
This great convenience is even, outstrin
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ing other encies of civilization, for it
vnmcroeping nto some anticularly in-
accessible districts ahead of them. No
white man dare to-day risk his life in
Mecca unless he 1s able to assume an
jmpenetrabie disguise. But the Postal
Union is there through the instrumen-
tality of the Sultan's Govenment. Any-
body may send leiters to Mecca at the
regular Postal Union rates and they will
reach their destination, f course
Mecca bLas prncticnlly no communica-
tion by mail with the western world,
but the mail bags are often plethorio
with the letters from all parts of the
Mohammedan world,  Probably Bo
agency will be more helpful in the long
run in breaking down the barriers that
remain than the postal gervice.

There are only a few parts of the
world that cannot now be reached by
mail with a considerable degree of regu-
larity. China and Corea are the only
densely populated regions that form an
exception’ to this fact. But there are
some isolated communities that eagerly
welcome every scrap of! information
from the outside world, and that receive
the mails only at irregular and in-
frequent intervals, - Such are the Pit-
cairn Islandeis and .that other far-away
colony on Tristan da Cunha, in the
Atlantic, who do not know from one
.month to another when they will be
blessed with a fresh lot of letters and
pewspapers, though they are certain
that some day @& British man-of-war
will come along with a mail bag for
them,

Every year tho out-of-the-way parts
of the world are reached a little more
expeditiously, Four new steamer lines
have been put on African routes within
the past three years, Africa has now
over 6000 miles of railroads, and the'
steady extension of those lines that are
pushing slowly toward the far interior
will, in the course of time, reduce by
many weeks the present length of. the
journey., To-day, if & letter from New
Guinea promptly catches the outgoing
mails at the various points of trans-
shipment, it is delivered here in less
thdn seven weeks. So, as we look over
the great fleld and see the rapid advance
_of postal communications, telegraphs,
and railroads, we realize how wonder-
fuily the work of bringing all parts of
the world nearer to one another is pro-
gressing. :

THE WILSON-BILL REVISED,

The Daties on Planed Lumber Restored—
Other Changes,

WasHiNoTON, Dec. 12.—The Wilson
Tariff bill was formally submitted by the
Democratic majority ot the Ways and
Means Committee to full meeting of that
committee this morning. This is the first
time that the Republican members of that
committee have been permitted to know in
their official capacity the contents of the
bill. Since the statement of the provisions
of the bill was given out by the Democratic
majority sor publication two weeks ago a
pumber of changes have been made in the
schedules.

It is provided that the Eill shall take
effect in June, 1894, not in March next pas
in the first draft, The duties on planed
lumber have been restored, barley malt is
increased from 20 to 25 per cent. ad valorem,
and there are many changes in the wool
and crockery schedules.
