Aid. Crawford said he would not de­

cide whether it was Kelly or Archabold 
made the'mistake.

He objected to the 
committee taking any action and con­
demning Kelly and justifying Archabold 
when they had not the whole of the facts 
to guide them. Then the Mayor twisted 
round and made a speech contrary to 
his previous one, and directly against the 
vote he shortly afterwards gave. He 
said it was all right to defend officials of 
the corporation ; but the police are not 
corporation officials. On reflection he 
thought it would be wiser to adopt Aid. 
Lamb’s proposition, aud have in writing 
from the Chief of Police what was in­
ferred from his nod.
Archibald was right or wrong the city 
would have to pay the bill.

The city had already lost 1000 through 
an error of Archibold’e.
