CANADA’S HIGHEST PEAK

Ottawa, Sept. 14.—It has been discov-
ered in a recent survey of the boundary
between Canada and Alaska that Mount
St. Elias, so long regarded as the giant
mountain of the coutiuent, is in Caua-
dian, not United States  territory.
What was almost as interesting was the
determination of the height of the moun-
tain. This was found to be 18,028 feet,
considerably higher than the estimate
given by the numerous exploring parties
of the geological survey of this city.

He
says t on the morning the Miranda
sank—idarly the emtire crew of sailors
were so intoxicated that they had to be
helped from ghe vessel when she went
down. The rcef on which the vessel
struck, he says, was plainly marked on
the chart,

Experiments in Bacteriology.

The well known French bacteriologist
M. d’Arsonval, has been lately endeav-
oring to prepare organic liquids for in-
jection purposes, by submitting them to
the action of carbouic gas at a pres-
sure of fifty to sixty atmospheres. g‘hi‘s
treatment, M. d’Arsonval believes all
the microbes which may be present in
the liquids and renders them, therefore,
sterile or germ free. But two other
French investigators have more re-

» cently taken up the subject, and they
say that carbonie acid gas, evén under
prolon%ed pressure at fifty-nine to sixty
atmosg eres, does not possess any ap-
preciable degree of destructive power
to microbes. These experiments were
made on the typhoid fever and other
similar bacteria, These investigations
remind us of others on the presence of
microbes in artificially srated waters
from which it appears that the bacterial
contents of such waters are not depend-
ent upon the carbonic acid gas present,
but rather upon the initial purity of the
water employed. It is clear that we can-
not afford to rely mpon the eeration of
water to destroy the microbes or render
a contaminated water:safe for drinking
purposes.
