A Veteran 105 Years Old.

The Minister of Militia has had pre-

He
was taken prisoner in one of the en-
gagements in thé war of 1812 and was
practically in ‘slavery for a period of
J12.years, having been carried away to

When Hall returned to
Canada in 1825 he did not know that
pensions had been granted to those
who had served in the war, and it is
only quite recently that he and his
friends became aware of the fact. His
story is a most romantic one, and would
form a fit theme for a novelist. Mr-

Some timé ago an agreement
was made with the authorities of Ver-
mont and other states for prohibition
of the use of seines in those waters,
with a view to preserving them for
sportsmen. Canada has faithfuly ob-
served the* agreement, bu
our neighbors have lived
up to it in a manner which they usually
edopt in all international-obligations,
that is they have observed just so
much of it as suits them.

City Milk is Good.

The analysts of the Inland Revenue
Department are at present engaged ex-
amining samples of milk procured in
different cities of the Dominion. The
Investigation so far shows that there
is a vast improvement in the quality
of milk supplied to customers in the
big cities:

THE SEALING ‘v 4RESPONUENCE-

Despatches Between Sir Jullan Paunce-
fote and the Eari of Kimberiey Pab-
: llshed in London.

London, Nev. 13.—The correspondence
between Sir Julian Pauncefote, the
British Ambassador at Washington,
and the Government from Ma 8, 1894,
to August 31, 1895, respecting the claims
in connection with the Behring Sea
seizures, has just been issued. The
corespondence previous to Congress re-
jecting the proposal to pay & lump sum
is mainly formal and without special
interest. It contains Sir Julian’s let-
ters to Lord Kimberley, stating the
amount of the claims with interest as
$700,000, and the compromise at $425,-
00D, but which was rejected by Con-
gress.

After April .7, when Sir Julian ex-
plains the postponing of the negotia-
tions~-and the visit of the Canadian
delegation to “Washington, nothing
passed until August 31, when Lord
Salisbury wrote to Sir Julian that the
latters statements had been read with
careful attention, adding: “I need
scarcely say that the arguments you
bring forward in supoprt of the valid-
ity of the o¢laims have the éntire ap-
proval and concurrence of Her Ma-
Jjesty’s  Government. The attempt
made by Mr. Morgan to dispute them
seems to have beeh largely founded on
misapprehensjon, 'fand Her Majesty’s
Government candnt doubt that when
the full facts are before the public of
the United States the liability of that
country to make compensation, which
has never been denied by its Govern-
ment, will be generally recognized
both in and outside of Congress.”

Lord Salisbury concludes as follows:
‘“The Behring Sea claims arise out.of
the direct action of the United States
Government—action declared by:an In-
ternational Tribunal to have been en-
tirely unjustifiable.  They are made
out, not for profits based on the results
of profitable seasons, but on the ac-
tual results of the sea ons in which
they arose. Some of the claims not
they arose.

70 BE BROUGHYT BEFORE THE PRES.
BY1ERIAN SYNOD,

Pr. King Gives Notice of Important Re-
soiutions—-Any Interferemnce By the Fe-
deral Gover 8 gly Dep! i
—Would Like to See a Conference Be-
tween Dominion and Province.,

Winnipeg, Nov. 13.—At the meeting of
the Presbyterian Synod of Manitoba -
and the Northwest to-day Rev. Dr.
King, Principal of Manitoba College,
gave notice of the following resolu-
tions:

1. This Synod, being opposed on the
one hand to an absolutely secular sys-
tem of public education,_and on the
other .to the bestowment of public
moneys in support of denominational
or sectarian schools, embraces this oc-
casion to express its general approval
of the unsectarian Public schools sys-
tem as now in operation in this pro-
vince.

2. The Synod would strongly depre-
cate any interference with the exist-
Ing system by the Federal Govern-
ment oy any legislative action on the
matter 6f public education in this pro-
vince by the Parliament at Ottawa,
eve nif constitutionally competent on
these grounds : First, the subject of
education belongs properly to the Pro-
vincial Legislatures; second, that any
such action, besides probably failing in
the accomplishment of ‘the end con-
templated, is certain to endanger to
an extent not easily calculated the
‘peaceful relations which should exist
between the different portions of the
Dominfon, and third, that it cherishes
the hope that the Provincial Legisla-
ture when left to deal with the whole
question freely and on its own respon-
sibility will endeavor to satisfy all
reasonable demands of any section of
the people.-

3. The Synod, while deprecating any
legislative interference on the part of
the Central Gevernment, would rejoice
to see an effort made to settle exist-
ing difficulties by a conference between
the authorities of the Dominion and
the province, and would not despair of
a solution in large measure satisfac-
tory as the result of such.an effort.

4. The Synod would be glad to see
provision made for such fuller moral
religious instruction in the Public
schools as might be found consistent
ivlth the maintenance of the general
ystem, and in view of the great im-
portance to the community, of the
moral and religious character of the
teacher, thé Synod would especially
|urge the members of this Church to
|have constant and large “regard to

character in the appointment of teach-
ers.
