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—Iustead of the varions powers of Europe
fighting against Tarkey, or fighting among
shemselves about her, it seems that Turkey
has become engaged in & war on her own ac-
count with Greece. From the latest des-
pitehes it is learned that war has broken
oat and is raging fiercely, although there has
been no formal declaration by the govern-
ment of either nation announcing its. belli-
cose intentions. Kach government has, how-
ever, recalled its representative at each
other’s court, and Tarks are notified to leave
Greece, and Greeks to leave Turkey. The
Greeeks charge Turkey with endeavoring to
oscupy neutral ground near the border, be-
tween the two countries and thus precipita-
ting matters. A war between Greece and

" Tarkey is of small importanse, but a war be-
tween these nations may lead to a general
Earopean conflict, which would be one of
the greatest calamities of the nineteenth
century. Whether the great powers will
deem it necessary to interfere remaine to be
seen. If not, the war will soon be over, and
these puny governments still further en-
feebled, but if Europe should meddle in the
strife, it is hard to tell where Greece and
Turkey will stand when the end comes.
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— One of Canada’s contributions to the
celebration of the Queen’s Jubilee is to be a
detachment of two hundred troops to be
selected from all sections of the Dowminion.
In selecting these, every effort will doubtless
be made to secure the best possiblemen, and
the matter of picking two hundred soldiers
from the whole Dominion who will worthily
represent Canada on such an occasion ought
uot to be a difficult task. Some jealousy is
entertained by Canada towards the Austra-
lian colonies, by reason of the fact that the
seven colonies of the island continent are to
be represented separately at the Jubilee cel-
ebration, while Canada is classed as but one
colony. There are seven provinces in the
Dominion and seven provinces in Aus:ralasis,
but the provinces of the Dominicn have a
central or federal government, which causes
Canada to be treated as but one colony,
while the Australian provinces having never
bsen federated, and still retaining their orig-
inal autonomy, are considered.as beiog seven
colonies. So with a less population than
Cainada, and with a less progressive govein-
ment, Australia will send a'larger number of
troops than we. There is no real reason for
eavy, however, because we may he assured
that federated Canada is knowa to the Im-
perial Government, and known as a progr: s-
sive and united country on which she may
rely for very material assistance, should oc-
casion require. No better opinion than this
is entertained by England concerning Aus-
tralia.
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—The all important tariff bill will be
brought down in the Dominion Parliament
to-morrow; as yet praetically nothing is
known of its tenor. We venture, however,
to predict that the mew bill will contain
many reductions of the present scale of du-
ties. The reductions will be made on lines
shat will lower the protection without de-
creasing the revenue to any great extent.
Oa the other hand it is quite likely the rev-
enue will be greatly increased by the impe-
sition of higher duties on sugar, liquors, to-
bacco, and perhaps a moderate impost on
teas. These articles of general consumption
are the revenue producers, and a slightly in-
creased duty will make them yield much
more than enough to counter-balance any
loes sustained by the reduction of duties on
articles that are not so generally used. The
Liberal administration are determined that
the balance between revenue and expendi-
ture shall not be represented, hereafter, by
& deficit, and the tariff now about to be
brought down will, while it will protect

facturers to a iderable extent, be
essentially a tariff for revenue rather than a
tariff for protection. If it is the govern-
m=nt's policy to decrease the protection af-
forded to Canadian. manufacturers, it looks
quite reasonable that it should also be part
of that policy to compensate for the reduc-
tion by placing coal on the free list. This
last is the particalar point in which the in-
terests of Nova Scotia are arrayed against
those of the manufacturing centres of the
upper provinces, and the government’s fiat
is  anxiously awaited. - Nova Scotia has
spoken strongly on the subject, and the
government may not think it wise to antag-
onize a province in order to please a few cor-
porationa. Several of the upper province
newspapers, notably the Montreal Witness,
have attacked Nova Scotia’s position in this
matter and claim that her government is
tryicg to wreck the free trade movement for
the sake of a small mincrity of her people.
The minority will look like a mejority now.

—The Alumni Association of Dalhousie
College is proposiog to take steps to bring
about a uniformity of examinations in the
degree-granting colleges of the Maritime
Provinices. This is a very desirable condi-
tion of affaire, and if such a result is attain-
able; every reasonable effort shounld be made
in ite behalf. In our own province there
are several colleges which grant degrees in
token of the success of the student in some
particular course of study, but the course
pursued by the students of one college fur a
certain degree may be barder cr simpler than
the tourse prescribed for the aspirante of the
same degree in another college, hence there
is no guarantee that the letters ““B. A.”
written after the name of a graduate from,
say Acadia Coliege, represent the same de-
gree of success as the same letters written
after the name of a graduate of Dalhousie
College. They may mean more, they may
mean lees, or they may mean substantially
the same. Uniformity of examinations pre-
supposes & nniformity of courses of study.
At present it is the boast of each college in
the proviace that its Arte course in some re-
spect excels that of every other provincial
college, but if an arrangement is reached by
all the colleges for holding uniform examina-
tions in those subjects of study common to

&, then first the course ot study must be un-
ified. The comparative stauding of our col-
leges would then depend very largely apon
the instructive capacity of the professors.
A farther step to complete this scheme
would be an arrangement to place the ex-
amination papers of the students of all the
colfeges in the hands of a board of examiners,
independent of any college, in order that a

“uniformity of credit for the work done and
merit displayed might be obtained. The
coarpes of study in all our colleges are excel-
lent, but s{udents who enter these colleges
are first graduates of our high schools, and

" _the course of study ib the high schools is the
same throughout the province, so that if the
closing examination of the high school course
were ¢quivalent to the Arts matriculation ex-
amigation of the colleges, and the Arta cour-
_ ges in the various colleges similar, the schdol

‘boy would lose no time in changing from the

igh chool to the college, and would not be
d by doubts as to which college con-
be broadest and most comprehensive

Mr. James Pennington, the secretary of
the above mentioned company is in town in
connection with the sale of hard and soft
wood staves, patent coiled hoops and head-
ing manufactured at Lequille. Mr, Pen-
nington showed us some sample hoops coiled
at the mill at Lequille, made of birch, and
some hard wood staves that do credit to the
company. There is no doubt that the new
hard wood barrel is fast superseding the
soft wood one in many parts of Nova Scotia.
Mr. W. H. Chase, of Wolfville, our largest
shipper, stated to Mr. Penniogton that he
intended in the coming season to ship all his
potatoes and apples in hard wood barrels.
Legislation is about being obtained to make
the apple barrel uniform in size for the
whole Dominion. The stave is to be 30
inches, head, 17 inches, bilge 19 inches and
to measure 27 inches inside the head. The
barrel will contain about half a peck more
than our ordinary barrel. Mr. Pennington is
soliciting orders for all kinds of cooperage
stock and being an enterprise commenced
in our own county where lhunent coiled
hoop has been successfully made for the first
time, we wish the company every auccees.
The sugar refinery at Halifax have already
taken 5 car loads of the company’s hoops.
