PROCLAMATION,
By the Right Worshipful the Grand Master of 

British North America, Jomr Flannigan,
Esq., to his companions and brethren. 
Greeting : . \

AFTER mature deliberation and after consul­
tation with his official brethren with 

whom he has taken a calm survey of events as 
they are now presented to the public, ajid in 
consideration of the proceedings had imiigh 
place”, the Right Worshipful the Grand Master 
to take this step »s the conviction that every 
eff 'rt should be made» to effect a union of the 
Brethren, and that all minor consideration shonld 
be laid aside to effect that great object. Inas­
much as the Brethren unhappily now in con- 
ection fwith the adverse Grand Lodge will h <ld 
their annual meeting at a distance from the 
place at which the Grand Lodge will assemble, 
and as on that account all negotiations must 
meet more or less interruption and embarrass 
m^nt it is deemed advisable that an emerven" 
meeting shonld be held to devise means by which 
all such diffi nlties mav be obviated and the 
great object «o much desired by all true Orange­
men honorably accomplished.

In the opinion of the R .W„ the Grand Master 
no one can doubt the necessity that this double 
administration of affairs should ceise Tt has 
alreadv been attended with set-nus evils a~d, 
if continued, will render the institution itself 
perfectly inactive and inefficient. It i« no perio1 
now for dismissing who is rightor who is wrong, 
but the welfare of the whole demands mutual 
and immediate concessions, such concession* 
as will convince the world that as a brotherhood 
Orangemen have means hy which to settle their 
unhappy differences. He who was for y»ars 
the acknowleged bead of vour order retired from 
the high position to which his Brethren had 
elected him, hoping thereby to bring ns the bles­
sings of peace and union, and the R. W., the 
Grand Master, hopes that the example *o hon­
ourably set will be followed hy the Brethren 
gennerally. For himself, the R* W.„ the Grand 
Master declares he never bad any de«ires to be 
placed where the too favourable oninion ef bis 
Brethren placed him. H>s only object was to 
serve and be useful to the order, and while now 
ready as ever to maintain the integrity and rights 
of the Order with his property and bis existence.
He will cheerfully join xfith bis Brethren in ma­
king any sacrifice consistent with the dignity 
of the assoesatiun whiflti its general interests 
may demand •

Movements are afloat, which, more, or less, 
must affect the Protestant constitution of the 
As'ocation. and therefore in the opinion of the 
R. W. the Grand Master it is necessary that the 
origional postion of the order should b^ restored 
and maintained in an energetice condition. If, 
after mature deliberation and consul taion the 
order is of opinion that the movements of the, 
day are adverse to tho~e great protestant princi­
ples, to maintain which the Brethren are hound 
together, then, in the opinion of the R. W. the 
Grand Master, that order should place itself in 
front of battle and stoutly and resolutely oppose 
the same.

But if the convictions of the Brethren are 
such that they recognize in the movements of 
the day and in the questions propounded sup­
port for those principles of civil and religions 
liberty which they are bound to maintain, and 
which, impared roust produce their ruin and 
overthrow, then, in the opinion of the R. W. the 
Grand Master, the brethren should endeavour 
by all constitutional means to carry out those 
undertakings by again placing themselves at 
the bead of the movement.

It signifies nothing that a temporary cessation 
of aggressive movements be brought about—if 
there be cause for action on the part the order 
—if it be conceived that attempts are made or 
making to betray the interests and principles 
of the order to its opponents, then tne emergen­
cy arises which must untie Orangemen to seek 
to obtain a voice where opinions, tell and where 
principle must ultimately triumph. But distract­
ed as the order now is before the public, althoug 
its members are perfectly convinced of each 
others private sentiments, opinions, and feelings, 
they are incapable of effecting any good, and 
cannot resist the phalanx of their opponents.
This disorder, this sad disorganization, requires 
speedy attention, unless it. he desired that the 
gangrene of desired should effect the permanent 
division of the order. ‘p

