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Right Rev. William White, D. D.—He is a
native of Philadelphia, born March 24, 1747; the son
of Thomas White, a native of London, who migra-
ted to America in early youth. [In his infancy he was
impressed with serious views of religion by a pious
mother; was educaled at Philadelphia; in the year
1165, graduated at the College there; was led, by the
extravagances of Whitfield, to 2 careful examination
of Church doctrine and discipline; studied theology;
wasadmitted, by Dr. Terrick, Bishop of London, to
Deacons’ Orders in October, 1770, and by Dr, Young,
Bishop of Norwich, to Priests’ Orders, io April, 1772,
During his residence in England he visited many of
the most interesting parts of the country, and had
occasional interviews with celebrated men, such as
Bishop Lowth, of London, Dr. Keonicott, Dr.. Sa-
muel Johnson, and Dr. Goldsmith, On his return to
Philadelphia, Sept. 1772, he was settled as an Assist-
ant Mioister of Christ Church and St. Peter’s ; and, a
fow years after, he was chosen Rector of these Church-
es. During the revolutionary war he wasa friend of
Washington and his sssociates, and was elected Chap-
lain to Congress, at Yorktown, 1777. Atone time he
was the only Episcopal clergyman in Pennsylvania.
In the year 1784,8 meeting was held at his house,
to organize the Protestant Episcopal Church in the
United States. This meeting led to the call of a con-
vention of delegates, and the final union of all the
Episcopal congregations in our country. Dr. White
presided at the first Convention; and the Constitution
of the Chureh was written by him. As Bishop elect
of the Diocese of Pennsylvaunia, he soon proceeded to
England for Bishops’ Orders, and was consecrated by
the Archbishop of Canterbury, Dr. Moore, sssisted
by Archbishop Markhsm, of York, and Bishops Moss
and Hinchliffe. On Easter-day, 1787, he was again
in the United States; and be then commenced the Ja«
bors of an Episcopate, which has now contioued more
thaa 49 years. His chief publications are, Memoirs
of the Protestant Episcopal Church; Comparative
Yiews of the Controversy between the Calvinists and
Arminians; Lectures on the Catechism; and, Commens
taries on the Ordination Services. All our 26 bishops,
consecrated in America, (excepting only Bishop Clag-
gett, who received the episcopate from Bishop Pro-
voost,) have beeo cousecrated by Bishop White. He
has been present at every one of our Grneral Conven.
tions, and is now in the 50th year of his episcopate,
the 66th of his minixtry, and the 90th of bis good old
age, the pride and ornament of the American Church.

I desire to have peace
with God, and | possess the peace of God which pass-
ath all understanding.
