Prasaxts’ Wanr v Gancla—According to
a \ienna correspondent there have heen
serious riots in Galicia, whero the peasants
have been gathered together and invading
tho woods and lands of the larger proprio-
tors. Ever since tho abolition of the lobot
in 1848 tho peasant in Galicia (like tho ne.
groes in the Southern States of America)
have clung to theiden that the lands, and
move especially the woods, of their former
masters ought to be divided among them:,
Near Mosciska, in the circle of Przomysl, as
many as 4000 peasants were collected,
and to have given regular battle to a mili-
tary force of 150 infantry and a squadron of
hussnrs, Thoy were, however, soon dis
persed, and ifcd in all directions, leaving
u good many prisoners and several badly
wounded men in the hands of the soldicrs,
Of course the disturbance is attributed to
the influence of Russian emissaries, and
at the house of a village mayor near Mosciska
a pamphlet lms been discovered in the Ru-
thenc dinlect, called Szezo je Austrya !
(*‘Where is Austrin?'’) in which the stato of
the peasantry in Galicinis described as most
miserable, and contrasted with that of their
happy brethren in the kingdom of Poland
and Russia.
