sud ultimately took the bones to Mr, Jackson,
in whose possession, it is presumed, they were
at the time Mr. Walker wrote.—The Living

SERVICE OF RECONCILIATION.

It is not very often that a peritential and a
jabilant service take places in the same building
within three hours of each other, This however,
was the case at St. Paul’s Cathedral, London,
Eong., on Oct. 13th, where at the usnal 4 o’clock
Evensong a humble service of recongiliation
was held, and at ceven & thanksgiving service
for the ingathering of the haivest, Quar readors

- are doubtless acquainted with the melancholy
circumstance which made tho first-named ser-
vice a ncceesity, but at ihe time we went to
proes last week it was not known what course
would be pursaed to purge the Cathedral from

the taint of blood, In order to settle the
quesiion the Dean and Chspter of 8t. Paul's
addressed & petition to the Bishop of Liondon,
arking him to * exempt and reconcile the said
Cathedral church from all canonfeal irpedi-
ments,” &c. The Bichop immediately ox-
pressed his complianoe with the request, and
on Monday his lordship, being the only person
who could pronounce the sentence of roconailia
tion, attended in person. There was a very full
ohoir, and several of the clergy and canons
preceded his ontranco. The prayers wero sung
by the Rev. Dr, Sparrow Simpson, and the
Losgons were read by tho Rev. C. M. Koelly,
mingr oanon, whose foot stumbled, causing
bhim to fall, after reading the second Lerson,
No additions or alterations were made, and by
one of thore remarkable coincidences which
have beon so frequently observed in the reoita-
tion of the Pealtor, the first of the Paalms for
the day—the pirty-ninth—was 28 appropriste
to the thoughts uppermost in each worshippers
mind a8 any tbat could have been selacted.
After the anthem, '* Hear, O Lord, and have
merap"” (Goes), had been sung, the Bishop,
spesking from tho Deun's stall, bogan by say~
ing, “ My brethron, God allowed, recently, a
very sad sight to be witnessed in this Cathedral.
An unhsppy 1 &1, who has since been declared
by a jury of his countrymen to have been
of uneound mind, committed suicide by shoot
ing himself” He went on to speak of the
aucient custom of the Churoh whioh laid upon
the Bighop of the diceese the duty of assisting
in removing from tho esored edifice the taint o!
bloodshed, adding that, though individually
esch one prosent might be presamed to be free
of guilt or participation in the self murder of
the unfortunate man, yet all aliko are partakers
of the general sin, which he inherited, and it
was fitting therefore, that all should sckuow-
ledge their unworthiness and fee! the more
decply the orimeitscli. The Dean and Chapter
had formally petitioned him to pronounce &
sontenco of reoonciliation, and aocordinzly he
“commarded thut their appoul should be read.
At theso words Mr. Lee, the Chaptor olerk, in
wig, gown, ard bunds, stepped forward, and,
stapding st the rails beforo the choir, read the
petition, whioh, in the quaint phraseology of
Usnon Law, stated the dato of the orime, and
the finding of the jury, and demanded tbast the
canonioal-impedimunt sttaching to a ssnotuary
polluted or defiled by bloodshed or gelf- murder
might be removed. The Bighop then advanced,
aocompanied by his chaplain, to the altar,

which was draped only in deep orimeon, and
bore neither lights nor flowers, Here, with
the lJight only of s single waxen taper falling
npon bis face and book. he kuelt while the
Litany was monotoned. After this, the Miserere
was sung. thn alternative verses being taken by
the Rev. W. Russell and the choir, with solemn
and beantifal effect, as every worshipper under
the half.lit dome knelt with bowed hesads.
There was a brief pause ere the Bishop rose,
and standing in the misty gloom, upon the
altar steps, recited the sentences in the Com.-
mination Service, the choir and-congregation
joining to make the responses. The Collect
from the same office, asking pardon for them
“ whose ¢onmociences by sin are accused,” and
the prayer and confession following were next
offered by the Bishop, who then said. ‘ Let
the Sentences of Reconciliation now be read,”
and Mr. Lee again came to the choir rails, and
read as follows :—

In the name of God, Amen,

Whereas it has beon represented unto us, the
Right Hon. and Right Rev, Father in God
Frederick, by Divine permission Lord Bishop
of London, by & petition under the common
geal of the Dean and Chapter of the Cathedral
Church of St. Panl in London, that daring the
performance of Diviae service in tho said Cathe.
dral Church of St, Panl on Sanday, the 28th
day of Scptember last, one Elwnrd Esston
committed suicide in the said Cathedral Chursh
by shooting himself with a revolver, as would
appear by the records of the Coromer of the
City of London, before whom an inquest was
held on the-1st Ootober inst. as to the oanse of
death, and & verdiot returned of “Suicide
whilst temporarily insape,” That the said
Dean and Chapter were advised that the sacred
edifice of the said Cathedral Church bad been
by such act of eelf murder and by the blood-
shedding conerquent thoreupon polluted and
defiled, and that it wastherefore necessary that
we should exempt and reconcile the said Catbe-
dral Church from ail canonical impediment
and from every profanation contracted and
inourred in consequence of such act of snicide
and blood-shedding by a Sentence of Recon-
oilistion, and by an appropriate religious ser-
vice. And whereas the said petitioners have
humbly besought us to be pleased to pronounce
wuoh Sentence of Reconciliation, aud to perform
gervice within the said Cathedral Churoh as
may be required by the ecclesiastical laws or
may to us seem meet and suitable; Therofore
Wo, the said Frederick, Liord Bishop of Liondon,
do, by virtne of and in exercise of our Epias
copal aathority, hereby pronounce, decree, and
deolare, the said Cathedral Church to be exsmpt
and roconciled from all Canonical impediment
and from every profanation contracted and in.
curred by or through the afuresaid acts of
suicide and blood-shedding for ever, by this Qur
definitive Sentence or final decree, which we
give and promulge by these presents,

Mr. Leo oarried the document he had read to
the Cbaplain, who handed it to the Bishcp,
who sffixod his sigoature to it, and aiter the
final blessing had been pronounced, the strange
offive, g0 soidom heard, was at an end.—Church
Review.
