) DRAINING.

To drain a depression in a field, where a clayey
or hand.pan subscil prevents the ginking of rain
water, and the lay of the land is unfavorable fer or-
dinary metbods of brainage, first dig a bole as if for
& well through the impervions stratnm at the -bot-
tom of the hollow; fill it up to the brim with refase
stones, remove the excavated earth 50 as to allow
the surfac water free access to the pit,and standing
water will never injure the grass or grain crop ‘in
that part of the fielb,

SOOT TEA FOR ROSES.

Get some soot frhm a chimney or stove where
wood i ueed for fuel, put it inte an old pitcher,
and pout hot water upon it. When cool use it to
water your plants every few days. When it is all
used, fill up the pitoher again with hot water.
‘Phe affect upon plants, especially upon roses that
have almost hopelessly deteriorated, is wonderful
in probucing & rapid growth of thrifty shoots, with
large, thirk feaves, and a great number of richly
tinted roses. Naver despaiz of a decayad rose bosh
untiil this has been tried.

GRADE TIGS,

Grade Piga are preferable te any pure bred for the
farmer. As & rule, it will be found a mistake for a
farmer to keep pure bred animals except males to
produce grades. High-bred animals are nearly
always smaller and more finely organized than their
grade progeny. Their greater valoe censists in
producing an improved progeny from our common
stock, Tbis is large size, and every way more val-
uable for the market or for home use than the pure
bred size would bave been, In no kind of stock is
this fact more manifest than with swine. No mat-
ter what kind of breed of pigs is kept, this rule will
hold good.

MANAGEMENT OF HOUSE PLANTS.
In the management of house plants there are three
great obstacles: the green fly, red spider, and
uneven temperature.’ To expel the first, place a
handful of tobacco stems on a vessel of burning
coals, over night, with the room closed. Repeated
occasfonaly, it will be the end of them. Or,
simpler, cover with a sheet, and smoke the tobacco
under it. The red splder comes when there istoo
mnch heat and too little water. Place the pot on
its side and syringe with cold water, washing the
under side of the leaves. As for temperaturd, letit
range from 45 to 65 degtees; 40 degrees by night
and 50 degrees by day would be better,

WOOD ASHES,

Wood-arhes are doubtless excellent for orchards,
but instead of belng put around the trees they
should be spread over the whole land. But where
are the ashes to come from in this region? We
have litle or no wood, and of course little or no
ashes, In our limited experience we have learned
one thing In regard to orchards ag well as frait-
tree of every kind that we have cultivated, and we
believe the principle can be applied pretty much to
everything that grows upon the earth, which is that
the application of manure benefits them all,
Ground occopied by fruit trees should be manured
as liberally as are other portious of the land used
for the raising of wheat and corn. It iathe neglect
to do so, in cnnection withthe general negligence
with which orchatds are treated in many sections,
that makes them unprofitable and to be worn out
prematurely, And as tfo the kind of manure with
which orchards ought to be treated : While any
kind, almost without exception, will prove of
advantage, there is none in the wotld to be
compared to stable or barn-yard manure, A liberal
application of this only every third year, with
careful pruning, ecraping aod washing of the
trunks of tie trees, will make a prodigious change
in an orchard. This top-dressing can be applied at
any time when the grourd is not frozen, and, if not
bestowed in too heavy lumps so as to injure the
(orcbard) grass, will yield, ia addition fo the frait,
a couple of tons of good hay. We have known
three full crops of grass to be cut from one orchard.
~—QGermantown Telegraph,

RENOVATING WORN-OUT GRASSLANDS.

The importance of preserving such an amount of
vegetable matter in the inverted sod, in order to
supply, a8 soon as may be, that material which is
go much needed in our soils, will be apparent to all.
The theory entertalned and praticed by many farm-
ers for years past, to let the inverted sod remain
without belng disturbed in the subsequent cnlitiva-
tion of the land, and to re-seed as soon ag practic-
able, I believe to be correct, and I also believe ic is
the surest and quickest method of renovating our
exhausted soils. When I commenced plowing my
grass-lands ently in the fall, and seeding them down
agrin, 1 found two objections to that method. One
was, that the grass would winter-kill in places;
the other, that I could mow sow clover seed, as I
wonted to. 1 also learned from this experiment,
that where grass sced was sown on the wiater-killed
places, in the spring, the grass was a8 good and as
ripe wheu it was cut a8 where the seed was sown in
the fall. I then tried the method of fitting my
land, and sowing the grass sced just before the
ground froze o : the snow came, so that it wonld not
start w1l spring, In this way I avoided the winter
killing of the grags. In both of these ways of aved-
ing I have always obtained good crops of grass, For
a number of years past I have sown grass seed only
in the spring. Oa such land as L wish to seed
down without grain, I fit my land in the fal], if I
can, as that saves valuable time in the spring; but
if I do not have time to perform the work in the
fall, I fit the Jand as early as possible in the spring,
thenr sowing the seed. On all lands that I seed
down I finish working the land before the seed is
sown, never covering tho sced. ' I {hink where grass
seed is harrowed, raked, or bushed in, much of the
seed is covered sp deep that it mever comes up.
Many persons think that grass seed sown in the
gpring will not make a crop of hay the first season,
and that it requires two seasons to do it.  This is
anetror. On all the lands that I have sown with
grass seed inthe spring, the grass has been ripe
enough to cutin from ten to-twelve weeks from the
time- the seed . was sown, while I ipvariably get

occupied with grass, thus ~preventing the growth
of the weeds ; also giviog a larger yleld, with better
quslity of grass, while forming a thicker tusf to be
turned under, for the enrichment of the soil when
the land is agnin plowed.. On lands which I bave
séeded in this way, the ficat crop of hay. has aver-
aged two tons per acre, while the gecond yearI
usuallygot two crops, nggregating, at lenst, four
tons per acre. It i3 well known that on our cul-
tivated fie;ds, as the vegotable matter becomes ex-
hausted, the soil packs down and becomes kard;
hencs, the crops suffer from dry weather. In
plowing grras-lands, if tha turf is turned under, and,
remains without being disturbed, it keep. the soil
from packing 1t facilitates the freeentrance ofalr and.
water enters to a great depth, thereby benefiting the-
crops to. a- greater extent Apother advantage. is:
that, when our lauds need it we can wark them over,
.mora rapidly and more frcq eatly. I my experi-
ence I have found that-the same amount of labor
and. mapure applied to the land in this way, will
produce better creps of bay, and that ths land will
ot néed to be plowed so0. soon again aa under the
old method of $reatment ; and, finslly, the fertili y
