The Foman Catholic Bishops met on the
29th of June at Maynuoth. Resolutions were
sdopted expressing thanks to the clvilized
world generally for thelr donations for the
rellef of Irish distress,and expressing regret
that the late Government had nofsccededto
the request made by the bishops in October
last for the establishment of reproductive
worke, The bishopsalso expressed their sym-
pathy with the people in their eftorts to ob.
tain a reform of the land laws, and, at the
same time, a hope and trust that the people
would not do anything contrary to the princi-
ples of eternal justice—Cork Heruld, .

Tes RoraL Corx CiTv ARTILLERY MiLTiA.
This regiment was disembodied on 26th June
at Kinsale. Asmany hs 380 men answered
the trompet callat eleven o'clock: they were
played some distunce by the band of the re-
gimen:, and weremet oy the Band of the 5th
a short way from the ratlway station, whither
the band of the gallant corps then played
them The men were accompanied to the
statfon Ly Captain Mundy, the Adjutant, and
the mptainsand otherofficers of the regiment,
who saw them off by a special train at 12
o'clock. The arrangements and accommoda-
tior made by the railway manager were most
satisfactory and complete. The conduct of
the moen were excellent while they were un~
der trajning. On Monday, the 28th inst., the
West Cork Artillery will be embodied.

Oz 25th of June, at midnight, about six hun-.
dred members of religions fraternities and
others left Limerick, which was densely
crowded by thousarnds anxious to witness the
novel proceeding. The pilgrima were accom-
panied by the Rer. Father O'Shaughnessy,
vurate of St. Michael's, as spiritual director,
he having obtained the coumsent of the Rev.
Doctor Butler, Roman Catholic bishop, the
Bedemptorist Fathers who lead the confra-
tornities not being able to accompany the
pilgrims, as contrary to the rules of the order.
T'he train Was a very long one, consisting of
aboni twenty carriagesall filled with the pas-
sengers, who were accompanied by the band
of the Boy's Industrial 8chool. As the train
mived off the pilgrims were loudly cheered
by the vast assembly, when they began sing-
ing hymns specially prepared for the occasion.

There was again last week a falling off in
the number of emigrants leaving Dublin for
Liverpool en route for the United States, as
compared with the previous six days,
when considerably lesg than 300 persons went
away. Itis now saidthat no further emigra-
tion on an extensive scale will take place
from the West of Ireland until at least the
tall of the year, when the nature of this yegs's
crops will bedetermined. Of the departures
last week, numbering less than 200, they were
nearly all from Mayo, Sligo, and Leitriam, aud
were, as usual, of the agricultural class, pret-
ty equally divided between young women
and mep, and most of them were praceeding
to join 1elatives in the States. For the past
couple of days there has been an extraordi-
nary exodus of Connaught barvestmen from
the North Wall to Ecgland, on Friday aad
Saturday not fewer than 5,000 going across,
and during the present week it is expected
they will leave Dublin for English agricul-
tural districts at the rate ot a thousand each
evening.

Newry has been once more the scens of riot-
ing of a disgraceful character. The 28h ofJune
was fixed apon by the members of the Pound
street band—all Roman Catholics—for their
annual excursivn, and before starting Consta-
ble Dudy advised them not to drive through
somme streets principally inhabited by Protes-
tants, but the advice was not taken. At the
head ot Talbot street one of the occupants of
the first break fired a pistol, and stone
throwing ut once commenced between the
rival parties., Had it not been for the inter-
positition of the constabulary there would
havre been bad work, but no person was injured
80 faras could be learned. In the evening,
acting on the advice of Mr. John Cunning-
harm, the band returned to their homes by a
difterent route, and a collision was averted.
Shortly afterwards & number of young peo-
plo, boys aud girls, sallied out, and stone-
throwing ¢ 1nmenced. The windows ot sev-
eral houses, principally occnpied by Protes-
tants, were smashed, and in o short thne Con-
lin street was in o ferment. Mr. McCullagh,
R. M., and all the available police were on
she scene. It was close ten o'clock when
quiet was restored to the neighborhood. Some
arrests were made,

Judge Ormsby bhad bstore bim, in tke Land
Comrt, on 28th of June, a case presenting
somewbat peculiar features. 1t arose out of
a claim made by one Samuel Ralph to be paid
£600, being the amount of 20 years’ annuity
alleged to be dne to him. if appeared from
his own statement that in 1825, while a boy.
Ralph left Trim for America, where he
remaioed for some years. He spent a
considerable portion of his time in Canada
also. In the same year -as Ralph left for
America a man named Willlam Beckett died
in this country, and left an annuity of £30
to his daughter Frances and her representa—
tive. Ralph alleges that his mother Fanny
was the daughter of Wm. Beckett, but that
he never heard anything about the annuity
until be accidently met his sister in America
many years after he had gons there, and gs-
certained the fact from her. He alleges that he
then wrote over to the sisters in Dublin, mak-
jog inquiries about the ancuity, but that he
never received any reply, and that being too
poor himself he was unable to take steps to
assert his rights until a nephew of his had re-
cently taken the case in bands for him. Af-
ter Beckett's death his property was sold in
the Lauded Estates Court, and Mr, J. T.
Hinds, solicitor, was appointed agent to the
purchaser, who it was now sought to hold re-
sponsible for the payment of the anuuity to
the claiment. The case for the purchaser is
that the annuity was regularly paid to Samuel
RBalph ap to the period of his' death in June

1846, and that in 1847 the portion due was
paid to his administrators, so that the point
which Judge Ormeby will be practically called
upon to decide will have reference ta the
jdentity of the present applicant. A large
number of witnesses, including many spe-
cially brought over from Awerica, will be ex-

emined in the case.. The matter came before-

" the court on Monday on a motion to adjourn

Thus Reuter teiegrapha:—¢ The claim of
the Roman Catholic bishops in England to
exercise jurlsdictlon over rellgious bodies
will be discussed to-morrow by the Congre-
gation of Cuardinals, in presence of the Pope,
when a definite decision 1a expected to be
taken.” The thing has been contradicted
over and over, but Reuter sticks to it with
characteristic tenacity. He is incorrigible.

The Soclety of Jesus is about to establish
novitiates in England and in Jersey. The
Dominicans and a portion of the Franciscans
are going to asttle In the Tyrol; the Carthu-
sians and Trappists proceed to England ; the
Recollets and Franciscans of the Observance,
who devote themselves chiefly to missionary
work in the Holy Land, intend to seek a re-
fuge in the Levant, transferring their novi-
tiates to the Tyrol. Maay of them have been
offered a temporary home by the bishops and
secular clergy. Bome few, the Oratorians,
for instance, ageunme lay attire.

The regular monthly meeting of the St,
Patrick’s Sociaty was held in the Canadian
Pacific Hotel jast night, July &th, and was
well attended, Mr. John Haverley, President,
in the chair. The minutes of the last meet-
ing were read and approved. About a dozen
persons, proposed at the last meeting, were
elected members. A committee was appoiut-
ed to report to a special mesting of the so-
clety, to be held on Tuesday night, as to
celebrating the anniversary of Daniel
O'Connell, on the 6th of August, by a musi-
cal and literary entertainment in the City
Hall. The trensurer’s quarterly report was
‘presented, showing the goclety to be in n
bealthy condition financially. The report
was received and adopted. After the trans-
action of some other routine business the
meeting adjourned.— Winnipeg Times.
