To the Chairman and Members of the Market Committee.

Gentlemen,

Per resolution of your Committee, dated the 15th fnst,,
we have been requested to give our opinion on the follow-
ing questions, to wit:

1° Are the Eastern and Western Abattoirs Companies
under the control of the Market Committee?

Answer.

After having examined the by-laws concerning abat-
toirs, we have ascertained that the Bastern and Western
Abattoirs Companies are particularly under the Jurisdiction
of the Road and Hygiene Committees, and also of the Fi-
nance Committee, in regard to the enforcing of existing
contracts between said companies and the Qity; but we
fail to see, anywhere, that the Market Cqmumttee has any
particular jurisdiction over said abattoirs.

It would be important to define in a by-law, which of
the Committees should have an exclusive jurisdiction of

the enforcing of by-laws concerning public abattoirs,

9° If the said company had the right to refuse the de-
livery of tallow of cattle_, slaughtered for butchers, said
butchers owning said animals? :

Answer.

We cannot find any clause i_n the ci‘v.i_c by-laws, and es-
pecially in the by-law concerning specifications for public
glaughtering, which authorizes the company to refuse the
delivery of tallow of sla'ughtered cattle, ’and consequently,
the disposing of same for the company’s profit.

3° If the City has the right' to amend i'ts by<1aw§ S0 as
to get power to establish a private abattoir under its con-
i Answer.

It is prohibited to keep any privat'e abattogr within the
City limits, as long as there are ptgbhc abattou_'s under the
control of the City (kept conveniently and in sufficient
number for the public needs), and as long as tl'ler'e exists
contracts with the Eastern and Western ‘Abatto_lrs Compa-
nies, the provision prohibiting private slaughtering applies
to the City as well as to citizens,
