
VISIT BY JAPANESE MINISTERS TO CANADA 

Mr. Hiroshi Mitsuzuka, the Japanese Minister of International Trade and 
Industry  (MIT!) visited Ottawa on May 4 and 5, 1990, where he met with the Minister 
for International Trade as well as with the Ministers for Energy, Mines and Resources;
