3. -Criminal malters. means, for Canada, investigations or proceedings relatingto any offence crealed by Parhiament or by the. legislature of a povince and,for the Hahienic Republc, investigations or proceedings relating to any offencecreated by Parliament.
4. «Ciminal matters». lacludes investigations or procoedings relatdag to offeaces

conceralag taxation, duties and customîs.

5. Assistance includes:

(a) locallag and Idamting persans and objects

(b) seMvng documents, including documents ieeking the aftenda=c of
persans;

(c) providing information, documents or othe records;
