
Consultations concerning the safety standards and requirements maintained and 
administered b\ the aeronautical aithoritics of the other Contracting Party relating to aeronautical 
facilities, crew members, aircraft, and operation of the designated airlines shall he held within 
fifteen ( l 5) days of receipt of a request from either Contracting Party, oranv other period as may 
be mutually determined by the Contracting Parties. If. following the consultations, a Contracting 
Party. through its aeronautical authorities, finds that the other Contracting Party does not 
effectively maintain and administer safety standards andrequirements in these areas that are at 
least equal to the minimum standards established pursuant to the Convention, the other Contracting 
Party shall be notified of the findings and of the steps considered necessary to conform with these 
minimum standards Failure to take appropriate corrective action w ithin fifteen (15) days orany 
other period as may be accepted by the aeronautical authorities of the Contracting Party that made 
the findings, shall constitute grounds for withholding, revoking, suspendingor imposing conditions

which that aircraft is operated, are not equal to or above the minimum standards established 
pursuant to the Convention. This same determination may be made in the case ol denial of access 

for ramp inspection.
