THE CONFERENCE IN QUESTION HAS BEEN CONVENED BY THE
"SECRETARY GENERAL FOLLOWING UPON A RESOLUTION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMB?Y
OF THE UNITED NATIONS AT ITS ELEVENTH SESSI1ON. THE PURPOSE OF THE
CONFERENCE IS "TO EXAMINE THE LAW OF THE SEA, TAKING ACCOUNT NOT ONLY
OF THE LEGAL BUT ALSO THE -TECHNICAL, BIOLOGI&A
ASPECTS OF THE PROBLEM, AND TO EMBODY THE RESULTS OF ITS WORK IN ONE
OR MORE INTER-NATIONAL CONVENTIONS OR SUCH OTHER INSTRUMENTS AS IT
MAY DEEM APPROPRIATE®, IT .IS ALSO PROPOSED THAT THE CONFERENCE SHOULD
STUDY THE QUESTION OF FREE ACCESS TO THE SEA OF LANDLOCKED COUNTRIES,
AS ESTABLISHED BY INTERNATIONAL PRACTICE OR TREATIES.
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
