Mr. ANGLIN. What do you propose to do?

Mr. McDONALD. In the first clause of the Bill the
words ¢ Prize Fight” are defined. The following are the
principal provisions of the several clauses of the Bill :—

442, Whoever, within Canads, sends or publishes, or causes to be sent
or gmblished, or otherwise made known, any challenge to fight a prize
fight, or accepts any such challenge, or causes the same to be acoepted, or
goes in training preparatory to such fight, or acts as trainer or pecond to
any. person who intends to engage in & prize fight, is guilty of an offence
against this Act, and upon summary conviction thereof, is liable to a fine
of not less than $100, nor more than $1.000, or to imprisonment of not
more than six months, or to both fine and imprisonment, in the diseretion
of the Court. ~ - S

3. Whoever, within Canada, engages as a principal in a prize fight is

ilty of an offence against this Act, and on summary conviction thereof
18 lie;h le to imprisonment for not less than three nor more than twelve
months. .

‘4. Whoever is present at a prize fight as an aid, seoond, surgeon,
umpire, backer, assistant or reporter, or advises, encourages or promotes
such fight, is guilty of an offence against this Act, and on snmwmary con-
viction thereof, is liable to a fine of notless than 850, nor more than $560,
or to imprisonment of not more than twelve months, or to both fine and
im})risonment, in the discretion of the Court.

¢ 5. Whoever, being an inhabitant or resident of Canada, leaves Uanada
with intent to engage in a prize fight without the limits thereof is iuilty
of an offence against this Act, and on summary conviction thereof is liable
to a fine of not less than fifty dollars, nor'more than four hundred dollars,
or to imprisonment of not more than six months, or to both fine and
imprisonment, in the discretion of the Court. i

‘¢ 6. If, at any time, the sheriffof any county, place or district in Canada,
any chief of police, any po'ice officer, or any constable, or other police
officer, has reason-to believe that any person within his bailiwick or juris-
diction is about to engage as principal in any prize fight within Oanada,
he shall forthwith arrest such person. )

¢ 7, If any sheriff has reason to believe that a prize fight is taking place,
or is about to take place, within his jurisdiction as such sheriff. or that
any persons are about to land or cross into Canada at a point within bis
county, from any place outside of Canada, with intent to engage in, or to
be concerned in, or to attend ahy prize fight within Canads, he shall
forthwith summon a force of the inhyagitants of his district or county suffi-
cient for the pyrpose of suppressing and preventing such fight, and he
shall, with their aid, suppress and prevent the same, and arrest all persons
present thereat, or who may land.in or cross into Canada as aforesaid,
and shall take them before some person having authority to try offences
against this Act, to be dealt with according to law, and fined or impri-
soned, or both, or compelled to enter into recognizances with sureties, as
hereinbefore provided, according to the nature of the case.

8. Every peraon offending against any of the provisions of this Act,
except the principals engaged or intending to engage in a prize fight,
shall be a competent witness in any proceedings under this Acg and may
be compelled to appear and give evidence in the same manner and to the
same extent as other persons.”

Mr. PLUMB. T think everyone inthis House must be glad
to see an Act of this kind come down from the Senate. It
is desirable that we should in every way conserve the peace.
There are a few matters which I think, should come within
the purview of this Bill' that have not been introduced. I
think that there are fights for prizes that are going on, not
merely in the fistic ring but in a larger arena, which ought,

haps, to be recognized, and whick ought, perhaps, to be
rought within the limits of an Act of this sort. The fiercest
though not, perhaps, the bloodiest encounters.are those that
are constantly taking place among those who ure wrestling for
the prize of positions in this House and elsewhere, but I can-
not see that there is any provision made here, when the ring
is formed ‘and when the prize is to be contended for, that
those gentlemen who may engage even in the
most severe bloodless ‘encounters, can be - arrested
by the Bheriff for breaches of the peace. I have seen,
in the course of my short political experience, encounters
which caused more ill blood than can be caused by any
which ~ come within the ~purview of this Bill I
have no doubt this Bill is well intended. 1t comes with
great propriety to us ffom a body which is pemoved from
and looks down on those scenes of sirife te which we our-
