REFERENCE TO ANSWER TO QUESTION ON

FEBRUARY 11

On the orders of the day:

Saguienay) : I should like to direct a question
to the Minister of Mines and Resources. On
January 27 I asked the government a question.
rucorded in Votes and Proccedings of that day,
which reads as follows:

How man immigrants entered Canada ineaci of the years 1940, 1941, 1942 and 1943?
An ansver was given on February 11. I quote

from Hasard, page 370.

1941 ............................ 9,329
1942............................. 7,576
1943 ..........................-. 8,504
That is a total of 36,733. A few days ago.

I received the annual report of the Department
of Mines and Resources. I sec at page 177
soine figures which are not in accordance with
the ones given to nie in answer ta my ques-
tion. The figures mentioned in this annual
report as regards the number of immigrants
who entered Canada during the same years
are as follows:

1940........... .................. 16,205
1941- - -........................... 11,496
1942-............................ 8,865
1943............................ 7,445
That makes a total of 44,011; that is to say,

a difference of 7,278. I should like to know
which of these figures is the correct one and
if necessary the figures in Hansard of Febru-
ary Il should be corrected.

Mr. CRERAR: As a matter of fact both the
statements to which the ion. member refers
were correct. His question was based on the
calendar years and the answer was given ac-
cordingly. The departmental report deals with
the fiscal years, from April 1 to March 31,
and the figures disclosed there did not coincide
with the basis upon which his question was
framed. I simply wish to make this explana-
tion for the information of the hon. gentle-
man.
