declaring that the election in the electoral
district of Comox-Alberni, British Columbia,
was void.

I also have the honour to inform the house
that pursuant to section 69 of the Dominion
Controverted Elections Act, chapter 87,
Revised Statutes of Canada, 1952, I have
issued my warrant to the Chief Electoral
Officer to make out a new writ of election for
the said electoral district.

PRIVILEGES AND ELECTIONS
AGREEMENT TO PROCEED WITH MOTION FOR
CONCURRENCE IN THIRD REPORT

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (President of
the Privy Council): Mr. Speaker, there have
been a number of discussions among the vari-
ous groups with respect to the third report of
the Committee on Privileges and Elections,
which was presented to the house by the:
Chairman yesterday, and the motion for con-
currence therein which appears on yester~
day’s notice paper. It has been suggested that
it might meet the general convenience of the:
house if the matter were discussed today
rather than on Monday or thereafter, which
under the Standing Orders would be the first
time it could be dealt with.

Therefore, I would like to make a proposal
to the house which might enable us to deal
with this report today without unduly incon-
veniencing the debate which will be taking
place on the federal-provincial conference. I
think there might be found to be agreement
to having the motion of the hon. member for
concurrence in the third report called
between the hours of one and two today, that
the debate on it take place during that period
of time, and that if the debate be not con-
cluded before two o’clock, it be adjourned to
a future sitting of the house. I wonder wheth-
er there is general consent to that course of
action being followed and, if so, I would ask
that it be made an order of the house.
