TELESAT CANADA ACT
MEASURE ESTABLISHING CORPORATION FOR 

TELECOMMUNICATION BY SATELLITE

The house resumed, from Monday, April 
14, consideration of the motion of Mr. Kierans 
that Bill C-184, to establish a Canadian corpo­
ration for telecommunication by satellite, be 
read the second time and referred to the 
Standing Committee on Broadcasting, Films 
and Assistance to the Arts.

Mr. Speaker: Is the house ready for the 
question? The hon. member for Broadview.

Mr. John Gilbert (Broadview): Thank you, 
Mr. Speaker, Bill C-184, to establish a 
Canadian corporation for telecommunication 
by satellite, is of national and vital impor­
tance. This is the reason the government had 
two technical studies prepared by R.C.A. Vic­
tor and Northern Electric and the reason the 
government commissioned Dr. McIntosh, gen­
eral manager of the Bank of Nova Scotia, to 
make a report recommending a plan for the 
corporate, financial and management struc­
ture of this domestic satellite communication 
corporation.

The minister has refused to make public 
the report of Dr. McIntosh because of the 
confidential discussions referred to therein. I 
would ask the minister, however, to submit 
the report stripped of the confidential discus­
sions in which Dr. McIntosh participated and 
containing his recommendations and his rea­
sons therefor. I would also ask the minister to 
undertake that Dr. McIntosh will attend 
before the appropriate standing committee to 
give evidence with regard to his recommen­
dations and reasons and to subject himself to 
the questioning of members of the standing 
committee. I rather suspect that one of Dr. 
McIntosh’s recommendations was extensive 
participation by the carriers, namely, the 
trans-Canada telephone system and C.N.-C.P. 
Telecommunications, and by private Canadi­
an investors along with the government. In 
fact, before the Standing Committee on 
Transport and Communications Mr. Gotleib, 
one of the deputy ministers, suggested that 
probably the corporate structure would be set

FEDERAL DEPARTMENT TO HANDLE VARYING 

ASPECTS OF PROBLEM

My question is directed to the Prime Minister, 
Mr. Speaker. It arises from the growing 
pollution problem in our nation and the fact 
that these problems are now handled by five 
different government departments. Would the 
government consider setting up a federal 
department under one minister who would be 
responsible for all pollution problems in 
Canada?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
It would be impossible to do that, Mr. Speak­
er, because many aspects of the pollution 
problem do not come under federal jurisdic­
tion. For such problems as do come under 
federal jurisdiction we have mechanics for 
co-ordinating the works of the various minis­
ters involved.
