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between us all? Hopefully, we can attain that. TMat
should be the mandate of the United Nations and of this
Parliament.

Mr. Alex Kindy (Calgary Northeast): Madam Speaker,
I commend the lion. member for Fraser Valley West for
bis excellent speech. He touched the essence of the
problern. People today believe that we oen find a solution
that would be peaceful. We do flot have to go to war to
find a solution in the Middle East.

For many years there was a proposaI to have an
international peace conference on the Middle East and
some of the nations of the United Nations objected to it.
They did not want to accept it. As long as there is flot a
global solution in the Middle East, I think we wiIl have a
powder keg there and war could break out at any time.

I hope that Canada, as a peace loving, nation, will
show the world the way as we have done in the past by
being peacekeepers instead of initiating war. I hope that
sorne of the goverfiment members will vote against the
resolution of the goverfiment beoeuse it is a ticket that
ailows the government to send our troops into war. I do
flot thinc we have exhausted all the possibilities there for
peace.

Three weeks ago I was in Washington. I talked to a
senator who told me that there are indications that
sanctions are working, that Iraq's gross national product
lias been reduced by 40 per cent. Lt means that it would
be difficuit for Iraq to go to war in maybe six montlis. Let
us wait and let the sanctions work. I think they are
working.

We need to have an international peace conference on
the Middle East at the same time to resolve the
problems as they present themselves. I would like to ask
the hon. member wliether lie would agree that there
should be an international peace conference on the
Middle East once there is an indioetion of withdrawal
from Kuwait by the Iraqis.

Mr. Wenman: Madam Speaker, two questions were
posed, the first one on the issue of the vote itself. In the
last vote I abstained. I have flot yet decided what I wiil do
on the next vote because I believe in the spirit of
democracy and parliamentary debate that lias brouglit us
liere today. I have listened to the partisan and non-parti-
san speakers. From that I arn drawing a conclusion. I
think that is what is supposed to happen here. I hope that

I did flot corne here, predetermined, my mid made Up
and that was ail there was to it. Yes, 1 have an open mind
and have flot decided what I will do ini that case.

I had some hope when the leader of the NDP oeil for a
free vote. She said in her own group there were those
who were dissident, who did flot agree with lier view. I
asked who in the NDP will vote with the government.
Well, nobody. So the NDP wiil pass a party vote. I expect
the Liberals wiil pass a party vote, and the Conservatives
wiil pass a party vote, and I arn sonry about that. I arn
sonry that that is the way it has been since I came mnto
this place and 1 arn sonry to probably leave this place and
have it the same way.

This place needs to move to non-partisanship. If we
can have a free vote on abortion which is about life, on
capital punishment which is about life, oen we flot have a
free vote on the millions that wiil be killed by these kinds
of decisions? Everybody oeils for it but when the vote
cornes it wiil be by party. Unfortunately. I wish that it
could be haif here, and haif here, and haif here s0 we
could get a bit of true expression.

The government leader lias stated this is government
policy so I wiil have to decide ail of these things. I have
not yet decided but I would like to see the evolution of
our Parliament more in that direction.

A peace conference may or may flot be the answer to
the Middle East. I used to think that you could add it all
up and find sorne simple solution for the Middle East
until the ambassador frorn Jordan said to me: "Mr.
Wenman, what is wrong with the status quo? Sornetimes
that is the best we can achieve?" If that is the best we oen
achieve, we should try to achieve that.

This war is flot going to roil us back to the status quo. Lt
is going to be as unstable after the war as it is now.
Stability is flot an outcome. A peace conference may be
useful but certainly if our United Nations means any-
thing it sliould get on with settling those issues in the
Middle East, if not ail of thern at least some of them.

Lt is cominendable that the NDP rnember stands up
here as lie reads the resolution, having new things added
to it at the last minute. That is good. We should ail do
that kind of thing. But that resolution calîs for all the
problems of the Middle East to be settled at a peace
conference. Well, really now.
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
