Trapped in Newark
Factory.

Newark, N.J., Sept. 17.—Trapped in
a .cloakroom on the top floor, eight
girls, a boy and a man perished here
today in a fire which destroyed the
plant’ of the American Button “Com-
pany, Another girl was killed when,
‘seeking to escape from the - flames,
she ‘leaped from a window. Nine
other girls were injured,’severa.x fa-
tally, 8

At 2 o'clock the factory hummed
with the industny. of more than :300
young women engaged sin  making
buttong “or army and navy uniforms.
At 3.30 the building was a 'flame-
%wept ruin, the top floor of which
formed a #omb for workers whe had
been 'drivén into “he cloakroom by
flaines ‘and smoke, At 4.30 ~he fire
was virtually extinguished and, the
task of identifying the victims began.

The girls on the ldwer floors made
their < escape, some, by 'jumping and
others by the fire escapes. It is be-
lieved that ‘when ‘the- girls found
staifways cut. off, they fled jn a
panic to- the. cloakroom, where, their
bodies were later found huddled to-
geihgr. All were burned beyord re-
cognitiop, ”\3 it was only  thru
trinkets and bits of scoréhed “afttire
that identification was at all possible.
