British admiralty law, settled by many
ecedents, the British Admiralty Court
as jurisdiction in all cases arising out
of collisions between British ships in|
toreign inland waters, between British,
and foreign ships on the high seas, or|
between foreign ships in British waters.
That is the clause of the law regarding
tollisions.
