THE FIGHT IN CENTRE TORONTO.
There is to be a fight in Centre To-
ronto, and as far as the supporters of
Mr. O. A. Howland are concerned it
will be a hot one. It will not take
twenty-four hours to summon every
Conservative in Toronto to arms and
make himself ready for the fray. There
is no dissension in the Conservative
ranks to-day as there was on the ocea-
sion of the election last year. The party
in Toronto at least is united just as
strong as it ever was. The call to arms
will bring together the old-time brigade,
as enthusiastic and as confident of vie-
tory as ever.
gave Sir Wilfrid Lauarfer his vietory last
year. True, he carried a few constit-
uencies which formerly returned Con-
servative members, but it was Quebec
that turned the tide in favor of the
Liberal party.
Centre Toronto is easily explained. The
Conservatives lost the seat by reason of
the division in the party over the Mani-
toba school question. In East Toronto
the Conservative candidate stood for
remedial legislation. In Centre Loronto
he opposed the Government and favored
the Manitoba contention. But his atti-
tude on the question in the House of
Commons had been such that the elec
torate didn’t seem to place much faith
in his opposition to remedial legislation.
The last election in Toronto was a mix-
up. The party was at sixes and sevens.
The wonder is that Centre Toronto was
not lost by a much larger majority.
Considering the extent of the dissension
in the Conservative ranks it is surpris-
ing that Mr. Lount’s majority was only
244 above that of Mr., Cockburn.

The situation to-day is entirely differ-
ent from what it was in June of last
year. The question which divided the
party then has been completely elimin-
ated from party politics. The Manitoba
school question is a dead issue, and not

in this contest. The most hopeful fea-
ture in this campaign is undoubtedly the
harmeny that prevails;n the Conserva-
tive ranks. Mr. Howlond has given of-
fence to mo clique or section ' of the
jparty. He can confidently count on the
support ‘of every onec who takes pride
in calling himself a Conservative.

THE DEADLY STOVE DAMPER.

A grave mistake has been made by the
authorities in neglecting to hold an in-
quest into the cause of the death of the
two young girls who were asphyxiated
by coal gas the other night. If this un-
fortunate occurrence were traced to its
source it would be found that some one
is directly responsible for the death of
the two victims. The catastrophe was
not the result of supernatural causes.
It was not a visitation from God. It
resulted from common every-day negli-
gence, and a jury should have been em-
panelled to bring the responsibility home
to the proper party. As the authoritics
cid not deem it expedient to hold an in-
quest, The World undertakes to return
a verdict in its own behalf. After in-

of the two Cross girls rtests with the
pipe leading from the stove to the chim-
ney. We do not know who the tinsmith
in question is, but he, together with the
person who engaged him to do it, are
responsible for this lamentable tragedy.
There should be a law prohibiting the
placing of pipe dampers in connection
with coal stoves. If the deaths that
occur from this cause were tabulated
the number would surprise us. But the
fatalities arising from pipe dampers do
not form half the evil. We do not hear
in the papers of the many narrow
escapes from asphyxiation and the debil-
ity caused by people inhaling coal gas
night after night. Our houses in winfer
are made as airtight as possible, espec-

places must have a very baneful effect
on the health of their inhabitants. It
is hard to estimate the injury that is
done to the public health by reason of
defective appliances in connection with
coal stoves. We have inspectors to sce
that the plunmbing in houses is done on
approved and scientific principles. We
insist on insulating live electric wires.
We compel ‘the street car people to put
feriders on the trolleys. Why should we
not insist on the abolition of the deadly
stove damper? Coal gas is a dangsrous
poison, and it is little short of criminal
to choke up a stove pipe, thereby dis-
seminating the poison through the house,
instead of allowing it to escape through
the chimney.
a dwelling house the owner is compelled
to call in the plumber and summarily
remedy the defects. Coal gas is fully
as destrnetive of life and health as
sewer gas, and as stringent laws should
be made to protect the public from its
injurious effects as exist in regard to
sewer gas, .

1t is for these reasons that we think
a coroner’s inquest should have been
held in this case. The cause of the
disaster should have been definitely lo-
cated, and some one should have been
held responsible for it. It is only by
making a striet enquiry into each case as
it arises that we can ever hope to stamp
out a eustom which seriously affects the
public health.

It is only right to add that in this case
