fMhe trade question as between Canada
and the United States is up again with a
mighty Insistence. There is- an inter-
natlonal commission now sitting in Quebec
seeking to settle it. The people of Can-
ada are -represented In these negotlations
by a Government that, when out of office,
declared that they as a party were for
“continental free trade,” ‘“unlimited resi-
procity,” “commercial union.” But the
Canadian people declared that they did
not desire ‘‘contlnental frée trade,” but
rather preferential trade, as between our-
selves and the Mother Country, Sir Wilfrid
Latrier 1§ still wedded to his old idols, and
it is because he 18 80 wedded that we think
it our duty to advise the Canadlan people
to be on their guard. And the best way
to keep Canadlans on thelr guard Is to state
the essential principles which they hold:

First, that théy are determined to main-
tain Oanada as 4 séparate political entfy
on this continent, Independent of the Unit-
ed States, the government of which (Can-
ada) is baded on the British constitutional
system as agalnst the republican polity of
our neighbors. That is more than anything
else to-us,

Next, that we Intend, {f any- trade pre-
ference is to be shown, that it be shown
in the large measure and with the wider
liberality toward the Mother Country.

Third, that we can get along very well
without any kind of reciprocity with the
United States. That certain kinds of reci-
procity may be extremely dangerous to our
political and commercial independence. But
that it 1s always possible to arrange a reci-
procity in enumerated or specified articles,
but that in making the list of these articles
the greatest care must be taken. And
that at the best this list is a small one.

Any other position Is against the views

of the great bulk of the Canadian people.

Now, as to meéthods after principles: We
have had consideraple experlence of nego-
tiatlons with our neighbors, and that ex-
perlence has taught us te look for little.
What their commissioners sign i# not even
likely to be ratified by the ‘Washington
Scrate. Indeed, we are listening to a great
deal now being sald about internatioaal
amity and the two great branches of Anglo-
Sazondom, but we prefer to make a long
cest with our line, a cast that goes to the
little wicket gate which leads into the
Senate, and which is away .beyond the
present conference at Quebee, Keep your
eye on the Senate’s little wicket gate,

FIT-REFORM MEN,

The fit-reform artists who have just ar-
rived in town bring with them a vocabulary
that seems to A1l a long-felt want. Very
few people are able to describe the physi-
cal build of an individual with any degree
of accuracy. The experienced detective can
as a rule specify the physical characteristics
of a person he Is interested in with more or
less defiliteness. But the average witness
in court cuts a sorry figure when he at-
tempta.to outline the peculiarities by which
he id an individbal. If the witness
is a farmer and it he ¥ asked by couhsel
what kind of a man it was he saw he witl
probably reply that he was “a thick, low-
got man,”’ or perhaps that he was *‘a man
of a blocky bulld,” or that hé was a ‘“‘short
end chunky man.” Or ‘he may say that he
was “a big, tall man,” or ‘“a short, wiry
man.’”” These expressions are all more or
less Indefinite. They lack scientific accur-
acy. The fit-reform people have tabulated
men on a more #&cientific basis. The tabu-
lation is not perfectly scientific, it is true,
yet it is an dmprovement on the colloqulal
language of the street and court house. It
appears from the literature they have re-
cently published that the fit-reformers divide
men into nine grand divisions and these
again into 16 sub-divisions each, The whole
tabulation therefore includes 9x16, or 144
types of man. Surely any given individual
can be classed under one of these heads.
The 1literature eo far published glves us
only the details of the nine grand divi-
slons. We awalt with interest the publl-
cation of the sub-divisions. When the fit-
reform vocabulary becomes generally adopt-
ed, as it no doubt will be as soon as every
one begins to wear fit-reform clothes, we
shall talk of men as being of class 7, sub-
division 8, or of class 0, sub-division 16, and
so on. These few numerals give us a world
of information. Tell them to a fit-reform
tallor and he can produce a sult of clothes
that will it the man referred to like & glove,
He can give you the weight of the man and
his girth to a nicety. But tell him that
John Smith is a low, thick-set man and he
will be all at sea. The language Is vague
and indefinite. Amd yet it is language such
as this that I1s used in the witness box
when the life and liberty of Individuals is
at stake. We, therefore, hall with delight
the mumerical vocabulary of the fit-reform
tallors. When we are told that John Smith
comes under division 7, sub-division 8, we
know that the individual i3 a short, stout
man, normal as to the length of his arms,
two points off in the legs, and 58 inches
around the belt line, etc. How eonvenlent
fit-reform nomenclature would be for men
seeking employment, or in answering matri.
monfal advertisements! I. is to be nhoped
the language of the fit-reform tallors will
soon be universally adopted.
