Flavelle, William McKenzie, John .Jloskln,
I Ellas Bogers, Eugene O'Keefe and a ninn- 
i her of other prominent people are applying 
for a charter for the road, which It Is 
claimed will open up and make tributary 
to Toronto about 30,000 square miles be­
tween Haliburton and the Ottawa Klver, 
anil that when the river Is reached It will 
add a new district of about 15,(00 square 
miles. The proposition Is to build the first 
section of the road to cross the Ottawa, 
Arnprlor and Parry Sound Hallway at 
Whitney, 55 miles from the terminus of 
the Grand Trunk Hallway at Haliburton. 
thus opening up a new route to Pembroke 
and Ottawa, and bringing Pembroke within 
224 ndles of Toronto, one mile shorter than 
the present distance from Pembroke to 
Montreal. At present It Is 304 miles from 
Pembroke to Toronto, so the new road 
would save 80 miles to Toronto merchants 
sending goods to Pembroke, and a similar 
saving to other towns and villages on the 
Ottawa Hiver, many of which desire direct 
communication with Toronto and the west. 

How Mr. Hardy Views It.
The Attorney-General, in reply, said the 

roa<Kshould be built without the slightest 
delay, If everything put forth by the depu­
tation was to be taken literally, hut If the 
claims were put forward on the basis of 
a supreme right over all other roads, that 
was not In accord with the Government s 
policy in regard to railways. 'Çbere was 
much force in what had been said, but he 
hardly thought It advisable to rnu a por­
tion of the road through Algonquin Park, 
as had been proposed. Would It not be 
better to run It through adjoin ug town­
ships, and thus open up new lands for set­
tlement? The project seemed a meritorious 
one and Mr. Hardy said It would rccehe 
early and careful attention by the Goveru-

He 
thought, however, that Sir Wilfrid had got 
a hint from the Imperial Government—that 
the latter had made known to the Canadian 
Premier how far it would he advisable to 
go, and that he waa working on these 
lilies. "I have no information on the sub­
ject officially," said Hr. Ellis, "hut 1 
think this is what has been done.”
