EVEN GERMANY MAY MAKE A BID.

In Some Quarters It is Thought a
Sale Wounld Let Uncle Sam
Out of the Trouble.

" Washington, June 6.—Many solutions have
been offered for what appeared to be the
puzzling attitude of the administration
since the recent discussions over reinforcing
General Otis by a call for volunteers or by
depleting the regular forces on-this conti-
neunt began.

It is explained that the reason the Presi-
dent finaily announced that no call would
be issued, although he knew that Gen. Otls
cousidered 75,000 men necessary to subju-
gate the Fillpinos, was that the Chlef, Exe-
cutive did not wish to give the coufiitry an
ilastration of the difficulties of conquest.

There is now current in high circles some
mysierious talk abcut another reason, and

that 'Is the sule of the Philippine Islands to
Great Britain or Russia. Despite the mani-
fested -unconcern by American diplomats
over the German purchase from Spain,
there is really not only chagrin but distinet
anxiety .also, The Carolines and the La-
drones form a cordon around the  hilip-
pines. Germany's engagement to protect
Spanish naval stations can easlly vecome
an allfance between the two couniries,

_ Germany Womn Her Point,

The chagrin is felt Dbecause the Peace
Commissioners at Paris ylelded to the sym-
pathetic overture of Germany not to sirip
spain of all her Pacific possessions, and
now she has divested herself of them to
our possible disadvantage. Hence the ru-
mor that negotiations have been pending
for a transter of the Philippines 10 Rus-
sla or Great Britain receives credence.

It cannot be stated that Kussia is show-
ing any eagerness to Invest, for the islands
ure far south of “her sphere of influeunce
in China.”” "T'he interests of Great Britain
lie all around them, and her watchfulness
of Germany's manoeuvres in colonlal ex-
pansion may make her the ultimate pur-
chaser,

There has been something pecullar about
White House news for weeks, and the air
is being burdened with a secret state which
has characterized high officlals, The ex-
in well Informed
circles explains several matters, whether
all the facts be correct or not,

The President knows that he cannot
emerge from all the dilemmas arising from
his- Fhllippine experiment by selling the is-
lands unless he first subdues the iubabl-
tants by diplomatic blandishments or force
of arms. He yet relles upon the gvod offi-
ces of the Schurman Commission.

Germany Playing a Part.

With peace thus procured, upon any kind
of terms that wouid resemble as nearly as
possible monngvhlcnl Ideas, it is glaimed he
would wash his hands of the ‘whole dis-
tracting subject by a sal¢ to some foreign
power., He would thus escape taunts of
committing the people to monarchy, for the
peace terms woula Include their own ac-
ceptance of this style of government, He
would escape all resentment that the coun-
ur'y might visit upon further expenditure
of men and money in exploiting benevolent
assimilation, and this Government retire
with honor from an undesirable undertak-
ing. The money consideration would tend
to defray in part the expenses thus far in-
curred.
