NO JUSTICE IN THE CLAIM.
Probably the wildest claim made by the
Liberal press on behalf of the Govern-
ment's policy 1s the claim that our In-
crease In the export of butter, cheese and
eggs to Great Britaln Is owing to “the
effect of tariff relief.” Rvery scrap of
food that is fed to the poultry on Cana-
dian farms is grown on the land. Our
cattle are fed entirely from our own hay
and grain. No matter how high the tarif
might be, it wouid ‘cost #io more to pro-
duce eggs, cheese-and ‘butter than it does
under the lowest tar'ff, or under free
trade, for that matter. The Globe yester-
day gave credit to the Libgral party for
the Increase in the exports/of butter dur-
ing 1900 over those of 1806, the figures in
the ome case being 24,718 43¢ pounds, as
against 4,970,047 p And, similarly,
in regard to ch and eggs. There Is
absolutely mo ground for making such a
clalm for the tariff. The development of
our cheese trade “proves that tarify
has mothing to do with the won 1 ex-
papsion that s taking place In our dalry
export trade. We had become the fore.
most exporter of cheese to Great Britam
before the Liberals were returned to power
In 1896. Neither tariff vellef nor the pre-
ferential schedule had anything to do with
the increase In the sale of our cheese in
Great Britaim. It eold on Its own merits.
Our exports of eggs and butter are increas-
ing In the same ratio and for exactly the
Bame reasons ag our exports of cheese,
Our eggs and butter sell on thefr merits,
The people of Great Britaln do not give a
farthing more for butter because it is
Canadian. It is the flavor and quality of
the butter that influences the customer in
making a purchase, and not the fact that
it was made in Canada. And, as for the
