THE CREW MADE BRAVE EFFORTS.

Boats Were Smashed and All Hands
Prepared for Death, But
Were Saved.

Manila, Nov, 20,—The transport Shermap,
which has arrived here, brings news of a
terrific typhoon, which swept over the Is-
land of Guam om Nov. 13, demolishing thou-
sands of dwellings, including the headquar-
ters of Lieut.-Commander Seaton Schroe-
der, the Governor of the Island. The towns

The cruiser
was then scuttldd, after which she was
abandoned, all hands going on board the
Justin. The Yosemite sank, bow first, at
3 o'clock, and the Justin stood away for
Guam, .

Five Men Were Lost.

First Official News.

Admiral Remey's despatch came at an
early hour this morning, and gave the first
officlal data of the total loss of the Yose-
mite. The despatch was communicated to
Secretary Long, who came to the depart-
ment and spent part of the morning there,
The Secretary expressed profound regret at
the loss of the ship and men, but there
was some consolation In the fact that the|
loss of life was comparatively small, con-
sidering the large complement of officers

i

|and men carrlied by the Yosemite under

ordinary circumstances. A despatch was
sent to Admiral Remey asking for all fur-
ther particulars which might be avallable,
and for the names of the boat’s lost crew.
The General Alava, which 18 reported
from Manila to have passed into the track
of the same tyhpoon which overwhelmed
the Yosemite, is a little gunboat of 332
tons displacement. She 1s sald to have
been perfectly staunch and seaworthy.
