FOR PROHIBITION

‘Good Gathering in Wellington
S8treet Methodist Church.

Addresses by Organizer M%rshau. Rev.
T, 8. Johnson, Rev. Jos. Hldge
and Ald. Winnetbt.

A successful prohibition rally was
held in 4he Wellington Street Metho-
dist Church last evening. There was
a fair attendance, the major portion of
it being comprised of ladies. Those
present manifested great enthusiasm,
and displayed keen interest, frequently
applauding the speakers. Ald. Winnett
occupied the chair, and Mr. Samuel
Grigg led in prayer. After a few re-
marks on the question by Ald. Win-
nett, Miss Golding sang a s&olo in an
effective manner.

Organizer Marshall, of Toronto, in
his opening remarks, said he thought
there was much need for active and
earnest work. The opportunity of vot-
ing on this great question might mnever
come about again. A defeat of pro-
hibition at the present time would be
a terrible thing, and perhaps mean a
setback for a quarter of a century.
People should and must stand by their
moral convictions and principles, and
in that case a glorious victory was
certain. It only needed a few years
of a prohibitory law here, and the peo-
ple would see its benefits and would
never have any other law, no matter
how many votes were taken on the
issue. People say “Prohibition in-
fringes on personal liberty.” When
this law passes not one word will be
in it to tell a man what he has to
drink. ‘“We are,” sald the speaker,
“going to the root of the evil, in itry-
ing to put a stop to the manufacture
and sale of the cause of so much
waste and misery. ‘This will incon-
venience some men, but the majority
of this country have to rule.” Mr.
Marshall here sharply ecriticised the
anti-prohibition literature, and cited
an instance where a card, given around
by the antls, stated that if prohibition
carried it would make many perjurers
and spies. This, he stated, practically
admitted that the liguor men would
perjure themselves if the measure
passed. “If they do,” said the speak-
er, ‘“they will be landed where they
ought to be—in the penitentiary.” (Ap-
plause.) “Now these men,” said he,
“are quoting Prof. Goldwin Smith and
Prof. Grant, who are strong advocates
of moral suasion. Well, God help the
people of this country if they have to
depend on moral suasion from Gold-

In connection with the miracle at
Cana, we would call Mr. Haselgrove's
attention to the fact that there is now
no question, amongst eminent scholars
who have investigated the subject,
but that in our Saviour’s time there
were two kinds of wine in common
use— ‘ermented and unfermented.
While the Scripture record is silent on
this point the whole character, life
and mission of Jesus give the rever-
ant Christian but one option. The
supposition that he deliberately manu-
factured intoxicating drink, to mar
the festivities of a marriage ceremony,
{8 intolerable, especially when we are
told that the guests had already con-
sumed large quantities of this liquid
before the first supply was exhausted.

Mr. Haselgrove argues that I hold
the drinking of wine to be a “sin.” I
assertion. Anyway, in
passing a state prohibitory law we do
not ask whether the drinking of wine
is a sin, but whether the public trafiic
is a menace to the state. “Sin” is a
violation of the divine law. Each
man must settle that for himself. I
judge no man. “To his own Master he
standeth or falleth.”

THE STATE AND THE TRAFFIC.

Mr. Haselgrove thinks I admitted
that drinking would not bhe interfered
with, when I said that the law would
deal with the public manufacture and
sale and not with a man’s private
habits. I made no such admission. I
was simply pointing out the rational
basis upon which a prohibitory law
would rest.

The state does not deal directly with
a man’s private habits; it lays its
hands upon a public traffic which is
e menace to the state and a destruc-
tive force acting upon society, causing

more crime and pauperism than
“pestilence, famine, and war com-
bined.”

Fellow-electors, if the traffic is a
good thing, then push it along, and
use your vote and influence in its be-
half; but if it is “a great evil,”” as 99

out of every 100 admit, then vote
“Yes” on Thursday next.
