The distinguishing feature is the in­
creased armament, which, it is believ­
ed, will make the battleships, when 
ready for sea, the most powerful ves­
sels of their class afloat. They will 
have a speed of 19 knots. The cruiser 
will be of 14,100 tons, and will be de­
stined to steam 23 knots. All the vessels 
will mount exceptionally strong quick- 
firing guns.

French Papers Take a More Hopefu 
View of the Situation-Meanwhile 
British Naval Preparations Go On.

London, Oct. 25.—The Globe thinks 
the Marquis of Salisbury had made it 
clear that Major Marchand must quit 
Fashoda without conditions, adding: 
“Until that is done, there can be no 
discussion of the French claims in 
Africa." Continuing, the Globe points 
out the significant announcement in 
Gen. Kitchener’s report that he sent 
gunboats south from Sobat, towards 
Meshra-or-rek, the principal trading 
center of the Bahr-El-Ghazel, with in­
structions to establish necessary out- 
poste, and that before he left Sobat he 
completed arrangements for the main­
tenance of these stations. The Globe 
then adds: “This move brings our posi­
tion to the eighth parallel of north lat­
itude, and the valley of the Bahr-El- 
Ghazel at this moment is under the 
rule of the khedive. It will be inter­
esting to see the effect of this revela­
tion upon the French Government."

The Pall Mall Gazette concludes from 
the publication of the blue book that 
the French Government has been given 
to understand that, wholly apart from 
the Fashoda question, its title to the 
territory abutting on the left bank of 
the Nile is “rejected as utterly unten­
able, and France must accept the posi­
tion or take the consequences."

The Westminster Gazette suggests a 
solution that the French be granted 
“way leave" and "enclave," for com­
mercial purposes in the Bahr-El-Gha­
zel district. “Way leave" is the right 
of way over another’s ground. “En­
clave” is to shut in, to inclose a terri­
tory within the territories of another 
power.

The French papers today are more 
hopeful, and believe that a pacific so­
lution of the dispute will be found.
