Instead of being handled by two or 
three separate organizations, the work 
of rounding up those men who fail to 
comply with the provisions of the mili­
tary service act will now be directed by 
the military police.

Instructions received from Ottawa by 
Major John Hirsch, assistant provost- 
marshal of this district, make him re­
sponsible for the direction of the work 
formerly carried on by the dominion and 
military police here in connection with 
the M. S. A.

The change has been made as a result 
of the new order of things at Ottawa, 
whereby the minister of militia, instead 
of the minister of Justice, is largely re­
sponsible for the enforcement of the 
act.

Major Hirsch, as head of the military 
police in Western Ontario, will have 
charge of the work under the new

Lieut.-Col. J. L. Youngs, M.C., for­
merly O. C. of the 110th Battalion, has 
been appointed to command the 1st 
Depot Battalion W. O. R. He takes 
over his duties today. As a result of 
his appointment three important 
changes in the local military organiza­
tion took place today.

By taking over the depot battalion 
he thereby released Lieut.-Col. H. L. 
Milligan, D.S.O. to take charge of the 
new 1st Battalion, Canadian Garrison 
Regiment, to which he was appointed 
some time ago. This change in turn 
released Lieut.-Col. W. J. Douglas to 
take over his new duties as deputy as­
sistant adjutant and quartermaster- 
general of this district.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 
FRANCE, May 12.—(By the Associated 
Press.) —Von Hindenburg, to whom the 
next move has thus far been conceded, 
is holding his hand. It seems passing 
strange that the enemy has not made 
any big drive before this, and it will 
be stranger still if many days pass 
without a renewal of the offensive. 
There is no doubt that the Germans 
are anxious to begin operations as soon 
as possible, and the delay—if such it 
may be termed—Indicates the proba­
bility of an extensive push being in 
preparation.

The completion of the enemy’s plans 
undoubtedly has been hampered greatly 
by the excellent counter-work of the 
Allies, particularly in the aviation and 
artillery branches, but even this could 
hardly hold back an attack indefinitely.

Signs Not Wanting.
There are many signs that point to 

a violent attack, such as ushered in the 
offensive of March 21, and a large part 
of the hattiefront would be involved, if 
what seems to be the present plans of 
the Germans were put into execution.

The Germans have recently made 
some most extravagant claims in their 
wireless dispatches regarding the Brit­
ish casualties, it being asserted that 
“enormous losses" had been suffered by 
the various British units on the Lys and 
Somme battlefronts.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMYNG DUKE TOsible with production and of providing 

men who would be most readily avail­
able and would be most efficient for re­
inforcing the Canadian army in France, 
it was decided in the first instance to 
call out men from 20 to 22 years, both 
inclusive.

Fully Recognized.
The importance of production in the 

various essential industries, and especi­
ally in agriculture, in munitions and in 
shipbuilding, is full recognized, but all 
such production is of no avail unless 
the Canadian forces in France are sus­
tained by adequate reinforcements. If 
such aid is not afforded the line cannot 
be held; and if the line is not held, our 
production will in the end inure to the 
advantage of Germany rather than of 
the Allied powers.

More than one hundred thousand Can­
adians are exposed to attack by over­
whelming numbers, and they will be so 
exposed until the termination of the 
terrific struggle which began on 21st 
March last, which will probably con­
tinue for months, and which may be de­
cisive of the war. If a scattered and 
broken remnant, overwhelmed because 
not reinforced, should return to Can­
ada. it would profit little to tell them 
that while they were being decimated 
our production had been largely in­
creased.

Associated Press.)—The waiting atti- Drops While Carrying Basketful of 
Earth to Rear of Home.BRINGING NEW DAYCAPELLE CHEERFUL tude of the Allies is expected to compel 

the enemy to show hia hand very 
shortly.

