He ridiculed the committee and the 
movement and caused a good deal of 
laughter by declaring the committee’s 
report reminded Jilm of “Alice In Won­
derland.”

Dr. John Pringle In a slashing review 
of the previous eveningfe speeches 
stlwed up several Interruptions, Dr.

China an Example.
