Taxing Bieyelists.
- The next question taken up was Ald.

Leslie’s proposition
was to levy a tax of $1 per year, the
ceity to add another $1 from the street
railway surplus and spend the amount
in improving the roads for bicyclists,
He still considered the proposition a
reagonable and fairone,but, asa mat-
ter of fact, it had been found that the
eity only had the power to regulate
and not to tax bicyclists. He thought

Had been out for potatoes for the
Indv down-stairs when he eame In, and fol-
lowed him up-staire. WVas going to the
cupboard with her back toward him when
he shot her. She was married eight years
nago to George On<rey. She left him and
went to the O'd Conntry, Heard he Ajed
a vear hefore she met Rowatt, Rowatt had
bean married bhefore. Had seep her hus-
hand nge a poeket bnife, Thev juet had a
few words. She did not strike him, nor
offer tn,. Did not uze hig knifa. nor strike
him with 1t. Had not been drinking. Oec-
casionally took a 1ittle heer when he presa-
o1 her tn. Never thonght of drinking when
alone. Didn’t think bhe had been drinking
on the dav of the shonting. JTe threat-
ened to kill her once, He had often cHarg.
ed her with being intimate with other
men, tnt it wae not true, She was never
out at nights, but had to go out to work
in day time.
Medienl Testimony.

Dr. George A. Peters, of the hospital
staff, attended Mrs. Rowatt until her death
on the 2nd of March. 1807, Witness made
the pdst-mortem. When he first saw her
ghe was paralyzed In the lower extremifies,
There was en wound opposite the eighth
dorsal vertebrae and two other wounds in
the shoulder. The wound in the back sev-
ered the spinal cord,the result being paraly-
sis. She was a woman apparently in good
health, The cause of death was a gunshot
wound, completely dividing the spinal cord
in the mid-dorsal recion, eansing paralvsis
and failure of nutrition in the parts below
the Injury, and leading secondarily to bed
sores and dmyloid disease of the Infernal
organs, The nost-mortem examination also
showed that there were slight adhesions he-
tween the membranecs and the brain at the
vertex of' the skull, otherwise the brain
and membrane normal,

The Detective's Story.

Detective George A. Porter testified that
he was under Sergt. Vaughan at No. 8 Pol-
ice Station-at the tiine of the shooting.
He knew the prizoner previously, At 1.45
a.m, the prisoner came Into the station,
when he recognized him. He asked the
prisoner for the revolver, and he gave it
10 witness, which he produced. It 18 a
British bulldog, 72 calibre. When pris-
oner gave it to witness it had three loaded
cartridges, two shells - and one empty
chamber. He then placed the prisoner un-
ger arrest, and cautioned him as to any-
thing he might say. The prisoner safd: I
shot her: she called my children bhastards,
apd stabbed. me.”  Tie held up his hand,
which wag bandaged, and sald that she
stabbed him with his penknife. He said
he fired at her twice. He had the revoiver
for a long time, -He asked where he had
h't her, When he was searched he had
six cents and a purse with some trinkets
