"We have no Jewish question in To­
ronto," said Inspector Hughes yester­
day, “and we will not have one unless 
the Christians force it. The Jews of 
Toronto have been very liberal. The 
Hebrew people in Toronto have stud­
ied the New Testament, and read the 
New Testament at our opening ex­
ercises, and they have never objected 
to being present at the devotional ex­
ercises at the opening of the school.
In 34 years only one Hebrew has made 
a complaint.

“The Rev. Rabbi Jacobs told me this 
week and has told me at other times 
that he would regard it as a very un­
fortunate thing if the school children 
of Toronto were in any way prevented 
from learning to sing the Christian 
hymns and the good old Christmas 
carols.

Boston The Paderewski recital last night will 
be memorable to some as a disappoint­
ment, for while “the Tltàn with the 
-lion's mane and with the splendid fore­
head" was at the piano, there were no 
half-lights and no Inclement music. It 
will be memore 
from the beginning to end men and wo­
men sat under a benign influence and 
bathed their souls Ln sunshine.

If those who thought to find ln 
Paderewski’s Interpretations of the 
masters of music mere dazzling dis­
plays. of bravura, there was no evi­
dence of It in the virtuoso’s playing. 
In fact, the program was plainly chos­
en to show how the piano might be 
made to please, entertain and elevate 
those who know nothing of the myster­
ies of technique and the structure of 
music as well as those who know the 
scores by heart. The recital, to short, 
was a clean, wholesome and exceed­
ingly delightful exhibition of pure pi- 
anlsm ln music.

We might have expected something 
else ln Paderewski's own "Variations 
and Fugue,’>op. 23. For as a general 
principle, since fugues are strictly for­
mal and deal with thematic treatment 
and modulations for their own sak^, 
they are usually interesting only to the 
player, and therefore ln them the play­
er Is tempted to display his virtuosity 
to the utmost. The Variations did ac­
tually call for virtuosity, but It was 
exhibited with the most delightful 
treatment of the themes. There was 
none of Rosenthal’s coltish scampering
