She said, however, that they kept
two men lodgers, and that these men
demanded meat and white bread each
day upon pain of leaving.

The
worker had sympathy for the woman,
but none for the attitude of the men.

DISCUSS FOOD CONTROL

Want Dr. Hastings Appointed
Provincial Assistant for -
Ontario.

The opening meeting for the season
of the exécutive of the local council
of women was held in the Shesbourne
House Club yesterday afternoon. Mrs.
A. M. Huestis presided. Discussion
on a resolution that had emanated
from Winnipeg asking for support for
social centres where men and women
might meet and where the recreation
should include dancing, had the sup-
port of many present and will be
passed on to the affiliated societies.
Mrs. L. A. Hamilton spoke on the
“Woman’s Century,” the orgén of the
national council,  asking for larger
support and pointing out the approval
it had met at the late meeting of the
national council.

Resignations of three convenors,
Mrs. Rhys Fairbairn, Mrs. Robertson
and Miss Constance Boulton were
received with regret, a special resolu-
tion of regret at the information of
Miss Boulton leaving Toronto being
expressed. Mrs. Huestis spoke of her
great value to the council and of the
large patriotic service she had been
to the country. The 'motion was mov-
ed by Mrs. L. A. Hamilton, and sec-
onded by Mrs. Meclvor. A standing
resolution of sympathy with Mrs, W.
E. Groves in the death of her hus-
band and the illness of her son who
is overseas, was passed.

Treasurer's Report.

The treasurer’s report showed that
there was $91.50 in the treasury and
that the indebtedness of the property’
of the council had been adjusted. The
East Toronto Women’s Institute was
received, making the sixty-eighth as-
sociation in affiliation. A resolution
was passed supporting the franchise
bill, and still another -asking the food
controller to appoint provincial as-
sistants and nominating Dr. Hastings
for Ontario. Interest in the food
question was shown by the:passing.of
a resolution asking the government to
compel the milling of whole wheat
flour and that the kakers be forced to
use at least 20 per cent. of other eer-
eal in baking.

Mrs. Newhal, of Calgary, president
of the consumers’ league, gave an ad-
dress in which she said that the con-
sumer is the slave of the producer
and middleman. She also ®said that
a commission had been appointed to
look into the matter of storage and
that ‘many suggestions had been masdde,
but nothing further had been done.
