Ottawa, June 7.—After a number of
eloquent speeches, in which tae re-
spective merits of St, John, N.B., and
Vancouver, B.C., were discussed, the
RKresbyterian General Assembly meet-
ing In Chalmers Presbyterian Church
this afternoon, decided ty a large
majority to meet in the west, in Van-
couver, next' year. Tae vote was by
a show of hands and was so decisive
that tHe moderator did not even have
to count the vote.

The
present pensions are $400 and $200, re-
spectively.

LEAGUE BOMBARDED
BY HIRAM JOHNSON

Declares Covenant is Simply
Perpetuation of Old-
World Imperialism.

Chicago, June 7.—~Benator Hiram
Johnson put forward tonight the argu-
ment in favor of his own nomination
for president by the Republican Na-
tional convention, :

Before a great mass meeting, at-
tended by many delegates, he pleaded
for what he called a “head up, eyes
0 pen” party stand, from attempts to
‘“hide in the shadow of priviiege.”

Defining two ig  issues, Senator
Johnson declared the first was the high
cost of living to be coped with, not
wholly by mew law, but hy unshrinking
“administration of the present law.,”
The gecond issue, international, he
covered flatly with the declaration: ‘I
am opposed to thelpresent covenant of
the League of Nations,” emphasizing
his opposition to the league plan of the
Versallles treaty.

“Against it, the Republican party
must take its stand,” he declared,
“There can be no hiding or skulking
upon an issue of this magnitude. In
this campaign men must march under
the polygiot banner of European im-
perialism and internationalism, or an-
der thefold stars and stripes,”

“Instead of disarmament, everywhere
were increased armaments, The hopes
of those who had earnestly wished and
fervently prayed were blighted and be-
trayed, The document represented the
triumph of cynical old world
diplomagey, the defeat of new wworld
liberalism.”