Dissimulation should never be emplove<j/bv 
the order, nor does the R. W. the Grand Master 
mean to intimate tiret it ha* been, but tie puts 
forward these statements that all mav know we 
that when Orangemen avow their undertakng* 
they will stand by them, and whether affirming 
or opposing a principle the resolution to succeed 
will be equally evident and e'ear, and be reallv 
and sincerely believes that, on the reunion, 
remodeling and re-orgaization under one head, 
the entire prosperity of the order depends, 
^traigbtforwa-d and lofty principles will con­
duce to this desirable end, while selfishness and 
unworthy ambition must lead to ruin and defeat- 

The R. W. the Grend Masters begs to call the 
attention of the Brethren to the fact that the 
Grand Lodge has, ever since these deplorab’e 
differences arose, used best endeavours to 
reconcile them, and has been always ready to 
lay aside any minor considerations of its own 
position to effeet this object.

While thus expressing his convictions more 
immediately to'th^se who, as ip duty bound, 
have faithfuVy adhered to what they believe to 
be the legitimate authority of the institution, 
the R. W. the Grand Masters also earnestly ap­
peals to that high sense of duty and honor which 
has always been characteristic of all true Or­
angemen, whether they have for the time being 
been in connection with the proper authorities 
of institution or not, and he ie confident that all 
who are sincerely desirons of maintaining intact 
the integrity and purity of the order, will, in 
the present emergency, heartily join with, him 
in lying aside all minor deferences and meeting 
any concession that the Grand Lodge may be 
willing to make in their spirit in which they 
are offered, and will on their fart have no hesi­
tation in making such concessions as the mu­
tual intrestg of all parties may require.

Wherefore in the opinion of the R. W. the 
Grand Masters, much consultation is required to 
remove obstacles and embarrassments which

BY GEORGE M. WORTABKT.

The author of this book is an Armenian 
—the son of one of the earliest disciples of 
the American mission in Syria. The mis- 

.e-?sion xvas established at Beyrout in 1823 ; 
but in 1828 the missionaries were obliged 
for a time to relinqu:sh the field of their 
labours. They were accompanied to Malta 
by two American ecclesiastics, one of 
whom was the senior Mr. Wortabet. “ My 
father,” says our author, u soon afterwards 
returned to Beyrout, where he laboured 
single-handed for some time, but meeting 
with great opposition, he was induced by 
his friends to remove to Sidon. In this 
town he opened a small retail shop, which 
prospered vastly. The shop had soon to be 
changed to the store ; the retail merchant 
soon became a wholesale merchant. In his 
prosperity, said the missionary records, he 
never lost sight of the giver of good things; 
and up to the time of his death, which oc­
curred on the 10th of September, 1832, he 
never failed to direct the attention of his 
customers to the only Mediator between 
God and man.” Mr. Gregory M. Wortabet 
appears to have been born at Sidon 
1829, and his infant years were spent 
there. In 1836, the missionary, Mr. Thom­
son, opened a boarding-school at Beyrout. 
Our author was one of the first six pupils ad­
mitted, and he remained under-the teach­
ers who'were in succession -'placed at its 
head till 1843. In that year he made a 
tour to Jerusalem and Hebron. He has 
since travelled in Great Britain and Ame­
rica. He re-visited his native country in 
the early part of 1855, and the result is the 
two volumes now before us. These facts 

have gleaned from Mr. Wortabet’s 
book, but we have found in it no indication 
of his condition or pursuits in life. He 
shows the Turks no favour. Twenty-five 
years ago Beyrout was Oriental,—now it iX 
European. Though the shopkeeper sits, 
cross-legged, smooking his chibouk, or in­
haling from nargeele, the goods at his feet 
are Western manufacture. But the method 
of sale is purely Eastern :—

HOW THEY DO BUSINESS IN BEYROUT.