The Germans have brought a large 
number of fresh divisions into the line 
facing Amiens, indicating preparation 
for action in that locality, but they 
have shown few signs thus far of be­
ginning an offensive. General von Be- 
low's army remains quiescent in the 
vicinity of Arras. Each time the enemy 
has attempted to feel the strenth of the 
Allied forces recently, either north or 
south of the Somme, he has suffered a 
severe setback, causing him to hesitate 
tc undertake a new operation on a 
large scale. He has learned by hard 
experience that the Allies are prepared.

General Foch's army is now abso­
lutely unified without distinction as to 
nationality. It is fully acquainted with 
German tactical methods and ready to 
meet them.

Any German operation having the 
nature of a surprise is improbable, but 
it is felt the enemy must soon make 
another effort to reach the objectives 
for which he set out on March 21 and 
has thus far not attained.

GENERAL ASSEMBLYON HURRIED VISIT Alfred Valencia, aged 16, son of Mrs. 
Clara Valencia, of 70 Elmwood avenue, 
was stricken with heart-failure while 
working in the garden at his home 
about 5 o’clock on Saturday afternoon, 
and died instantly.

The young man had been working in 
the garden for some time, and was car­
rying a basketful of earth from the 
front of the house to the back at the 
time. He had Just reached the rear of 
the house when his aunt. Miss Etta 
McMartin, saw him fall to the ground. 
Thinking that he had fainted, a young 
man who was passing was called in, 
but it was learned that life was extinct.

Coroner Dr. Robert Ferguson was 
called, and after making an examination 
pronounced death due to heart-failure.

The young man had not been indulg­
ing in any strenuous labor, and his 
death comes as a great shock to his 
mother and aunt. He would have been 
16 years old on the 4th of July, and was 
in his second year at the Collegiate In­
stitute. He was of exceptionally fine 
physique and the picture of health. He 
was very popular with his fellow stu­
dents at the Collegiate because of his 
genial manner. He took an active in­
terest in sports and played hockey a 
great deal last winter

It had been his intention to enlist for 
overseas service when he became of 
military age.

The young man was born in San Fran­
cisco, but was brought to this city when 
an Infant.

OF PRESBYTERIANSINSPECTED CAMPS Declares Also That U. S. Has 
Fallen Short.

Brantford Pastor Preaches at 
Dundas Centre Anniversary.

Club Wanted Governor-Gen­
eral for Opening.Date of Summer Training To 

Be Set Very Shortly.
Rev. C. F. Logan, M.A., B.D., of 

Brantford, preached the Sunday school 
anniversary sermons at Dundas Centre 
Methodist Church on Sunday. Misa 
Elena Murdock, a juvenile reader of 
Toronto, gave two patriotic readings. The 
large auditorium was well filled at both 
services. The afternoon session of the 
Sunday school was cancelled. The 
scholars attended the evening service 
in a body, occupying the gallery.

Under the direction of J. Parnell Mor­
ris, with D. C. Couke, leader of the 
Philharmonic Orchestra, and Mrs. (Dr.) 
Routledge at the organ, the music was 
a special feature of the services. At 
the evening service “O Canada" was one 
of the selections, and the audience 
joined heartily in its singing.

Rev. C. F. Logan had intended giving 
in the morning an illustrated address on 
“A Photograph of Life," but met with a 
mishap in the preparation of the illus­
tration, and he gave instead an address 
on “Christ, the Magnet."

Does Not Believe “Fool Theories."
“We are on the threshold of the 

greatest day the world has ever seen. 
While I do not believe in any fool the­
ory of a millennium or a battle of Arma- 
gaddon, I think the war had to come, 
and it will have its part in bringing 
about the new order of things." Thus 
did Mr. Logan refer, in part, to the pres­
ent war, speaking on the subject of 
“The New Day Coming," at the evening 
service. The end of the world is not in 
the immediate future, he said, but there 
are some lessons which ought to be 
learned from the war.