“ A shopkeeper comes to buy a bale of 
goods from the merchant ; he is accom­
panied by a broker. The merchant, un­
derstanding the abject of their visit, invites 
them with all the compliments of the East 
to be seated, and despatches his servant to 
fetch them pipes and coffee from a neigh­
bouring cafe (these are found in every 
street). See the broker now approach the 
merchant and whisper to hinv—they whis­
per—their faces serving as an index to 
what is going on between them. The 
broker now returns to the shopkeeper, and 
whispers to him, as he did to the merchant; 
he goes and comes between them till he 
has brought them near to each other’s 
mark. All this time not an audible word 
is uttered, and looking upon the merchant 
and the shopkeeper, you would suppose 
they were bent upon out-smoking each 
other. Having come near to the point, the 
broker drags the shopkeeper to the mer­
chant, and noltns volens, links their hands 
in each other’s grasp ; he, at the same 
time, holding their hands within i‘s own, 
lest they should be separated, in which case 
the sale is supposed not to be legal. He 
now calls upon the merchant to make the 
sale, or, as in the Arabic, ‘ to make the 
tale a blessing to the purchaser, at twenty 
piastres the piece.‘ No !’ grunts the mer­
chant. He wasn’t twenty-one piastres, and 
draws his hand back in token that he will 
not sell at that price. The ever-ready 
broker joins them again, whispers some­
thing to both, and finally screams aloud, 
< Cut the difference, and let the price be 
twenty piastres and a half.’ This being 
agreed to, the broker again calls upon the 
merchant to make the sale. This he does 
in this wise j while the hands of merchant 
and shopkeeper are grasped the broker ut­
ter! the finale, * Ala unaf bets he stops 
te breithe. *Ala Aus? here he souths.
‘Atoirii1 here he tup», and the

j made by a silent but hearty shake of the 
j hand.”

A VILLAGE OF ROBBERS.

“At last we reached Djenin, just as the 
sun .once more made its appearance. I 
looked at my watch, it was half-past twelve, 
three hours and a half after leaving Naza­
reth. I at once called on the governor, and 
asked him to provide me with a room.-— 
This he did, and for which I was to pay 
three piastre's, or about sixpence for the 
night. The roohi was in a house situated 
about the centre of the village, and was at­
tached to two other rooms, where resided 
two families, each occupying one. This 
room, it seems,was left uninhabited,for the 
sake of being let out to wayfarers. Imme­
diately before it was a small shed for the 
horses. I went there ; but imagine my 
surprise when I found that I was followed 
by eight stalwart persons armed wi'.h guns 
and pistols. I asked Hassan what they 
wanted, and he told me that the governor 
had sent then! to guard the house, for the 

ire ereat thieves. * And where ard 
laid I. * Four of them will 

-, Jtk- WÎIÎT4 ire/ and four with 
the horse*,’ responded Hassan. ‘ But that 
will not do,’ said I. * It is necessary, ne­
vertheless,’ anwered Hassan ; ‘ otherwise, 
you will most assuredly be robbed.’ ‘But 
who is to pay them ? ’ again asked I.— < 
Leave that to rae,’ said Hassan, * I will 

take care that you pay nothing ; but by all 
means let them stop with us, otherwise I 
will not answer for the results.’ I had 
nothing to do but acquiesce, seeing it was 
useless to argue with Hassan ; the more so, 
as he seemed determined to have them, 
which proved to me that there was some­
thing very doubtful about this village in his 
Imperial Majesty’s dominions. And so it 
is ; we Have now come on robber-ground, 
Djenin is famous for its pilfering propensi­
ties ; and the traveller is most earnestly 
cautioned against it. The girl who. was 
engaged in cooking was a young wife. 
Near her sat her mother, a ' woman 
of, I suppose, forty years of age. Both of 
them were squatted near the fire, with a 
large basket of cotton, which they were 
cleaning. On seeing me epter, they rose 
up and greeted me. Khalil now brought 
me my camp stool, and I sat down and 
helped them, ’alking with them on different 
subjects. In the interval a little urchin 
whom f had omitted to introduce, went off, 
and shorly afterwards returned, accompa­
nied by two pleasant looking dames — 
On seeing me they blushed and stopped ; 
but being encouraged by the greeting of 
the hostess and he»- mother, they muttered 
forth the never-failing Allah Makom ; and 
after exchaing kisses with the family, sat 
down by the young wife. I afterwards 
reart that they were friends of the family, 
and had been invited to see me, just as m 
the west friends were invited to meet me at 
a dinner or a tea pany. < Surely,’ thought 
I, ‘ even here, in the very strong-hold of 
robbers, the milk of human nature runs the 
same as it does all over the world.’ .1 was 
encouraged, and asked them why the peo­
ple of the village were not more honest in 
their callings. On which they immediate­
ly answered- ‘.0 no, sir ! It is not this vil­
lage which plunder-* travellers,it is Abatia.’
< But.’ said 1, ‘ the very fact that these 
guards’ are here is a proof that neither -my 
property nor mv life are safe ; and yet I 