Referring to the legislation which has 
been enacted in recent years for the 
betterment of mankind, such as the 
laws relating to the social conditions, he 
pointed out that Christ was behind the 
movement. The ministry of Christ is 
generally not recognized in these cases, 
however. No matter whether the name 
given the agitation be socialism, philan­
thropy or similar terms, Christ can be 
recognized in the background.

Reference was made to the fact that 
the Allies have been spending much 
larger sums on schools, hospitals, and 
homes for the poor than on armaments. 
Germany, however, was making every 
effort to attain military supremacy, and 
brought about the present war In her 
efforts. This German imperialism will 
be crushed soon, and instead of several 
national anthems the world will sing 
the international anthem. “All Hail the 
Power of Jesu’s Name," in the new day 
coming. Sin will be eradicated from 
the world and God’s will shall he done 
on earth as in heaven, the speaker af­
firmed. The picture of the new heaven 
and the new earth from Revelation was 
quoted by Rev. C. F. Logan in closing 
the sermon.

C. E. German, the school superintend­
ent, was In charge of the services.

The report of the school was given by 
the secretary, L. A. Keenleyside. There 
was an average attendance of 332, the 
total membership being 659. There are 
15 officers. 45 teachers, and 12 substi­
tute teachers. 12 Chinese scholars, and 
575 other scholars.

A total of $859.72 was raised by the 
school last year. Of this amount $300 
was collected by the missionary depart­
ment. The school has an honor roll of 
84. most of whom are still with the 
colors in France and Flanders. Some of 
them, however, have made the supreme 
sacrifice.

Amsterdam, May 11.—(Saturday).—In 
a debate in the Reichstag today on the 
second reading of the naval estimates, 
as reported in a Berlin dispatch, Herr 
Pflager, Centrist, said on behalf of the 
main committee that even though there 
were differences of opinion regarding the 
political significance of the submarine 
war the entire Reichstag was at one as 
concerned its military achievements. All 
held the view that the U-boat campaign 
should not be given up or restricted in 
any way, and that the construction of 
submarines should be promoted as far 
as possible. That was the opinion, also, 
he said, of the highest Government offi­
cials and the army and navy command­
ers.

Vice-Admiral von Capelle, minister of 
navy, stated that unrestricted U-boat 
warfare meant a very strong naval of­
fensive against the Entente.

Increases Beat Losses.
“The reports for April are favorable." 

he added. “Naturally losses occur, but 
the main thing is that the increase in 
submarines exceeds the losses. Our 
naval offensive is stronger today than 
at the beginning of unrestricted subma­
rine warfare. That gives us an assured 
prospect of final success.

“The submarine war is developing 
more and more into a struggle between 
U-boat action and new constructions of 
ships. Thus far the monthly figures of 
destruction have continued to be sev­
eral times as large as those of new 
construction. Even the British ministry 
and the British press admit that. The 
latest appeal to British shipyard work­
ers appears to be especially significant. 
For the present, apparently, the appeal 
does not appear to have had great suc­
cess.

British Building Slackens.
“According to the latest statement, 

British shipbuilding fell from 192,000 
tons in March to 112,000 in April: or, 
reckoned in ships, from 32 to 22. That 
means, a decline of 80,000 tons, or about 
forty per cent.

“America thus far has built little, and 
has fallen far behind expectations. Even 
if an increase is to be reckoned with 
in the future, it will be used up com­
pletely by America.

“In addition to the sinkings by 
U-boats, there is a large decline in cargo 
space owing to marine losses and to 
ships becoming unserviceable. One of 
.the best-known big British ship owners 
declared at a meeting of the shipping 
men that the losses of the British mer­
chant fleet through marine accidents, 
owing to conditions created by the war, 
were three times as large as in peace."

The honor of the presence of His‘ 
Grace the Duke of Devonshire, gover- 

^or-general of Canada, will be request- 
|ed for the opening of the General As- 
sembly of the Presbyterian Church of 
Canada, in St. Andrew’s Church on the 
evening of Wednesday, June 5. The 
governor-general was to have been in 
the city at that time, and Rev. D. C. 
MacGregor and Capt. (Rev. A. Graham 
were appointed a committee at the 
meeting of the Presbyterian Ministerial 
Club today to extend the invitation to 
his grace. The change in the local ar­
rangements, however, will not bring the 
vice-regal party into London until 
June 7.