‘‘can baldly think you would murder rae for 
a triffe,’ ‘ St iffened be that arm that would 
be stretched out to harm you ! ’ was their 
spontaneous ejaculation. Hereupon one of 
th^guaj-ds exclainied from outside—( Be­
lieve them not, y a Kawadga ; they will 
murder you for five paras ’ (equivalent to 
an English farthing).”

THE BRIDE IN DAMASCUS.

“ She' was a tall graceful girl, of"about 
sixteen years of age, of a fair complexion, 
black eyes and black hair ; she wore a 
graceful Gimbaz (gown) which fell lower 
than her feet to the clogs ; her waist was 
encircled by a rich Cashmere shawl, fal­
ling negligently and vloose’y, over which 
she wore a black jacket, richly embroider­
ed with gold ; whilst her black hair fell 
floating on her shoulders, to which were 
attached sundry pieces of gold, giving a 
peculiar tint to the lustre of her hair. The 
jacket was short, and -tame only as far as 
the waist, whilst at the arms, it reached no 
further than the elbow, so as to give room 
to the sleeves of the wide gimbaz to fall 
back and show an arm of peculiar fairness 
and beauty ; on the wrist was clasped a 
bracelet, which rather deducted from the 
beauty of that. arm. Around her neck she 
wore an akd, a sort of chain which fell from 
her neck, and was concealed in her bosom 
by ample folds of muslin ; her feet were 
encased in white stockings, over which she 
wore a yd low slipper, edged with tinsels 
of gold ; this she slipped into the clogs, 
which were about eight inches from, the 
ground. Her head was covered with a 
small turban, studded with Gold and Dia­
monds ; immediately over the brow came 
the saffeea, gold pieces, generally the val­
ue of twenty piastres, stuck?, near each oth­
er, from one ear to the other, which mingle 
with the hair and appear like a golden 
wreath. He took supper with the family 
of the bride, and during the evening, many 
of her friends came in. Those who knew 
me personally, embraced me, and saluted 
me with a kiss on each cheek, and then 
kissed me on the left shoulder ; this is the 
custom. Strangers to me simply bowed and 
placed their hands on their head, then on 
their mouths, then on their forehead ; a very 
genteel way of saluting. Placing the hand 
on the heart will remind the reader of the 
seat of affections ; on the lips, the kiss of 
love : en the forehead, esteem and respect; 
thus affection, love and respect are com­
bined in the salutation of a Syrian. As 
soon as any stranger came in, we all rose 
up to meet him, salute him, and pressed 
on him the best seat, which is generally the 
farthest from the door. As some of these 
gentlemen who came list brought their 
wives with theçi, three or four had infante 
in their arms', it was resolved much to my 
regret, that thq ladies should adjourn to 
another room,which was immediately done.

THE LADLES AT THEIR PIPES.

« On entering the room, 1 saw a group of 
about twenty young ladies, and three or 
four more advanced in life, sitting care­
lessly and negligently in one corner of the 
room, smoking their pipes and nargeeles ; 
whilst a few boys of robust constitution and 
fair complexion gathered round the man- 
gal.