It was reported that the names of 
430 commissioners have been already 
received, and that possibly this number 
will he increased. Four hundred and 
fifty billets are already available, an in­
dication of the heartiness with which 
Presbyterian families are extending hos­
pitality to the assembly visitors.

It was proposed to hold, on Assembly 
Sunday, a union Sunday school service 
in one of the churches, to be addressed 
at 3 o’clock by leading Sunday school 
workers among the assembly visitors. A 
committee was appointed to finally ar­
range for this Sabbath school demon­
stration.

Concerning pulpit supply, it was 
stated that arrangements of this is more 
difficult than usual owing to the fact 
that a smaller number of commissioners 
will attend than formerly. It is believed 
that supply can be obtained, however, 
for the 80 or so churches which have 
invited the assembly representatives to 
occupy their pulpits.

Arriving here about Sunday noon 
Major-Generals E. C. Ashton, adjutant- 
general of the militia department; J. 
Lyons Biggar, quartermaster-general, 
and H. M. Elliot, master-general of 
the ordnance, all of Ottawa, spent the 
afternoon in London.

Accompanied by Lieut.-Cols. H. D. 
Smith, acting O.C., this district, and 
W. J. Brown, A.A.G., and Major F. M. 
Spry A.D.S., and R. W. Bishop, C.R. 
C.E. they made a brief unofficial tour 
of inspect through the local camps.

They apx ared well pleased with the 
progress made by Lieut.-Col. G. W. 
Nelson and his staff, in getting the new 
District Depot No. 1, at the armories, 
under way.

Other places visited by the party 
were Queen’s Park Camp, the new hos­
pital under construction at Carling 
Heights Camp, the ordinance stores. 
Carling Heights Camp, and district 
headquarters, Wolseley Barracks.

As a result of their visit, it is ex­
pected that the exact date upon which 
the summer camp here will open will 
be made known shortly.

Copies of a new postoffice department 
order, restricting the mailing of parcels 
from Canada to members of the Ameri­
can expeditionary force in Europe, have 
been received here. The circular for­
bids acceptance of any parcels save 
where the contents have been asked for 
by the addressee. The request must be 
included in the parcel and must be ap­
proved by the regimental or higher 
command or executive officer of the or­
ganization to which the addressee is at­
tached.

The sender must place on the wrap­
per, below his name and address, the 
following Indorsement: “This parcel 
contains only articles sent at the ap­
proved request of the addressee, which 
is inclosed.”

Parcels, whether sealed or not. which 
contain articles not sent in accordance 
with the approved written request, will 
not be accepted.

The postage on all parcels sent to 
members of the United States forces 
are as follows:

One cent per ounce for each ounce or 
fraction of an ounce, with a limit of 
seven pounds.

Fall to Realize.
Those who have not been closely in 

touch with the purpose of the German 
offensive may fail to realize the tre­
mendous development of submarine 
warfare which would undoubtedly take 
place if certain channel ports should 
pass into German occupation. What 
portion of our productions would then 
find a market in Europe would be 
wholly problematical.

There has been undue and unexpected 
delay in the operation of the military 
service act from causes upon which it 
is not necessary to dwell. If the Gov­
ernment does not strictly maintain the 
policy of abolishing exemptions in the 
ages called out from time to time, there 
will be renewed and perhaps fatal de­
lay; for exemptions cannot be granted 
except after hearing and investigation 
with consequent appeals and all the loss 
of time resulting therefrom.
IThe enemy nations are throwing into 
■this war their entire available man 
power which has been organized for 
this purpose during the past 50 years, 
and which is now concentrated upon 
the western battlefront, chiefly against 
the British forces, which are under at­
tack by an enormous superiority of 
numbers. In the midst of that titanic 
struggle the Canadian nation cannot dis­
charge its duty unless its Government 
provides the certain means of speedy 
and sufficient reinforcement. The enemy 
nations will not await our convenience; 
and their fierce onset is not stayed by 

Iany consideration of hardship, loss or 
- sorrow entailed upon us by their effort 
: to dominate the world. Supreme effort 
and sacrifice are called for. If we fail 
in these we shall fail in all else.

Sidelights On U. S. Views Are 
Given by Rotary Speaker.

Rotarian Donovan of Toledo was an 
interesting visitor at the Rotary Club 
weekly luncheon today. A native of 
Kent County, but an American for half 
his life, he has always interested him- 
self in matters Canadian. Some time 
ago he was asked to take charge of the 
British Recruiting Mission’s work in 
his city and has sent many young men 
to London. He told the Rotary Club to­
day that he thought that by coming to 
the city and seeing what become of the 
young men he sent over here, that he 
could do better work. He visited the 
camp at Queen's Park and also the St. 
Thomas barracks.

“They idolize the Canadians over 
there," he said, speaking of the United 
States, He declared that at times it 
was necessary to assure people in the 
States that there are others in Europe 
doing something besides the Canadians.

Government Policy.
The memorandum referred to by the 

premier follows:
Since the passing of the order-in- 

council of the 20th April, 1918, empower­
ing the governor-in-council to call out 
men of specified ages regardless of ex­
emptions granted or claimed, numerous 
representations have been received by 
members of the Government expressing 
the view that the proposed action will 
prejudicially affect production in cer­
tain industries. Such representations 
have been received from those engaged 
in agriculture, in mining, in the pro­
duction of munitions of war, in ship­
building, in transportation, and other 
similar activities that are important If 
not essential for war purposes. The 
Government weighed most carefully all 
these considerations before entering 
upon the policy above set forth. With

“Through the executive of the Con­
servative Association of East Middle­
sex. we, the undersigned electors of 
East Middlesex, hereby go on record 
showing our dissatisfaction with the 
recent order-in-council amending the 
military service act, as it will deplete 
our farms of labor, contrary to all 
assurance we previously received. If 
some action is not taken we will be 
unable to take care of the crop of 1918.

SENDING DELEGATION.
ADELAIDE, May 11.—The action of 

the Government in taking farm help at 
the present time was roundly de­
nounced at a big meeting of farmers 
held here. The township hall was 
packed to the doors. The action of the 
Dominion Government in cancelling ex­
emptions to farmers' sons who were 
actually engaged in producing food­
stuffs for the Allied armies was se­
verely criticized. The meeting was 
unanimously of the opinion that should 
the new order be enforced it would 
decrease the production of foodstuffs 
by fully 50 per cent In Adelaide Town­
ship.

The meeting was addressed by 
Messrs. A. Topping, ex-Warden D. S.

Their recuperative powers are very 
good, and a visit to our resuscitation 
ward would be of great interest to you. 
Immediately on admission you would 
think that there was very little hope 
for them. The patients who have been 
recently admitted look so bad from 
shock and hemmorage, but it is sur­
prising what a few hours' treatment 
does for them. The wounded present 
every conceivable variation of wound, 
but the pleasing thing is at the re­
covery which so large a number make.

Had Multiple Wounds.
“As I cabled you I had Lieut. Tucker 

in as a patient. He had multiple 
wounds, seven in all, and was in pretty 
bad shape, but did extremely well, and 
I was able to send him to England to 
his uncle’s hospital.

“I received a letter from Mr. C. C. 
Ferguson, inquiring about a man nam­
ed Fortner. Fortner is doing all right, 
and is In the County of Middlesex War 
Hospital, St. Albans. If there is any­
one you want to know about any time, 
let me know, and I will try to locate 
them, although it takes a little longer 
here than it did when I was in Eng­
land.
